My
hours of Leifure I {fpent in reading the
beft Authors ancient and modern, being
always provided with a good number' of
Books ; and when. I was afhoar, in eb-
ferving the Manners and Difpofitions of
the People, aswell as learning theirLan-
guage, wherein I had a great Facility by
the firength of my Memory.

Tre laft of thefe Voyages not prov-
ing very fortunate, I grew weary of the
Sea, and intended to ftay at home with
my Wife and Family. T removed from
the Old-Fury to Fetter-Lane, and from
thence to Wapping, hoping to get Bufi-
nefs among the Sailors ; but it would not
turn to account, After three years ex-
peQation that things would mend, T-ac-
cepted an advantageous Offer from Cap-
tain W illiam Prichard, Mafter of the
Antelope, who was making a Voyage to
the South-Sea. We fet fail from Briflol
May 4, 1699, and our Voyage at firlt
was very profperous, It
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It would not be' proper; for fome
reafons, to trouble the Reader with the
Particulars of our adventures in thofé
Seas : Let it fuffice to inform him, that
in our Paffage from thence to the Eafi-
Indies, we were driven by a violent
Stormto the Northward of Van Diemen'’s
Land. By an Obfervation, we found our-
felves in the Latitude of 30Degrees 2 Mi-
nutes South. Twelve of our Crew were
dead by immoderate Labour and ill Food,
the reft were in a very weak condition.
On the fifth of November, which was
the beginning of Summer in thofe parts,
the Weather being very hazy, the Sea-
men {pyed a Rock, within half'a Cable’s
length of the Ship; but the Wind was
{o ftrong, that we were driven direltly
upon it, and immediately {plit. Six of the
Crew ,of whom I was one,having letdown
the Boat into the Sea, made a fhift to
get clear of the Ship, and the Rock. We
rowed by my Computation about three
Leagues, till we were able to work no

Vor. L B longer,
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longer, being already {pent with labour
while we were in the Ship. We there-
fore trufted ourfelves to the mercy of
the waves, and in about half an hour
the Boat was overfet by a fudden Flurry
from the North. . What became of my
Companions in the Boat, as well as of
thofe who efcaped on the Rock, or were
left in the Veflel, I cannot tell ; but con-
clude they were all loft.  For my own
part, I fwam as Fortune direCted me, and
was pufh’d forward by Wind and Tide.
I often let my Legs drop, and could feel
no bottom: But when Iwas almoft gone,
and able to ftruggle no longer, I found
myfelf within my depth; and by this
time the Storm was much abated. The
Declivity was {o {fmall, that Iwalked near
a Mile before I got to the fhore, which I
conjeGtur’d was about eight a-clock in
the Evening. 1 then advanced forward
near half a Mile, but could not difcover
any fign of Houfes or Inhabitants; at
leaft I was in fo weak a condition, that
I did not obferve them. I was extremely
tired,

tired, and with that, and the Heat of the
weather, and about half a pint of Brandy
that I drank as I left the Ship, I found
myfelf much inclined to fleep. I lay
down on the Grafs, whichwas very fhort
and foft, where I {lept founder than ever
I remember to have done in my life,
and as I reckoned, above Nine hours; for
when I awaked, it was juft Day-light.
I attempted to rife, but was not able to
ftir : For, as I happened to lie on my
back, I found my Arms and Legs were
firongly faftened on each fide to the
ground; and my Hair, which was long
and thick, tied down in the fame man-
ner. I likewife felt feveral flender Li-
gatures acrofs my body, from my Arm-
pits to my Thighs. I could only look
upwards; theSun began to grow hot, and
the Light offended mine Eyes. I heard
a confufed Noife about me, but in the
pofture I lay, could fee nothing except
the Sky. 1In alittle time I felt fomething
alive moving on my left Leg, which ad-
vancing gently forward over my Breaft,

B 2 came
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came almoft up to my Chin; when bend-
ing mine Eyes downwards as much as 1
could, 1 perceived it tobe a Human crea-
ture not Six inches high, with a Bow'and
Arrow in his Hands, and a Quiver at his
Back. 1Inthe mean time, I felt at leaft
forty more of the fame kind (as I con.
jeGured) following the firft. I was in
the utmoft aftonifhment, and roared fo
loud, that they all ran back in a fright ;
and fome of them, as I was afterwards
told, were hurt with the Falls they got
byleaping from my fides upontheground.
However, they {oon returned, and one
of them, who ventured {o far as to get a
full fight of my Face, lifting up his hands
and eyes by way of Admiration, cryed
outina fhrill but diftin&t voice, Hekinah
Degut® The others repeated the fame
Words feveral times, but Ithen knew not
what they meant. 1T lay all this while,
as the Reader may believe, in great Un-
eafinefs: Atlength ftruggling to getloofe,
1 had the fortune to break the Strings, and
wrench out the Pegs that faftened my
Left
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Yefi arm to the ground ; for, by lifting
it up to my Face, I difcover’d the me-
thods they had taken to bind me; and,
at the fame time, with a vielent Pull,
which gave me exceflive pain, 12 little
loofened the Strings that tied down my
Hair on the Left fide, fo that T was jult
able to turn my Head about Two inches.
But the Creatures ran off a fecond time,
before I could feize them ; whereupon
there was a great Shout 1 a very fhrill
accent, and after it ceafed, I heard one
of them cry aloud, Tolgo Phonac; when
in an inftant I felt above an Hundred
Arrows difcharged  on my Left hand,
which pricked me like fo many Needles;
and befides they fhot another Flight into
the Air, as we do Bombs in Ewrope,
whereof many, I fuppofe, fell on my Bo-
dy (though I felt them not) and fome
on my Face, whichTim mediately cover-
ed with my Left hand. ‘When this {hower
of Arrows was over, I fell a groaning
with Grief and Pain, and then ftriving
again to get loofe, they difcharged an-

B 3 other
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other Volly larger than the firft, and
fome of them attempted with Spears to
ftick me in the Sides ; but, by good luck,
I had on me a Buff Jerkin, which they
could not pierce. [ thought it the moft
prudent method to lie ftill, and my de-
fign was to continue {o till night, when
my Left hand being already loofe, I could
eafily free myfelf: And as for the Inha-
bitants, I had reafon to believe I might
be a match for the greateft Armies they
could bring againft me, if they were all
of the fame fize with him that I faw.
But Fortune difpofed otherwife of me.
‘When the People obferved I was quiet,
they difcharged no more Arrows: But
by the Noife I heard, I knew their num-
bers encrcafed ; and about Four yards
from me, over-againft my Right ear, I

heard a knocking for above an hour,

like that of people at work ; when turn-
ing my head that way, as well as the
Pegs and Strings would permit me, I
{aw a Stage ereted about a Foot and a
half from the ground, capable of hold-

0 ing
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ing Four of the Inhabitants, with two
or three Ladders to mount it : From
whence one of them, who feemed to be
a Perfon of Quality, made me a long
Speech, whereof 1 underftood not one
Syllable. But 1 fhould have mentioned,
that before the Principal perfon began his
oration, he cryed out Three times Langro
Debul fan : (thele words and the former
were afterwards repeated and explained
to me.) Whereupon immediately about
Fifty of the Inhabitants came,and cut the
Strings that faftened the Left fide of my
head, which gave me the liberty of tura-
ing it to the Right, and of obferving the
Perfon and Gefture of him that was to
fpeak. Heappeared to be of a middleage,
and taller than any of the other Three
who attended him, whereof one was a
Page that held up his train, and feemed
to be fomewhat longer than my Middle
finger ; the other Two f{tood one on
each fide to fupport him. He aled
every part of an Orator; and I could
obferve many Periods of Threatnings,

B4 and
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and others of Promifes, Pity, and Kind-
nefs. I anfwered in a few words, but
in the moft fubmiffive mannet, lifting
up my Left hand and both mine Eyes
to the Sun, as calling him for a Witnefs;
and being almoft famifhed with Hunger,
having not eatena Morfel for fome hours
before I left the Ship, I found the De-
mands of nature fo ftrong upon me, that
I could not forbear fhcwmo my Impq_
tience (perhaps againft the ftri& Rules of
Decency) by putting my finger frequent-
ly on my mouth, to fignify that T wanted
Food. =~ The Hurgo (for fo they call a
greatLord;as Iafterwards learnt) under-
ftood me very well. He defcended from
the Stage, and commanded that feveral
Ladders fhould be applyed to my Sides,
onwhichabove an Hundred of the Inha-
bitants mounted; and walked towards m

Mouth, ladenwith Baskets full of Meat,
whiclt had been provided, and ferit thi-
ther by theKing’s Ordersupon thefirft In-
telligence he received of me. ‘Tobferved
there was the Flefh of feveral Animals,
but
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but could not diftinguifh them by the
Tafte. There were Shoulders, Legs, and
Loins fhaped like thofe of Mutton, and
very well drefled, but fmaller than the
Wings of a Lark. T eat them by Two
or Three at a mouthful, and took Three
Loaves at a time, about the bignefs of
Musket Bullets. They fupplyed me as
they could, thewing a thoufand marks of
Wonderand Aftonifhmentat myBulkand
Appetite. I then made another fign that
I wanted Drink. They found by my
eating that a fmall quantity would not
fuffice me, and being a moft ingenious
people, they flung up with great dexterity
one of their largeft Hogfheads, then rol-
led it towards my Hand, and beat outthe
Top; Tdrankit off ata Draught, which
Imight well do, for it did not hold Half a
pint, and tafted like a fmall Wine of Bur-
gundy, but much more delicious. They
brought mea Second Hogfhead, which I
drank in the fame manner, and made
figns for more, but they had none to
give me. “When I had perform’d thefe

Wonders
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wonders, they fhouted for joy, and
danced upon my breaft, repeating feveral
times as they did at firlt, Hekinah Degul.
They made mea fign that Ifhould throw
down the two Hogfheads, but fitft warn-
ed the people below to ftand out of the
way, crying aloud, Borach Mivola, and
when they faw the Veflels in the air,
there was an univerfal fhout of Hekinah
Degul. 1 confefs I was often tempted,
while they were paffing backwards and
forwards on my body, to feize Forty or
Fifty of the firft that came in my reach,
and dafh them againft the ground. But
the remembrance of what I had felt,
which probably might not be the worft
they could do, and the Promife of Ho-
nour I made them, for fo I interpreted
my fubmiffive behaviour, foon drove out
thefe Imaginations. Befides, I now con-
fider’d myfelf as bound by the Laws of
Hofpitality to a People who had treated
me with {o much Expence and Magni-
ficence. However, in my thoughts I
could not fufficiently wonder at the In-
trepidity
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trepidity of thefe diminutive Mortals,
who durft venture to mount and walk
upon my Body, while one of my Hands
was at liberty, withott trembling at the
very fight of {o prodigious a Creature as
I muft appear to them. After fome time,
when they obferved that I made no more
demands for Meat, there appeared before
me a Perfon of high Rank from his Im-
perial Majefty. His Excellency having
mounted on the {mall of my Right Leg,
advanced forward up to my Face, with
about a Dozen of his Retinue. And, pro-
ducing his Credentials under the Signet
Royal, which he applyed clofe to mine
Eyes, fpoke about Ten minutes, without
any figns of Anger, but with a kind of
determinate Refolution ; often pointing
forwards, which, as I afterwards found,
was towards the Capital City, about Half
a mile diftant, whither it was agreed by
his Majefty in Council that I muft be con-
veyed. Ianfwered in few Words, but to
no purpofe, and made a fign with my
Hand that was loofe, putting it to the
other
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other (but over his Excellency’s Head,
for fear of hurting him or his Train) and
then to my own Head and Body, to fig-
nify that T defired my Liberty. It ap-
peared that he underftood me well e-
nough, for he fhook his-head by way of
difapprobation, and held his hand in a
pofture to thew that I muft be carried as
a Prifoner. However, he made other
Signs to let me underftand that I thould
have Meat and Drink enough, and very
good Treatment. Whereupon I once
more thought of attempting to break my
Bonds, but again, when I felt the fmart
of'their ArrowsuponmyFace and Hands,
which were all in Blifters, and many of
the Darts {till fticking in theém, and ob-
ferving likewife that the number of my
Enemies encreafed, T gave 'tokens to let

them know that they might do with me

what they pleafed. Upon this the Hurgo

and his Train withdrew with much Ci-

vility and chearful Countenances. Soon

after I heard a general Shout, with fie-

quent repetitions of the words, Peplom

' Selan,
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Selan, and 1 felt great numbers of the
people on my Left fide relaxingthe cords
to fuch a degree, that T was able to turn
upon my Right, and to eafe myfelf with
making water ; which T plentifully did,
to the great aftonifhment of the people,
who conjeuring by my motions what
was going to do, immediately opened to
the Right and Left on that fide, to avoid
the Torrent which fell with fuch noife
and violence from me. But before this,
they had dawbed my Face and both my
Hands with a fort of Ointment very plea-
fant to the Smell, which in a few mi-
nutes removed all the {fmart of their ar-
rows. Thefe Circumftances, added to
the Refrefhment T had received by their
Viftuals and Drink, which were very
pourifhing, difpofed me to fleep. I flept
about Eight hours, as I was afterwards
affured ; and it was no wonder, for the
Phyficians, by the Emperor’s Order, had
mingled a {leepy Potion in the Hogfheads
of Wine.

It
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It feems that upon the firlt moment
I was difcovered {leeping on the ground
after my Landing, the Emperor had early
notice of it by an Exprefs, and deter-
mined in Council that I fhould be tyed
in the manner I have related (which was
done in the Night while I flept) that
Plenty of Meat and Drink fhould be fent
me, and a Machine prepared to carry me
to the Capital City.

Turs Refolution perhaps may appear
very bold and dangerous, and I am con-
fident would notbeimitated by anyPrince
in Europe on the like occafion ; how-
ever, in my opinion it was extremely Pru-
dent as well as Generous. For {uppofing
thefe People had endeavour’d to kill me
withtheir Spears and Arrows while I was
afleep, I fhould certainly have awaked
withthe firft Senfe of Smart, which might
fofar have rouzed my Rage and Strength,
25 to have enabled me to break theStrings
wherewith I was tied ; after which, as
they
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they were not able to make Refiftance, {o
they could expett no Mercy.

Thefe peopleare moft excellent Mathe-
maticians,andarrivedtoa great perfection
in Mechanicks by the countenance and
encouragement of the Emperor, who is
a renowned Patron of Learning. This
Prince hath feveral Machines fixed on
Wheels for the carriage of Trees and
other great Weights. He often builds
his largeft Men of War, whereof fome
are Nine foot long, in the Woods where
the Timber grows, and has them carried
on thefe Engines three or four hundred
yards to the Sea. Five hundred Carpen-
ters and Engineers were immediately fet
at work to prepare the greateft Engine
they had. It was a Frame of Wood
raifed Three inches from the ground,
about Seven foot long and Four wide,
moving upon Twenty two wheels. The
Shout I heard was upon the arrival of this
Engine, which it {feems fet out in Four
hours after my Landing. It was brought
parallel
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parallel to me as T lay.  But the princi-
pal Difficulty was to raife and place me
in this Vehicle. Eighty Poles, each of
One foot high, were eretted for this pur-
pofe, and very ftrong Cords of the big-
nefs of Packthread were faftened by
Hooks to many Bandages, which the
Workmen had girt round my Neck, my
Hands, my Body, and my Legs. Nine
hundred of the ftrongeft Men were em-
ployed to draw up thefe Cords by many
Pulleys faftned on the Poles, and thus in
lefs than Three hours, T was raifed and
flung into the Engine, and there tyed
faft. All this T was told, for while the
whole operation was performing, Ilay in
a profound {leep, by the force of that fo-
poriferous Medicine infufed into my Liz
quor. Fifteen hundred of the Emperor’s
largeft Horfes, each about Four inches
an an half high, were imployed to draw
me towards the Metropolis, which, as I
faid, was Half a mile diftant.

Asovur
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AsouTt Four hours after we began
our Journey, [ awaked by a very ridicu-
lous Accident ; for the Carriage being
ftoptawhile toadjuft fomething that was
out of order, two or three of the young
natives had the curiofity to fee how I
looked when I wasafleep; they climbed
up into the Engine, and advancing very
{oftly to my Face, One of them, an Of-
ficer in the Guards, put the fharp end of
his Half-pike a good way ‘up into my Left
noftril, which tickled my Nofe like a
Straw, and made me f{neeze violently :
whereupon they ftole off unperceived,
and it was Three weeks before I knew
the caufe of my awaking fo fuddenly.
We made a long March the remaining
part of that day, and refted at night
with Five hundred Guards on each fide
of me, half with Torches, and half with
Bows and Arrows, ready to fhoot me if
Ifhould offer to ftir. The next morning
at Sun-rife we continued our march, and
arrived within Two hundred yards of the

Vor. I C City-
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City-Gates about Noon. The Emperor,
and all his Court, came out to meet us,
but his Great Officers would by no means
fuffer his Majefty to endanger his Perfon
by mounting on my Body.

A the place where the Carriage ftopt,
there ftood an ancient Temple, efteemed
to be the largeft in the whole Kingdom,
which having been polluted fome Years
before by an unnatural Murder, was,
according to the Zeal of thofe People,
look’d onas Prophane, and therefore had
been applied to common Ufes, and all the
Ornaments and Furniture carried away.
In this Edifice it was determined I {hould
lodge. The great Gate fronting to the
North was about Four foot high, and al=
moft Two foot wide, through which I
could eafily creep. On each fide of the
Gate was a fmall Window not above Six
inches from the ground: into that onthe
Left fide; the King’s Smiths conveyed
Fourfcore and eleven Chains, like thofe
that hang toa Lady’s Watch in Europe,
and
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and almoft as large, which were locked
to my Left leg with Six and thirty Pad-
locks. Over-againft this Temple, on
tother fide of the great Highway, at
Twenty foot diftance, there was a Tur-
ret at leaft Five foot high. Here the
Emperor afcended with many principal
Lords of his Court, to have an opportu-
nity of viewing me, as I was told, for I
could not fee them. It was reckoned
that above an Hundred Thoufand Inha-
bitants came out of the town upon the
{fame errand; and in{pight of my Guards;
I believe there could not be fewer than
Ten thoufand, at feveral times,.who
mounted upon my body by the help of
ladders: But a Proclamation was foon
iffued to forbid it upon pain of death,
When the Workmen found it was impof-
fible for me to break loofe, they cut all the
Strings that bound me ; whereupon I rofe
up with as melancholy a difpofition as
ever I had in my life. But the noife and
aftonifhment of the People at feeing me
rife and walk are not to be expreffed:

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The Chains that held my Left leg were
about Two yards long, and gave me not
only the liberty of walking backwards
and forwards in a Semicircle; but being
fixed within Four inches of the gate, al-
lowed me to creep in, and lie at my full
length in the Temple.

==l HEN I found myfelf on my
il feet, T looked about me, and
muft confefs I never beheld
a more entertaining Profpett.
The Countrey round appeared like a con.
tinued Garden, and the inclofed Fields,
which were generally Forty foot {quare,
refembled fo many Beds of Flowers.
Thefe Fields were intermingled with

C 2 Woaods
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Woods of half a Stang, and the talleft
Trees, as 1 could judge, appeared to be
Seven foot high. Iviewed the Town on
my Left hand, which looked like the
painted Scene of a City in a Theatre.

I had been for fome hours extremely
preffled by the neceflities of nature;
which was no wonder, it being almoft
Two days fince I had laft disburthened
myfelf. I was under great difficulties
between Urgency and Shame. The beft
expedient I could think on, was to creep
into my Houfe, which I accordingly did;
and fhutting the Gate after me, I went as
far as the length of my Chain would fuf-
fer, and difcharged my body of that unea-
{y load. But this was the only time I was
ever guilty of fo uncleanly an A&ion ;
for which T cannat but hope the candid
Reader will give fome allowance, after
he hath maturely and impartially confi-
dered my cafe, and the diftrefs I was
in. From this time my conftant Pra&ice
was, as foon as I rofe, to perform that
bufinefs
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bufinefs in open Air, at'the full extent
of my Chain, and due care was taken
every morning before company came,
¢hat the offenfive matter fhould be car-
ried off in Wheel-barrows by Two Ser-
vants appointed for that purpofe. I
would .not have dwelt fo long upon a
circum{tance, that perhaps ac firft fight
may appear not very momentous, if 1
had not thought it neceffary to juftify my
chara&er in point of Cleanlinefs to the
world ; which I am told fome of my
Maligners have been pleafed, upon this
and other occafions, to call in queftion.

waen this Adventure was at an end,

I came back out of my Houfe, having oc-
cafion for frefh Air. The Emperor was
already defcended from the Tower, and
advancing on Horfe-back towards me,
which had like to have coft him dear ;
for the Beaft, though very well trained,
yet wholly unufed to fuch aSight, which
appeared as if a Mountain moved before
him, reared up on his hinder Feet: But
C 4 that
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that Prince, who is an excellent Horfe-
man, kept his Seat, till his Attendants
ran in, and held the Bridle, while his
Mafter had time to difmount. When
he alighted, he furveyed me round with
great admiration, but kept without the
tength of my Chain. He ordered his
Cooks and Butlers, who were already
prepared, to give me Victualsand Drink,
which they pufhed forward in a fort of
Vehicles upon Wheels till T could reach
them. T took thofe Vehicles, and foon
emptied them all; Twenty of them were
filled with Meat, and Ten with Liquor,
each of the former afforded me two or
three good mouthfuls, and T emptied the
Liquor of Ten Veflels, which was con-
tained in earthen Vials, into one Vehicle,
drinking it off at a draught, and f{o ¥
did with the reft. The Emprefs, and
young Princes of the Blood, of both Sexes,
attended by many Ladies, fate at fome
diftance in their Chairs; but upon the
Accident that happened to the Emperor’s
fHorfe, they alighted, and came near his

Perfon,
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Perfon, which T am now going to de-
{cribe. He is taller by almoft the breadth
of my Nail, thanany ofhis Court, which
alone is enough to ftrike an Awe into
the Beholders. His Features are ftrong
and mafculine, with an 4uffrian Lip and
arched Nofe, his Complexion olive, his
Countenance ereft, his Body and Limbs
well proportioned, all hisMotions grace-
ful, and his Deportment majeftick. He
was then paft his Prime, being Twenty
eight years and three quarters old, of
which he had reigned about Seven, in
great felicity, and generally viGorious.
For the better convenience of beholding
him, I lay on my fide, fo that my Face
was parallel to his, and heftood but Three
yards off: However, T have had him fince
many times in my hand, and therefore
cannot be deceived in the defcription.
His Drefs was very plain and fimple, and
the Fafthion of it between the Afiatick
and the Enropean ; but he had on his
Head a light Helmet of Gold, adorned
with Jewels, and a Plume on the Creft.

He
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He held his Sword drawn in his hand, to
defend himfelf, if I{hould happen to break
loofe; it was almoft Three inches long,
theHiltand Scabbard were Gold enriched
with Diamonds. His Voice was fhrill,
but very clear and articulate, and I could
diftin&ly hear it when I ftood up. The
Ladies and Courtiers were all moft mag-
nificently clad, fothat the Spot they ftood
upon feemed to refembleaPetticoat fpread
on theground, embroidered with Figures
of Gold and Silver. His Imperial Majefty
fpoke often to me, and I returned an-
fwers, but neither of us could underftand
a fyllable, There were feveral of his
Priefts and Lawyers prefent (as I con-
jeGured by their habits) who were com-
manded to addrefs themfelves to me, and
1fpoke to them in as many Languages as
{ had the leaft fmattering of, which were
High and Low Dutch, Latir, French,
Spanifb, Italian,and Lingua Franca; but
all to no purpofe. After about Two
hours the Court retired, and I was left
with a ftrong Guard, to prevent the Im-
pertinence,
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pertinence, and probably the Malice of
the Rabble, who were very impatient to
croud about me as near as they durft,
and fome of them had the impudence to
{hoot their Arrows at me as I {ate on the
ground by the Door of my houfe, where-
of one very narrowly miffed my Left eye.
But the Colonel ordered Six of the
Ring-leaders tobe feized, and thought ne
Punifhment fo proper as to deliver them
bound into my hands, which feme of
hisSoldiersaccordinglydid, puthingthem
forwards with the But-ends of their Pikes
into my reach ; I took them all in my
Right hand, put Five of them into my
Coat-pocket, and as to the Sixth, I made
a Countenance as if I would eat him
alive. The poor Man fqualled rernbly
and the Colonel] and his Officers were in
much pain, efpecially when they faw me
take out my Penknife : But I foon put
them out of fear ; for, looking mildly,
and immediately cutting the Strings he
was bound with, I fet him gently on the
ground, and away he ran; I treated the

reft in the fame manner, taking them one
by one out of my Pocket, and I obferved
both theSoldiers and People were highly
obliged at this mark of my Clemency,
which was reprefented very much to my
advantage at Court.

Towarps night I got with fome diffi-
culty into my Houfe, where I lay on the
ground, and continued {o to do about a
Fortnsght ; during which time the Em-
peror gave orders to have a Bed prepared
for me. Six hundred Beds of the com-
mon Meafurewere brought in Carriages,
and worked up in my houfe; an hun-
dred and fifty of their Beds fown toge-
ther made up the Breadth and Length,
and thefe were Four double, which how-
ever kept me but very indifferently from
the Hardnefs of the Floor, that was of
fmooth Stone. By the fame Computa-
tion they provided me with Sheets, Blan-
kets, and Coverlets, tolerable enough for
one who had been fo long enured to
Hardthips as I.

As
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As the news of my arrival fpread
through the Kingdom, it brought prodi-
gious numbers of rich, idle, and curious
People to fee me; fo that the Villages
were almoft emptied, and great neglect
of Tillage and Houfhold Affairs muft
have enfued, if his Imperial Majefty had
not provided, by feveral Proclamations
and Orders of State, againft this Inconve-
niency. He direed that thofe who had
already beheld me, fhould return home,
and not prefume to come within Fifty
yards of my Houfe without Licenfe from
Court ; whereby the Secretaries of State
got confiderable Fees.

I~n the mean time, the Emperor held
frequent Councils to debate what courfe
fhould be taken with me; and I was af-
terwards affured by a particular Friend, a
Perfon of great Quality, who was looked
upon to be as much in the ‘Secret- as
any, that the Court was under many
difficulties concerning me. They ap-

prehended
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prehended my breaking loofe, that my
Diet would be very expenfive, and might
caufe a Famine: Sometimes they deter-
mined to ftarve me; or at ledft to fhoot
me in: the face and hands with poifoned
arrows, which would foon difpatch me:
Butagainthey confidered, that the Stench
of fo large a carcafe might produce a
Plague in the Metropolis, and probably
{pread through the whole Kingdom. In
the midft of thefe confultations, feveral
Officers of the Army went to the door
of the gredt Council-Chamber ; and two
of them being admitted, gave an account
of my behaviour to the Six Criminals a-
bove-mentioned, which made fo fivou-
rable an impreffion in the breaft of his
Majefty and the whole Board in my be-
behalf; that an Imperial Commiffion was
iffued out, obliging all the Villages Nine
hundred yards round the City, to deliver
in every morning Six beeves, Forty fheep;
and other vituals for my fuftenance; to-
gether with a proportionable quantity of
Bread, and Wine, and other Liquors :

for

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for the due payment of which his Mas
jefty gave Affignments upon his Treas
fury. For this Prince lives chiefly upon
his own Demefnes, feldom except upon
great occafions raifing any Subfidies up-
on his Subjeéts, who are bound to attend
him in his Wars at their own expences
An Eftablifhment was alfo made of Six
hundred perfons to be my Domefticks,
who had Board-wages allowed for their
maintenance, and Tents built for them
very conveniently on each fide of my
door. Itwas likewifeordered,that Three
hundred Taylors fhould make me a Suit
of Cloaths after the fafhion of the Coun-
trey : That Six of his Majefty’s greateft
Scholars thould be employed to inftrutt
me in theirLanguage: And, laftly, that
the Emperor’s Horfes, and thofe of the
Nobility and Troops of Guards fhould
be frequently exercifed in my fight, to
accuftom themfelves to me. All thefe
Orders were duly put in execution, and
in about Threeweeks I made a great pro-
grefs in learning their Language; during

which
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which time, the Emperor frequently ho-
noured me with his Vifits, and was plea-
fed to aflift my Mafters in teaching me.
We began already to converfe together
in fome fort ; and the firft Words I learnt
were to exprefs my defire that he would
pleafe to give me my Liberty, which I
every day repeated on my knees. His
Anfwer, as I ‘could apprehend it, was,
that this muft be a work of Time, not
to be thought on without the Advice of
his Council, and that firft T muft Zumos
Kelmin peffo definar lon Empofo; that is,
fwear a Peace with him and his King-
dom. However, that I fhould be ufed
with all kindnefs, and he advifed me to
acquire by my Patience, and difcreet
Behaviour, the good Opinion of himfelf
and his Subjefts. He defired I would
not take it ill, if he gave orders to cer-
tain proper Officers to fearch me; for
probably I might carry about me feveral
Weapons, which muft needs be dange-
rous things, if they anfwered the Bulk of
foprodigious aperfon. Ifaid, hisMajefty
{hould
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fhould be fatisfied, for I was ready to
ftrip myfelf, and turn up my Pockets
before him. This T delivered part in
Words, and part in Signs. He replied,
that by the Laws of the Kingdom I muft
be fearched by T'wo of his Officers ; that
he knew this could not be done without
my Confent and Affiftance; that he had
fo good an opinion of my Generofity
and Juftice, as to truft their Perfons in
my hands : That whatever they took
from me fhould be returned when T left
the Country, or paid for at the rate
which I would fet upon them. I took
up the Two Officers in my hands, put
them firft into my Coat-pockets, and
then into every other Pocket about me,
except my Two Fobs, and another fe-
cret Pocket I had no mind fhould be
fearched, wherein I had fome little Ne-
ceflaries that were of no confequence to
any but myfelf. In One of my:Fobs
there was a Silver Watch, and in: the o-
ther a {fmall quantity of Gold in a Purfe.
Thefe Gentlemen, having Pen, Ink and

Vor L D Paper
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Paper about them, made an exatt Inven-
tory of every thing they faw ; and when
they had done, defired I would fet them
down, that they might deliver it to the
Emperor. This Inventory I afterwards
tranflated into Englifb, and is word for
word as follows.

TmrpriMmis, In the Right Coat-pocket
of the Great Man Mountain (for fo 1
interpret the words Quinbus Fleflrin)
after the ftricteft fearch, wefound only
one great piece of coarfe Cloth, large
enough to be a Foot-cloth for your Ma-
jefty’s chief Room of State. 1In the Left
Pocket, we faw a huge Silver Cheft; with
a Cover of the {fame Metal, which we
the Searchers were not able to lift. We
defired it fhould be opened, and One of
us ftepping into it, found himfelf up to
the mid leg in a fort of Duft, fome part
whereof flying up to our Faces, fet us
both a fneezing for feveral times toge-
ther. In his Right Waftcoat-pocket, we
found a prodigious bundle of white thin
Subftances,
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Subftances, folded one over another, a-
bout the bignefs of Three¢ men, tied with
a ftrong 'Cable, and marked with black
Figuves ; which we humbly conceive to
be Writings, every Letter almoft half as
large as the Palm of our Hands, In the
Left, there was a fort of Engine, from
the Back of which wereextended Twenty
long Poles, refembling the Pallifado’s be
fore yourMajefty’s Court ywherewithwe
conjetture the Man Mountain combs his
head, for we did not always trouble him
with Queftions, becaufe we found it a
great difficulty to make him underftand
us. In the large Pocket on the Right
fide of his middle Cover, (fo I tranflate
the word Ranfu-Lo, by which they

| meant my Breeches) we faw a hollow
' Pillar of Iron, about the length of a

Man, faftened to a ftrong piece of Tim-
ber, larger than the Pillar ; and upon One
fide of the Pillar were huge pieces of
Iron fticking out, cut into firange! Fi-
gures, whichwe know not what to make
of. - In the Left pocket, another Engine

D2 of
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of the fame kind. In the {maller pocket
on the Right fide, were feveral round flat
pieces of white and red Metal, of dif-
ferent bulk ; fome of the white, which
feemed to be Silver, were fo large and
heavy, that my Comrade and I could
hardly lift them. In the Left pocket were
Two black Pillars irregularly fhaped:
‘We could not, without difficulty, reach
the top of them as we ftood at the bottom
of his pocket. = One of them was co-
vered, and feemed all of a piece : ' But
at' the upper end of the other, there
appeared a white round Subftance, about
twice the bignefs of our Heads. With-
in each of thefe was enclofed a prodigi-
ous Plate of Steel; which, by our orders,
we obliged him to thew us, becaufe we
apprehiended they might be dangerous
Engines. He took them out of their
Cafes, and told us, that'in his own coun-
try his practice was to fhave his Beard
with one of thefe, and to cut his Meat
with theother. There were two pockets
which! we could not enter : Thefe he
called
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called his Fobs ; they were Two large
Slits cut inta the top of his middle Co-
ver, but {queezed clofe by the preffure
of his Belly. Out of the Right Fob
hung a great Silver Chain, with a won-
derful kind of Engine at the bottom.
We dire&ted him to draw out whatever
was faftened to that Chain ; which ap-
peared to be a Globe, half Silver, and
half of fome tranfparent Metal; For on
thetranfparent fide we faw certain ftrange
Figurescircularly drawn,andthought we
could touch them, till we found our Fin-
gers ftopped by that lucid Subftance. He
put this Engine to our Ears, which made
an inceffant Noife like that of a Water-
mill: And we conje&ture it is either fome
unknown Animal, or the God that he
worfhips; but we are more inclined to
the latter Opinion, becaufe he affures us,
(if we underftood him right, for he ex-
preffed himfelf very imperfectly) that he
{feldom did any thing without confulting
it : He called it his Oracle, and faid it
pointed out the Time for every Action

D 3 of
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of his life, From the Left fob he took
out a Net almoft large enough for a
Fifherman, but contrived to open and
fhut like a Purfe, and ferved -him for
the fame ufe: We found therein feveral
mafly pieces of yellow Metal, which if
they be real Gold, muft be of immenfe
value.

Having thus, in obedience to your
Majefty’s Commands, diligentlyfearched
all his Pockets, we obferved a Girdle a-
bout his Waift madc of the Hide of fome
prodigious Animal ; fromwhich, on the

Left fide, hung a Sword of the length of

Five men; and on the Right, a Bag or
Pouch divided into Two Cells, each Cell
capable of holding Three of your Ma-
jefty’s Subje&ts. In one of thefe Cells
were feveral Globes or Balls of the moft
ponderous Metal, -about the bignefs of
our Heads, and required a ftrong Hand
to lift them: The other Cell contained a
heap of certain black Grains, but of no
great bulk or weight, for we could hold
above
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above Fifty of them in the palms of our
Hands. :

Tars is an exal Inventory of what
we found about the body of the Maxn-
Mountain, who ufed us with great ci-
vility, and due refpe&t to your Majefty’s
Commiffion. Signed and Sealed on the
Fourth day of the Eighty ninth moon
of your Majefty’s aufpicious Reign.

W nEN this Inventory was read over
to the Emperor, he dire&ted me, although
in very gentle terms, to deliver up the
feveral Particulars. He firft called for
my Scymiter, which T took out, Scab-
bard and all. In the mean time he or-
dered Three Thoufand of his choiceft
Troops (who then attended him) to fur-
round me at a diftance, with their Bows
and Arrows juft ready to difcharge: But
I did not obferve it, for mine Eyes were
wholly fixed upon his Majefty. He then
defired me to draw my Scymiter, which,
D4 although
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although it had got fome Ru't by the
Sea-water, was in moft parts exceeding
bright. 1did fo, and immediately all the
Troops gaveaShout between Terrorand
Surprize ; for the Sun fhone clear, and
the Reflexion dazled their Eyes as I wa-
ved the Scymiter to and fro in my hand.
His Majefty, who isa moft magnanimous
Prince, was lefs daunted than I could ex-
pect ; he ordered me to return it into the
Scabbard, and caft it on the ground as
gently as I could, about Six foot from the
end of my Chain. The next thing he
demanded was One of the hollow Iron
Pillars,. by which he meant my Pocket-
piftols. 1 drew it out, and at his defire,
as well as T could, exprefled to him. the
ufe of 't; and charging it only with
powdcr, which by the clofenefs of my
Pouch happened to {cape wetting in the
Sea (an inconvenience again{t which all
prudent Mariners take fpecial care to
provide) I firft cautioned the Emperor
not to be afraid, and then I let it off in
the Air. The Aftonithment here was
much
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much greater than at the fight of my
Scymiter. Hundreds fell down as if they
had been ftruck dead ; and even the Em-
peror, although he ftood his ground,
could not recover himfelf in fome time.
I delivered up both my Piftols in the
fame manner as I had done my Scymiter,
and then my Pouch of Powder and Bul-
lets; begging him that the former might
be kept from the Fire, for it wouldkindle
with the fmalleft Spark, and blow up his
Imperial Palace into the Air. 1likewife
delivered up my Watch, which the Em-
peror was very curious to fee, and coms-
manded Two of his talleft Yeomen of
the Guards to bear it on a Pole upon their
Shoulders, as Dray-men in England do
a Barrel of Ale. He was amazed at the
continual Noife it made, and the Motion
of the Minute-hand, which he could ea-
fily difcern ; for their Sight is much more
acute than ours ; and asked the Opinions
of his learned Men about him, which
were various and remote, as the Reader
may well imagine without my repeating ;
although
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although indeed I could not very perfect-
ly underftand them. Ithen gave up my
Silverand Copper Money, my Purfe with
Nine large pieces of Gold, and fome
fmaller ones ; my Knife and Razor, my
Comb and Silver Snuff-box, my Hand-
kerchief and Journal-book. My Scymi-
ter, Piftols, and Pouch, were conveyed
in Carriages to his Majefty’s Stores ; but
the reft of my Goods were returned me,

I had, as I before obferved, one pri-
vate Pocket which efcaped their fearch,
wherein there was a pair of Speftacles
(which I fometimes ufe for the weaknefs
of mine eyes) a Pocket Perfpe&ive, and
feveral other little Conveniencies; which
being of no confequence to the Empe-
ror, I did not think myfelf bound in
Honour to difcover, and I apprehended
they might be loft or fpoiled if T ventured
them out of my pofleflion.

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or Six of thofe Candidates petition the
Emperor to entertain his Majefty and the
Court with a Dance on the Rope, and
whoever jumps the higheft without fal-
ling fucceeds in the Office. Very often
the Chief Minifters themfelves are com-
manded to fhew their Skill, and to con-
vince the Emperor that they have notloft
their Faculty. Flimnap, the Treafurer, is
allowed to cut a Caper on the ftrait Rope,
at leaft anInch higher thanany otherLord
in the whole Empire. I have feen him
do the Summerfet feveral times together
upon a Trencher fixed on the Rope,
which is no thicker thana common Pack-
thread in England. My Friend Reldye-
fal,Principal Secretary for private Affairs,
is; in my;opinion, if I'am not partial,
the fecond after the Treafurer; the reft of
the Great Officers are much upon a Par.

T nese Diverfions are often attended
with fatal Accidents, whereof great num-
bers: are on record. ' I myfelf have feen
Two or Three Candidates breaka Limb.
But
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But the Danger is muchgreater when the
Minifters themfelves are commanded to
fhew their Dexterity; for by contending
to excel themfelves and their Fellows;
they ftrain fo far, that there ishardly One
of them who hath not received a Fall,
and fome of them Two or'Three. I was
affured that a Year or Two before my
arrival, Flimnap would have infallibly
broke his Neck, if One of the King’s
Cufhions, that accidentally lay on the
ground, had not weakened the force of

his Fall.

T uERE is likewife another Diverfion
which is only fhewn before the Emperor
and Emprefs, and Firft Minifter, upon
particular Occafions. The Emperor lays
on a Table Three fine filken Threads of
Six inches long. One is Purple, the
other Yellow, and the Third White.
Thefe Threads are propofed as Prizes for
thofe perfons whom the Emperor hath a
mind to diftinguifh by a peculiar mark of
his Favour. The Ceremony is performed

imn
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in his Majefty’s great Chamber of State;
where the Candidates are to undergo a
Tryal of Dexterity very different from
the former, and fuch as T have not obferv-
ed the leaft refemblance of in any other
Countrey of the old or the new World.
The Emperor holds a Stick in his hands,
both ends parallel to the Horizon, while
the Candidates advancing one by one,
fometimes leap over the Stick, fometimes
creep under it backwards and forwards
feveral times, according as the Stick is
advanced or deprefled. - Sometimes the
Emperor holds one end of the Stick, and
his Firft Minifter the other ; fometimes
the Minifter has it entirely to himfelf.
Whoever performs his part Wwith mofk
Agility, and holds out the longeft inleap-
ing and creeping, is rewarded with the
Purple colouredSilk ; the Yellow is given
to the next, and the White t6 the Third,
which they all wear girt twice round a-
bout the middle; and you fee few great
Perfons about: this Court who are not
adorned with one of thefe Girdles.

T 1e Horfes of the Army, and thofe
of the Royal Stables, having been daily
led before me, were no longer fhy, but
would come up to my very feet without
ftarting. The Riders would leap them
over my hand as T held it on the ground,
and One of the Emperor’s Hunt{men,
upon a large Courfer, took my Foot,
Shoe and all ; which was indeed a pro-
digious Leap. - T had the good fortune to
divert the Emperor One day after a very
extraordinarymanner. Idefiredhewould
order feveral Sticks of Two foot high,
and the thicknefs of an ordinary Cane, to
be brought me ; whereupon his Majefty
commanded the Mafter of his Woods to

givedirettionsaccordingly; and the next

morning Six Wood-men arrived with as
many Carriages, drawn by Eight Horfes
to each. I took Nine of thefe Sticks,
and fixing them firmly in'the ground in
a Quadrangular Figure, Two foot and a
half fquare, I took four other Sticks, and
tyed them parallel at each Corner, about
Two
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Two foot from the ground ; then I
faftned my Handkerchief to the Nine
Sticks that ftood ere&t, and extended it
on all fides till it was as tight as the top
of a Drum; and the Four parallel Sticks
rifing about Five inches higher than the
Handkerchief, ferved as Ledges on each
fide. 'When I had finifhed my Work, I
defired the Emperor to let a Troop of
his beft Horfe, Twenty four in number,
come and exercife upon this Plain. His
Majefty approved of the Propofal, and I
took them up one by one in my hands,
ready mounted and armed, with the pro-
per Officers to exercife them. As foon as
they got into order, they divided inte
TwoParties, performed mockSkirmifhes,
difcharged blunt Arrows, drew their
Swords, fled and purfued, attacked and
retired, and in fhort difcovered the beft
Military Difcipline I ever beheld. The
parallel Sticks fecured them and their
Horfes from falling over the Stage; and
the Emperor was {o much delighted, that
he ordered this Entertainment to be re-

Vor. L E peated
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peated feveral days, and once was pleafed
to be lifted up, and give the word of
Command ; and, with great difficulty,
perfuaded even the Emprefs herfelf to
let me hold her in her clofe Chair within
Two yards of the Stage, from whence
{he was able to take a full view of the
whole performance. It was my good
fortune that no ill Accident happened in
thefe Entertainments, only once a fiery
Horfe that belonged to one of the Cap-
tains pawing with his Hoof ftruck a hole
in my Handkerchief, and his Foot {lip-
ping, he overthrew his Rider and him-
felf; but I immediately relieved them
both, and covering the Hole with. one

-hand, I fet down the Troop with the

otlm in thefame manner as I took them
up. Thc Horfe that fell was ftrained in
the Left {houlder, but the Rider got no
hurt, and I 1epaucd my Handkerchief
aswell as T could ; however, I would not
truft to the {’tlenﬁth of it any more in
{uch dangerous ]‘:n terprizes.

ABouT
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Asout Two or Three days before T
iwas fet at liberty, as I was entertaining
the Court with thefe kind of Feats, there
arrived an Exprefs to inform his Majefty
that fome of his Subje&s riding near the
place where T was firft taken up, had feen
a great black Subftance lying on the
ground, very odly fhaped, extending its
Edges round as wide as his Majefty’s Bed-
chamber, and rifing up in the middle as
high as 2 Man ; that it was no living
Creature, as they at firft apprehended, for
it lay on the grafs without motion, and
fome of them had walked round it feve-
ral times: That by mounting upon €ach
others Shoulders, thcy had got to the top,
which was flat 1nd ¢ven, and flamping
upon it they found it was hollow with-
in ; that they humbly conceived it might
be fomething belonging to the Man-
Mountain, and if his Majefty plcafed
they would undertake to bring it with
only Five hotfes. T prefently knew what
they meant, and was glad ‘at heart to re-
E 2 ceive
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ceive this Intelligence. It {eems upoit
my firft reaching the fhore after our fhip-
wreck, I was in fuch confufion, that be-
fore I came to the place where I went to
{leep, my Hat, which I had faftned with a
String to my Head while I was rowing,
and had ftuck on all the time T was{wim-
ming, fell off after I came to land ; the
String, as I conjeGture, breaking by fome
accident which I never obferved, but
thought my Hat had been loft at fea. I
intreated his Imperial Majefty to give or-
ders it might bebrought to me as foon as
poffible, defcribing to him the Ufe and
the Nature of it : And the next day the
Waggoners arrived with it, but not ina
very good condition ; they had bored two
Holes in the Brim, within an Inch and
half of the Edge, and faftned Two Hooks
in the Holes ; thefe Hooks were tyed by a
long Cord to the Harnefs, and thus my
Hat was dragged along for above half an
Englifb Mile : But the Ground in that
country being extremely fmooth and le-
vel,itreceivedlefsdamagethanIexpected.

Two
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Two days after this Adventure, the
Emperor having ordered that part of his
Army which quarters in and about his
Metropolis to be in a readinefs, took a
fancy of diverting himfelf in a very fin-

.gular manner. He defired I would ftand

like a Coloffus, with my Legs as far a-
funder as T conveniently could. He then
commanded his General (whowasan old
experienced Leader, and a great Patron
of mine) to draw up the Troops in clofe
Order, and march them under me, the
Foot by Twenty four in a breaft, and
the Horfe by Sixteen, with Drums beat-
ing, Colours flying, and Pikes advanced,
This Body confifted of Three thoufand
Foot, and a Thoufand Horfe. His Ma-
jefty gave orders, upon pain of Death,
that every Soldier in his march fhould
obferve the firiGeft Decency, with regard
to my Perfon ; which, however, could
not prevent fome of the younger Officers
from turning up their Eyes as they paffed
under me, And, to confefs the Truth,
E 3 my
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my Breeches were at that time in {o ill a
condition, that they, afforded fome op-
portunitics for Laugliter and A dmiration.

But becaufe
the Reader may perhaps be curious to
have fome idea of the Style and Manner
of expreflion peculiar to that People, as
well as to know the Articles upon which
I recovered my Liberty, T have made a
a Tranflation of the whole Inftrument
word for word, as near as T was able,
which T here offer to the publick.

6%, He fhall be our Ally againft our
Enemies in the land of Blefufin, and
do his utmoft to deftroy their Fleet,
which is now preparing to invade Us.

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78 Tuar the faid Man-Mountain
"ha]] at his times of leifure, be aiding
and a{ﬁﬁmv to our Wor kmcn in help-
ing to raife certain great Stoncs towards
covering the Wall OF the pr mc;pdl Park,
and other our Royal Buildings.

8 T wuar the faid Man-Mountain
thall, in Two Moons time, deliver in
an exact Survey of the Circumference of
our Dominions by a Computation of his
own Paces round the Coaft.

LastLy, That upon his folemn Oath
to obferve all the above Articles, the
faid Man-Mountain {hall have a daily
Allowance of Meat and Drink {ufficient
for the Support of 1728 of our Subjes,
with free accefs to our Royal Perfon,
and other marks of our Favour. Given
at our Palace at Belfaborac the Twelfth
Day of the Ninety firt Moon of our
Reign.

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I fwore and {ublcribed to thefe arti-
cles with great Chearfulnefs,and Con-
tent, although fome of ‘them were not
{fo honourable as I could have wifhed;
which proceeded wholly from the ma-
lice of Skyrefh Bolgolam the High Ad-
miral : Whereupon my Chains were im-
mediately unlocked, and I was at full
liberty ; the Emperor himfelf in perfon
did me the Honour to be by at the whole
Ceremony. . I made my Acknowledg-
ments by proftrating myfclf at his Ma-
jefty’s Feet : But he commanded me. to.
rife; and after many gracious expreffions,
which, to avoid the cenfure of Vanity,
I fhall not repeat, he added,. that, he
hoped T {hould, prove a ufeful Servant,
and well deferve all the Favours he had
already conferred upon me, or might do
for the future.

T a & Reader may pleafe to obferve,
that in the laft Article for the recovery
of my Liberty the Emperor ftipulates to
allow
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allow me a quantity of meat and drink
fufficient for the fupport of 1728 Lill;.
putians. Some time after,asking a Friend
at Court how they came to fix on that
determinate number ; he told me, that
his Majefty’s Mathematicians, having
taken the Height of my Body by the
help of a Quadrant, and finding it to ex-
ceed theirs in the proportion of Twelve
to One, they concluded from the Simi-
farity of their bodies, that mine muft
contain at leaft x728 of theirs, and con-
fequently would requireas muchFood as
was neceffary to fupport that number of
Lilliputians. By which, the Reader may
conceive an idea of the Ingenuity of that
People, as well as the prudent and exa&
QOeconomy of {o great a Prince.
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CHAP. IV.

Mildendo the Metropolis of Lilliput de-
[feribd, together with the Emperor’s
Palace. A Converfation between the
Author and a principal Secretary,
concerning the Affairs of that Empire.
The Author’s Offers to ferve the Em-
peror in bis Wars.

=== H E Firft requeft I made after
78| 1 had obtained my Liberty,
was, that I might have li-
: 2l cenfe to fee Mildendo, the
Metronohs which the Emperor eaﬁly
granted me, but with a fpecial charge
to do no lmrt, either to theInhabitants,
or their Houfes. The People had no-
tice by Proclamation of my defign to
vifit the Town. “The Wall which en-
compaffed it, is Two foot and an half

high,
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high, and at leaft Eleven inches broad, {6
that a Coach and Horfes may be driven
very fafely round it; and it is flanked
with ftrong Towers at Ten foot diftance.
I {tept over the great Weftern Gate, and
pafled very gently, and fideling through
the Two principal Streets, only in my
fhort Waiftcoat, for fear of damaging the
Roofs and Eves of the Honfes with the
Skirts of my Coat. ' T walked with the
utmoft circamfpetion, £6 avoid treadin g
on any Stragglers, that might remain
in the Streets, although the Ofdets were
very ftrift; that all people fhould keep
in their houfes, 4t their own peril. The
Garret Windows and Tops of houfes were
fo crowded withSpeQators, that Ithought
in all my Travels I had not feen a2 more
populousiplace. “‘The City:is dn exad
Square, each fide of the Wall being Five
hundredfootlong. Thetwo greatStrects
which run crofs and divide it into Four
Quarters, are Five foot wide: The Lanes
and Alleys which T could not entér, but
only viewed them as I pafled, are from

Twelve
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Twelve to Eighteen inches. ‘'The Town
is capable of holding Five hundred thou-
fand Souls. The Houfes are from Three
to FiveStories. The Shops and Markets
well provided.

Taue Emperor’s Palace is in the Cen-
ter of the City, where the Two great
Streets meet. It is inclofed by a Wall
of Two foot high, and Twenty foot dif=
tant from the Buildings: I had his Ma-
jefty’s permiflion to ftep over this Wall;
and the Space being fo wide between
that and the Palace, I could eafily view
it on every fide. The outward Court
is a Square of Forty foot, and includes
Twoother Courts : In theinmoft are the
Royal Apartments, which T was very de-
firous to fee; but found it extremely difs
ficult ; for the great Gates, from one
Square into another, were but Eighteen
inches high, andSeven incheswide. Now
the Buildings of the outer Court were
at leaft Five foot high, and it was impof=
fible for me to ftride over them, with-
out
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out infinite damage to the Pile, thougl
the Walls were ftrongly built of hewn
Stone, dand Four inches thick. At the
fame time the Emperor had 4 great de-
fire that I fhould fee the Magnificence
of his Palace; but this I was not able to
do till Three days after, which I fpent in
cutting down with my Knife fome of
the largeft Trees in the Royal Park, a-
bout an Hundred yards diftant from the
City. Ofthefe Trees I made Two Stools,
each about Three foot high, and ftrong
enough to bear my Weight. The People
having received notice a Second time, I
went again through the City to the Pa-
lace, with my Two Stools in my hands.
When I came to the fide of the outer
Court, I ftood upon One Stool, and tock
the other in my hand : This I lifted over
the Roof, and gently fet it down on the
Space between the firft and fecond Court,
which was Eight foot wide. T then ftept
over the Buildings very conveniently
from one Stool to the other, and drew
up the firft after me with a hooked Stick.
By
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By this contrivance I got into the inmoft
Court ; and lying down upon my Side, I
applied my Face to the Windows of the
middle Stories, which were left open on
purpofe, and difcovered the moft fplen-
did Apartments that can be imagined.
There I faw the Emprefs, and the young
Princes in their feveral Lodgings, with
their chief Attendants about them: Her
Imperial Majefty was pleafed to fmile
very gracioufly upon me, and gave me
out of the Window her Hand to kifs:

But I fhall not anticipate the Reader
with farther Defcriptions of this kind,
becaufe I referve them foragreater Work,
which is now almoft ready for the Prefs,
containing a general Defcription of this
Empire, from its firft Ereftion, through
a long Series of Princes, with a particu-
lar Account of their Wars and Politicks,
Taws, Learning, and Religion ; their
Plants and Animals, their peculiar Man«
ners and Cuftoms, with other Matters
very curious and ufeful ; my chief defign
You L ¥ at

=
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at prefent being only to relate fuch E:
vents and Tranfaltions as happened to
the publick, or to myfelf, during a Re-
fidence of about Nine months in that
Empire.

O~ e morning, about a Fortnight af-
ter T had obtained my liberty, Ke/drefal,
Princ 1p'1 Secretary (as they ftyle him)
of private Affairs, came to my Houfe,
attended only by one Servant. He or-
dered his Coach to wait at a diftance, and
defired T would give him an hour’s Au-
dience; which I 1&1(,113 confented to, on
nccmmt of his Quality and perfonal Mc-
rits, ‘d'i well as the many good Offices
he had done me during my Solicitations
at (..om;,. I offered to lie down, that he
might the more conveniently reach my
Ear;. but he chofe rather to let me hold
him in my hand during our converfa-
tion. He began with Lo.nphmcnts on
my Liberty, faid he might pretend to
fome Merit in it ; but, however, added,
that if it had not been for the prefent

Situ-
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gituation of things at Court, perhaps I
might not have obtained it fo foon. For,
faid be, as flourifhing a Condition as we
may appear to be in to Foreigners, we
labour under Two mighty Evils ; a vio-
lent FaGion at home, and the danger of
an Invafion by a moft potent Enemy from
abroad: As to the firft, you are to un-
derftand, that for above Seventy moons
paft, therehavebeen Two ftruggling Par-
ties in this Empire; under the Names of
Trameckfan, and Slameckfar, from the
high and low Heels on their Shoes, by
which they diftinguifh themfelves. Itis
alledged indeed, that the high Heels are
moft agreeable to our ancient Conftitu-
¢ion ¢ But however this be, his Majefty
hath determined to make ufe of only
low Heels in the Adminiftration of the
Government, and all Offices in the gift
of the Crown, as ‘you cannot but ob-
ferve; and particularly, that his Majefty’s
Imperial Heels are lower at leaft by a
Drury than any of his Court; (Drurr
is a Meafure about the Fourteenth part

F 2 of
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of an inch.) The Animofities between
thefe Two parties run fo high, that they
will neither cat nor drink, nor talk with
each other. We compute the Trameck-
Sfan, or High-heels, to exceed us in num-
_ ber ; but the Power is wholly on our
it fide. We apprehend his Imperial High-
nefs, the Heir to the Crown, to have
fome Tendency towards the High-heels;
at leaft, we can plainly difcover one of
his Heels higher than the other, which
gives him a Hobble in his Gait. Now,
bt in the mid{t of thefe inteftine Difquiets,
Lh we are threatned with an Invafion from
the Mland of Blefuftu, which is the o-
ther great Empire of the Univerfe, al-
moft aslarge and powerful as this of his
Majefty. For as to what we have heard
you affirm, that there are other King-
doms and States in the world, inhabited
by human Creatures as large as yourfelf,
our Philofophers are in much doubt, and
would rather conjeQure that you dropt
from the Moon, or One of theStars; be-
caufe it is certain, that an hundred Mor-
tals
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tals of your Bulk would, in a fhort time,
deftroy all the Fruits and Cattel of his
Majefty’s Dominions. Befides, our Hi-
ftories of Six thoufand Moons make no
mention of any other Regions, than the
Two great Empires of Lilliput and Ble-
fufen. Which Two mighty Powers have,
as I was going to tell you, been engaged
in a moft obftinate War for Six and thirty
Moons paft. It began upon the follow-
ing Occafion. It isallowed on all hands,
that the primitive way of breaking Eggs
before we eat them, was upon the larger
End : But his prefent Majefty’s Grand-
father, while he was a Boy, going to eat
an Egg, and breaking it according to the
ancient prattice, happened to cut one of
his Ringers. Whereupon the Emperor
his Father publifhedan Edi&, command-
ing all hisSubjells, upon great Penalties,
to break the fmaller End of their Eggs.
The People fo highly refented this Law,
that our Hiftories tell us there have been
Six Rebellions raifed on that account;
wherein one Emperor loft his Life, and

another his Crown. . Thefe Civil Com-
motions were conftantly fomented by the
Monarchs of Blefufiu ; and when they
were quelled, the Exiles always fled for
Refuge to that Empire, It is computed,
that Eleven thoufand Perfons have, at
feveral times, fuffered Death, rather than
fubmit to break their Eggs at the {fmaller
End. Many hundredlarge Volumes have
been publithed upon this Controverfy :
‘But the Books of the Big-Endians have
been long forbidden, and thewhole Par-
ty rendred incapable by Law of holding
Employments. During the Courfe of
thefe Troubles, the Emperors of Ble-
Sufen did frequently expoftulate by their
Ambaffadors, accufing us of making a
Schifm in Religion, by offending againft
a fundamental Do&rine of ourgreat Pro-
phet Lufirog, in the Fifty fourth Ch apter
of the Brundecral (which is their 4/
coran.) 'This, however, is thought to be
a mere Strain upon the Text: For the
Words are thefe; That all true Believers
Joall break their Eggs at the convenient
End :
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End : And which is the Convenient end,

feems, in my humble opinion, to be left

to every man’s Confcience, or at leaft in

the power of the Chief Magiftrate to

determine. Now the Big-Endian Exiles

have found fomuch credit in the Emperor

of Blefufew’s Court, and fo much private

Affiftance and Encouragement from their

Party here at home, that a bloody War
hath been carried on between the Two

Empires for Six and thirty moons with
various Succefs ; during which time we
have loft Forty Capital Ships, and a much
greater number of {maller Veflels, toge-
ther with Thirty thoufand of our beft
Seamen and Soldiers ; and the Damage
received by the Enemy is reckoned to be
fomewhat greater than ours. However,
they have now equipped a numerous
Pleet, and are juft preparing to make a
Defcent upon us; and his Imperial Ma-
jefty -placing great Confidence in your
Valour and Strength, hath commanded
Me to lay this account of his Affairs be-
fare You.

F 4 I de-
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I defired the Secretary to prefent my
humble Duty to the Emperor, and to
let him know, that I thought it would
not become Me, who was a Foreigner,
to interfere with Parties; but I was rea-
dy, with the hazard of my Life, to de-
fend his Perfon and State againft all In-
vaders.
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The Aythor by an extraordinary Strata-
gem, prevents an Invafion. A bigh
Tzr‘le of Honour is conferr’d upon bim,
Ambaffadors arrive from the Emperor
of Blefufcu, and fite for Peace.

==1H E Empire of Blefufeuisan
"8l 1(land fituated to the North-
North-Eaft fide of Lillipuz,
d from whence it is parted on-
ly by a Channel of Eight hundred yards
wide. T had not yet fcul it, and upon
this notice of an intended Invafion, I
avoided appearing on that fide of the
Coaft, for fear of being difcovered bv
fome of the Enemies Slupb, who had
received

e
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received no Intelligence of me, all In-
tercourfe between the Two Empires ha-
ving' been ftrictly forbidden during the
War, upon pain of Death, and an Em-
bargo laid by our Emperor upon all Vef-
fels whatfoever. I communicated to his
Majefty a Project T had formed of feizing
the Enemy’s whole Fleet ; which, as
our Scouts affured us, lay at anchor in
the Harbour ready to fail with the firft
fair Wind. I confulted the moft expe-
rienced Seamen, upon the depth of the
Channel, which they had often plummed,
who told me, that in the middle at High-
water it was Seventy Glumgluffs deep,
which is about Six foot of E#ropean mea-
fure; and the reft of it Fifty Glumgluffs at
moft. I walked towards the North-Eaft .
Coaft over-againlt Blefufin, and lying’
down behind a Hillock, took out my
finall Pocket Perfpe&ive-Glafs, and
viewed the Enemy’s Fleet at anchor,
confifting of about Fitty Men of War,
and agreat number of Tranfports : I then
came back to my Houfe, and gave order
: (for
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(for which I had a Warrant) for a great
quantity of the ftrongeft Cable and Bars
of Iron. ‘The Cable was about as thick
as Packthread, and the Bars of the length
and fize of a Knitting-needle. I trebled
the Cable to make it ftronger, and for
the fame reafon I twifted Three of the
Iron Bars together, bending the Extremi-
ties into a Hook. Having thus fixed Fifty
Hooks to as many Cables, T went back
to the North-Eaft Coaft, and putting off
my Coat, Shoes, and Stockings, walked
into the Sea in my Leathern ]e: km about
half an hour before High-water. T wa-
ded with what hafte I could, and fwam in
the middle about Thircty yards till T felt
ground; I arrived at the Fleet in lefs than
half an hour. T he Enemy was fo fr;n’ht_
ed when they faw me, that they le eaped
out of their fhips, and {fwam to fhore

where there could not be fewer thm
Thirty thoufand Souls. I then took my
Tackling, and faftning a Hook to the hole
at the Prow of each, I tied all the Cords
tOgCtllCI‘ at the End. While T was thus
employed,

in
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employed, the Enemy difcharged feverat
thoufand Arrows,many of whichftuck in
my Hands and Face; and befides the ex-
ceflive {mart, gave me much difturbance
in my Work. My greateft Apprehenfion
was for mine Eyes, which I fhould have
infallibly loft, if I had not fuddenly
thought of an Expedient. I kept among
other little Neceffaries a pair of Spe&tacles
in a private Pocket, which, as T obferved
before, had {caped the Emperor’s Search-
ers. ThefeItook outand faftned asftrong-
ly as I could upon my Nofe, and thus
armed went on boldly with my Work in
{pight of the Enemies Arrows, many of
which ftruck againft the Glafles of my
Speftacles, but without any other effe&,
further than a little to difcompofe them.
1 had now faftned all theHooks, and tak-
ing the Knot in my hand, began to pull;
but not a Ship would ftir, for they wereall
too faft held by their Anchors, fo that the
boldeft part of my Enterprize remained,
1 therefore let go the Cord, and leaving
the Hooks fixed to the Ships, I refolutely

cut
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cut with my Knife the Cables that faft-
ned the Anchors, receiving above Two
hundred Shots in my Face and Hands;
then I took up the knotted end of the
Cables to which my Hooks were tyed,
and with great eafe drew Fifty of the
Enemies largeft Men of War-after me.

Tue Blefufeudians, who had not the
leaft imagination of whatI intended,were
at firft confounded with aftonifhment.
They had feen me cut the Cables, and
thought my Defign was only to let the
Ships run a-drift, or fall foul on each
other : But when they perceived the
whole Fleet moving in order, and faw
me pulling at the end, they fet up fuch a
fcream of Grief and Defpair, that it is
almoft impoflible todefcribe or conceive.
When I had got out of danger, I ftopta
while to pick out the Arrows that ftuck
in my Hands and Face, and rubbed on
fomeof the fame Ointment that was given
me at my firft arrival, as I have formerly
mentioned. I then took off my Spe@a-
cles,
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cles, and waiting about an hour till the
Tide was a little fallen, I waded through
the middle with my Cargo, and arrived
fafe at the Royal Port of Lzlliput.

Twe Emperor and his whole Court
ftood on the fhore expe&ing the Iflue
of this great Adventure. - They faw the
Shipsmoveforward in a largeHalf=-moon,
but could not difcern me; who was up
to my Breaft in Water. When I ad-
vanced to the middle of the Channel,
they were yet more in pdin becaufe I
was under Water to my Neck. The Em-
peror concluded me to be drowned, and
that the Eneiy’s Fleet was approaching
in a hoftile manner : But he was foon
eafed of his Fears, for the Channel grow-
ing fhallower every ftep I made, I came
in a fhort time within hearing ; and hold-
ing up the end of the Cable by which
the Fleet was faftned, I cried in'a loud
Voice, Long live the moft puiflant Em-
peror of Lilliput ! 'This great Prince re-
ceived me at my landing with all poffi-

ble
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ble Encomiums, and u_ear(?d me a.Aa;-
dac upon the {pot, which is the higheft
Title of Honour among them.

His Majefty defired T would take
{fome other Opportunity of bringing all
the reft of his Enemy’s Ships into his
Ports. And fo unmeafurable is the Am-
bition of Princes, that he feemed to think
of nothing lefs than reducing the whole
Empire of Blefufiu into a Province, and
governing it by a Vice-Roy ; of deftroy-
ing the Big-Endian Exiles, and compel-
ling that People to break the fmaller end
of their Eggs, by which he would remain
the fole Monarch of the whole World.
But I endeavoured to divert him from
this Defign, by many Arguments drawn
from the Topicks of Policy as well as
Juftice: And I plainly protefted, that I
would never be an Inftrument of bring-
ing a Free and Brave People into Slavery.
And when the Matter was debated in
Council, the wifeft part of the Miniftry
were of my opinion.

l‘I‘l‘!"
idld
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"T'r1s open bold Declaration of mine
was fo oppofite to the Schemes and Po-
liticks of his Imperial Majefty, that he
could never forgive it ; he mentioned it
ina very artful manner at Council, where
T was told that fome of the wifeft appear-
ed, at leaft, by their filence, to be of my
opinion; but others, whowere my fecret
Enemies, could not forbear fome Ex-
preffions, which by a fide-wind reflect-
edonme. And from this time began an
Intrigue between his Majefty,and a Jun-
to of Minifters malicioufly bent againt
me, which broke out in lefs than Two
months, and had like to have ended in
my utter Deftru&tion. Offo little weight
are the greateft Services to Princes, when
put into the ballance with a Refufal to
gratify their Paflions.

Asovur Three weeks after this Ex=
ploit,therearrived a folemn Embafly from
Blefufeu, with humble Offers of a Peace ;
which was foon concluded upon Condi-

tions
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tions very advantageous to our Emperor,
wherewithI fhall not trouble the Reader.
TherewereSix Ambaffadors, withaTrain
ofabout Five hundred Perfons; and their
Entry was very magnificent, {uitable to
the Grandeur oftheir Mafter, 'md the Im-
portance of their Bufinefs. "When their
Treaty was finifhed, wherein I did them
feveral good Offices by the Credit T now
had, orat leaft appeared to have at Court;
theirExcellencies,who wereprivately told
how much T had been their Friend, made
me a Vifit in form. They bcfran with

many Compliments upon my Valour and
Generofity, invited me to that Kingdom
in the Emperor their Mafter’s Name; and
defired me to fhew them fome Proofs of
my prodigious Strength, of which they
had heard fo many Wonders; wherein I
readily obliged them, but fhall not trou-
ble the Reader with the Particulars.

WHEN T had for fome time enter-
tained their Excellencies to the® infinite
Satisfaltion and Surprize, 1 defired they

Vor:. L G would
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would do me the Honour to prefent my
moft humble refpects to the Emperor
their Mafter, the Renown of whofe Vir-
tues had fo juitly filled the whole World
with Admiration; and whofe Royal Per-
fon I refolved to attend before I returned
to my own Countrey : Accordingly, the
next time I had the honour to fee our
Emperor, I defired his general Licence to
waitonthe Blefufcudian Monarchwhich
he was pleafed to grant me, as I could
plainly perceive, in a very cold manner ;
but could not gnefs the Reafon, till I had
a Whifper from a certain perfon, that
Flimnap and Bolgolam had reprefented
my Intercourfe with thofe Ambaffadors as
a mark of DifaffeGtion, from which Fam
{fure my heart was wholly free. And this
was thefirft time Ibegan to conceivefome
imperfe&t Idea of Courts and Minifters.

It is to be obferved, that thefe Am-
baffadors fpoke to me by an Interpreter,
the Languages of both Empires differing
as much from each other as any Two in

Europe ; and each Nation priding itfelf

upon the Antiquity; Beauty, and Energy
of their own T ongues, with an avowed
Contempt for that of their Neighbour ;
yet our Emperor; ftanding upon the ad-
vantage he had got by the feifure of their
Fleet, obliged them to deliver their Cre.
dentials, and make their Speech in the
Lilliputian Tongue. And it muft be
confefled, that from the great Intercourfe
of Trade and Commerce between both
Realms, from the continual Reception of
Exiles; whichis mutual among them, and
from the Cuftom in each Empire to fend
their young Nobility and richer Gentry to
the othet, in order td polith themfelves,
by feeing the World, and undérftanding
Men and Manners; there are few perfons
of Diftin&tion, or Merchants, or Seamen,
who dwell in the Maritime Parts, but
what can hold converfation in both
Tongues ; ds I found fome Weeks after;
when I went to pay my refpects to the
Emperor of Blefufin, which in the midft
of great misfortunes; through the Malice
G 2 of

- -
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of my enemies, proved.a very happy
Adventure to me, as I fhall relate in its
proper place.

Tue Readermay remember, that when

1 figned thofe Articles upon which I reco-
vered my Liberty, there were fome which
T difliked upon account of their being
too fervile, neither could any thing but
an extreme Neceflity have forced me to
fubmit. But being now a Nardac, of the
higheft Rank in that Empire, fuch Offi-
ces were looked upon as below my dig-
nity,and the Emperor (to dohim juftice)
never once mentioned them tome. How-
ever, it was not’ long before T had an
opportunity of doing his Majefty, at leaft,
as T then thought, a moft fignal Service.
Twasalarmed at midnight with the Cries
of ‘many hundred People at my Door ;
by which being fuddenly awaked, I was
in fome kind of terror.. I heard the
word Barglum vepeated inceflantly : Se-
véral of the Emperor’s Court making
their way through the Croud, intreated
me
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me to come immediately to the Palace,
where her Tmperial Majefty’s Apartment
was on fire, by the carelefnefs of d Maid
of Honour, who fell afleep while fhe
was reading a Romance. 1got up inan
inftant ; and Orders being given to clear
the way before me, and it being like-
wife a2 Moon-fhine Night, T ‘made a
fhift to get to the Palace without tramp-
ling on any of the People. T found
they had already applied Ladders te
the Walls of the Apartment, and were
well provided with Buckets, but the Wa-
tet was at fome diftance. Thefe Buckets
were about the {ize of a large Thimble,
and the poor people fupplied me with
them as faft as they could; but the Flame
was fo violent, that they d[d little'good.
i mighteafily hd\ eftifled it withmyCoat,
which I unfortunately left behind me for
hafte,and cameaway only inmy Leathera
Jerkin. The Cafe feemed wholly defpe-
rateand deplorable, and this magnificent
Palace would have inﬁlllibly been burnt
down to the ground, if, by a Prefence
3 of
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of mind, unufual to me, I had not fud-
denly thought of an Expedient. I had
the evening before drank plentifully of a
moft delicious Wine, called Glimigrim
(the Blefufcudigns call it Flunec, but
ours is efteemed the better fort) which
isyery Diuretick. By theluckieft Chance
in the world, I had not difcharged my-
felf of any part of it. The Heat I had
contraéted by coming very near the
Flames, and by my labouring to quench
them, made the Wine begin to operate
by Urine; which I voided in fucha quan-
tity, and applied fo well to the proper
places, that in Three minutes the Fire
was wholly extinguifhed, and the reft of
that noble Pile, which had coft {o many
ages in ere&ing, preferved from deftru-
&tion,

It was now day-light, and I returned
to my houfe, without waiting to con-
gratulate with the Emperor ; becaufe, al-
though T had done a very eminent piece
of Service, yet I could not tell how his

Majefty
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Majefty might refent the manner by
which T had performed it ; For, by the
fundamental Laws of the Realm, it is
Capital in any Perfon, of what Quality
foever, to make water ‘within the Pre-
cin@s of the Palace. But Iwas a little
comforted by a meflage from his Majefty,
that he would give orders to the Grand
Jufticiary for paffing my Pardon in form;
which, however, I could not obtain.
And T wasprivatelyaffured, the Emprefs,
conceiving the greateft Abhorrence of
what T had done, removed to the moft
diftant fide of the Court, firmly refolved
that thofe Buildings fhould never be re-
paired for her-ufe ; and, in the prefence
of her chief Confidents, could not for-
bear vowing Revenge.

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Of the Inbabitants of Lilliput, their
Learning, Laws and Cufloms, the
Manner of educating their Children.
The Author’s way of living in that
Countrey, His Vindication of a great
Lady,

&l LtaovcH 1 intend to leave
( Q the Defeription efthis Empire
i c{,\:gJ to a particular Treatife, yet
weemmms= in the mean time I am con-
tent to gratify the curious Reader with
fome general Ideas. As the common fize
of the natives is fomewhat under Six
inches high, fo there is an exaét Propor-

- tion inall other Animals, as well as Plants
and Trees: For inftance, the talleft Horfes
and Oxen are between Four and Five
inches
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inches in height, the Sheep an Inch and

2 half, more or lefs ; their Geefe about

¢he bignefs of a Sparrow, and {o the fe-

yeral Gradations downwards, till you

come to thefmalleft, which, to my fight,

were almoft invifible ; but Nature hath

adapted the Eyes of the Lilliputians to

all Obje&ts proper for their view : They
fee with great exactnefs, but at no great
diftance. And to fhow the fharpnefs of
their fight towards Objets that are near,
[ have been much pleafed in obferving 2
Cook pulling a Lark, which was not fo
large as a common Fly; and a young Girl
threading an invifible Needle with in«
vifible Silk. Their talleft Trees are a-
bout Seven foot high ; I mean fome of
thofe in the great Royal Park, the Tops
whereof I could but juft reach with my
Fift clenched. The other Vegetables are
in the fame proportion ; but this I leave
to the Reader’s imagination.

I fhall fay but little at prefent of their

Learning, which for many Ages hath
flourifhed
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flourifhed inall itsbranches among them:
But their manner of writing isvery pecu-
liar, Deing neither from the Left to the
Right, like the Europeans; nor from the
Right to the Left, like the Arabians ; nor
from up to down, like the Chinefe; nor
from down to-up, like the Czfzagians ;
but aflant from one corner of the paper
to the other, like Ladies in Ezgland.

Tuev bury their Dead with their
Heads direttly downwards, becaufe they
hold an opinion, that in Eleven thoufand
moons they are all torife again, in which
period the Earth (which they conceive
to be flat) will turn upfide down, and
by this means they fhall, at their Refur-
re&ion, be found ready ftanding on their
feet. The Learned among them confefs
the Abfurdity of this Dotrine, but the
Praftice ftill continues, in compliance to
the Vulgar.

Tuere are fome Laws and Cuftoms
in this Empire very peculiar, and if they
' . were
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were not fo dire&tly contrary to thofe

of my own dear Countrey, I{hould be

tempted to {ay a little in their juftification.

it is only to bg wifhed, that they were as

well executed. The firft I{hall mention,

relates to'Informers. All Crimes againft
the State are punifhed here with the ut-

moft feverity ; but if the Perfon accufed
maketh his Innocence plainly to appear
upon his Tryal, the Accufer is immediate-
ly put to an ignominious Death ; and out
of his Goods or Lands, the innocent Per=
fon is quadruply recompenfed for the Lofs
of his Time, for the Danger he under-
went, for the Hardfhip of his Imprifon-
ment, and for all the Charges he hath
been at in making his Defence. Or, if
that Bund be deficient, it is largely fup-
plied by the Crown. The Emperor does
alfo confer on him fome publick Mark of
his Favour, and Proclamation is made of
his Innocence through the whole City.

Taey look upoa Fraud as-a greater
Crime than Theft, and therefore feldom
fail
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fail to punifh it with Death ; for they al-
ledge, that Care and Vigilance, witha ve-
ry common Underftanding, may preferve
aman’s Goods from Thieves, but Honefty
has no fence againft fuperior Cunning .
and fince it is neceffary that there fhould
be a perpetual Intercourfe of Buying and
Selling, and dealing upon Credit, where
Fraud is permitted or connived at, or hath
no Law to punifh it, the honeft Dealer is
always undone, and the Knave gets the
advantage. I rememberwhen I was once
interceding with the King for a Criminal
who had wronged his Mafter of a great
Sum of Money, which he had received
by order, and ran away with ; and hap-
pening to tell his Majefty by way of ex-
tenuation, that it was only a Breach of
truft; the Emperor thought it monftrous
in me to offer, as a Defence, the greateft
Aggravation of the Crime: And truly I
had little to fay in return, fartherthan the
common Anfwer, that different Nations
had different'Cuftoms ; for, I confefs, 1
was heartily afhamed,

AL~
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Avtaoucn we ufually call Reward
and Punifhment the Two Hinges upon
which atl Government turns, yet I could
never obferve this Maxim to be put 1n
praltife by any Nation except that of
Lilliput. Whoever can there bring fuf-
ficient proofthat he hath ftriGtly obferved
the Laws of his Country for Seventy
three moons, hath a claim to certain Pri-
vileges, according to his Quality and
Condition of Life, with a proportionable
Sum of Money out of a Fund appropria-
ted for that ufe: He likewifeacquires the
Title of Snilpall, or Legal, which is ad-
ded to his Name, but does not defcend to
his Pofterity. And thefe people thought
it a prodigious Defeét of Policy among
us, when I told them that our Laws
were enforced only by Penalties without
any mention of Reward. Itisupon this
account that the Image of Juftice, in their
Courts of Judicature, is formed with Six
eyes, Two before, as many béhind, and
on each fide One, to fignify Circum-
{peltion;
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fpetion ; with a bag of Gold open in her
Right hand, and a Sword fheathed in her
Left, to fhew fhe is more difpofed to
Reward than to Punifh:

In chufing Perfons for all Employ-
ments, they have more regard to good
Morals than to great Abilities; for, fince
Government is feceflary to Mankind,
they believe that the common fize of
Human Underftandings is fitted to fome
Station or other, and that Providence ne-
ver interided to make the Management of
publick Affairs 2 Myftery, to be compre-
hended only by a few Petfons of fublime
Genius, of whichthere{eldome are Three
born in an Age: But they {fuppofe Truth,
Juftice, Temperance; and the like, to be
in every man’s power ; the ptaltice of
which Virtues, aflifted by Experienceand
a good Intention, would qualifyany Man
for the Service of his Countrey, except
where a Courfe of Study is required:
But they thought thewant of Moral Vir-
tues was fo far from being fupplied by

' fupe-
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fuperior Endowments of the mind, that
Employments could never be put into
fuch dangerous hands as thofe of Perfons
fo qualified ; and at leaft, that the Mi-
ftakes committed by Ignorance in a vir-
tuous Difpofition, would neverbe of fuch
fatal confequence to the Publick Weal,
as the Pra&ices of a Man whofe Inclina-
tions led him to be Corrupt, and had
great Abilitics to manage, and multiply,
and defend his Corruptions.

I~ like manner, the Disbelief of a
Divine Providence renders a Man unca-
pable of holding any Publick Station
for finceKings avow themfelves to bethe
Deputies of Providence, the Li/liputians
think nothing can be more abfurd, than
for a Prince to employ {uch men as dif-
own the Authority under which he ats.

I~ relating thefe and the following
Laws, I would only be underftood to
mean the original Inftitutions, and not
the moft fcandalous Corruptions into

which
3
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which thefe People are fallen by the
degenerate nature of man. Fot as to
that infamous Pradtice of acquiting great
Employments by dancing on the Ropes,
or Badges of Favour and Diftin&ion by
leaping over Sticks, and creeping under
them ; the Reader is to obferve, that they
were firft introduced by the Grandfather
of the Emperor now reigning, and grew
to the prefent height, by the gradual in:
creafe of Party and Fa&ion.

INGRATITUDE is among them a cas
pital Crime, as we read it to have been
in fome other Countries; for they reafon
thus, That whoever makes ill Returns to
his Benefaltor; muft needs be 2 common
Boemy to the reft of Mankind, from
whom he hath received no Obligation,
and thereforefuch a Man is not fit to live.

TuEIr Notions relating to the Du-
ties of Parents and Children differ ex-
tremely from ours. For, fince the Con-
junttion of Male and Female is founded

upon
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tipon the great Law of Nature, in order
to propagate and continue the Species,
the Lzlliputians will needs have it; that
Men and Women are joined together like
other Animals, by the Motives of Con-
cupifcence; and that their Tendernefs to-
wards their Young proceeds from the like
natural Principle: For whichreafon they
will never allow, that a Child is under
any obligation to his Father for begetting
him, or his Mother for bringing him into
the World ; which, confidering the Mife-
ries of human Life, was neither 2 Benefit
in itfelf, or intended fo' by his Parents,
whofe Thoughts in their Love-Encoun-
ters were otherwife employed. Upon
thefe, and the like Reafonings, their
Opinion is, that Parents are the ldft of
all others to be trufted with the Educa-
tion of their own Children : And there-
fore they have in every town publick
Nurferies, where all Parents, except Cot-
tagers and Labourers, are obliged tofend
their Infants of both Sexes to be reared
and educated when they come tothe Age

of Twenty moons, at which time, they
are fuppofed to have fome Rudiments of
Docility. Thefe Schools are of feveral
kinds, fuited to different Qualities, and
to both Sexes.. They have certain Pro-
feffors well skilled in preparing Children
for fuch a condition of life as befits the
- Rank of their Parents, and their own
Capacitiesas well as Inclinations. I {hall
firft fay fomething of the Male Nurfe-
ries, and then of the Female..

Tue Nurferies for Males of noble or
eminent Birth, are provided with grave
and learned Profeflors,. and their feveral
Deputies. The Clothes and Food of the
Children are plain and fimple. Theyare
bred up in the principles of Honour,
Juftice, Courage, Modefty, Clemency,
Religion, and Love of their Countrey ;.
they are always employed in fome Bufi-
nefs, except in the times of Eating and’
Sleeping, whicharevery fhort} and Two’
hours for Diverfions, confifting of bo-
dily Exercifes. They are dreffed by Men

- - till
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till Four years of age, and then are
obliged to drefs themfelves, although
their Quality be ever fo great ; and the
Women Attendants, who are aged pro-
portionably to ours at Fifty, perform
only the moft menial Offices. They are
never fuffered to converfe withServants,
but go together in fmall or greater num-
bers to take their Diverfions, and always
in the prefence of a Profeflor, or one of
his Deputies ; whereby they avoid thofe
early bad Impreflions of Folly and Vice
to which our Children are {Ubje&.
Their Parents are {uffered to fee them
only twice a year; the Vifit is to laft but
an hodr. They are allowed to kifs the
Child at meeting and parting ; but a
Profeffor, who always ftands by on thofe
occafions, will not fuffer them to whi-
fper, or ufe any fondling Expreflions, or
bring any Prefents of Toys, Sweet-meats,
and the like.

THE Penfion from each Family for
the Education and Entertainment of 2
H 2 Child,
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Child, upon failure of due payment, is
levied by the Emperor’s Officers.

T re Nurferies for Children of ordi-
nary-Gentlemen, Merchants, Traders,
‘nd Handicrafts, are managed propor-
tionably after the fame manner; only
thofe defigned for Trades, are put out
Apprentices at Eleven years old, whereas
thofe of Perfons of Quality continue in
their Nurferies till Fifteen,whichan{wers
to One and twenty with us: But the
Confinement is gradually leflened for the
laft Three years.

I~ the Female Nurferies, the young
Girls of Quality are educated much like
the Males, only they are drefled by or-
derly Servants of their own Sex, but al-
ways in the prefence of a Profeffor or
Deputy, till they come to drefs them-
{elves, which is at Five years old. And
if it be found that thefe Nurfes ever pre-
fume to entertain theGirls with frightful
or foolifh Stories, or the common Follies.

practifed
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practifed by Chamber-maids among us,
they are publickly whipped thrice about
the City, imprifoned for a Year, and
banifhed for life to the moft defolate
part of the countrey. Thus the young
Ladies there are as much afhamed of be-
ing Cowards and Fools, as theMen, and
defpife all perfonal Ornaments beyond
Decency and Cleanlinefs : Neither did
I perceive any Difference in their Edu-
cation, made by their Difference of Sex,
only that the Exercifes of their Females
were not altogether {fo robuft, and that
fome Rules were given them relating to
domeftick Life, and a fmaller compafs of
Learning was enjoined them : For the
Maxim is, that among People of . Qua-
lity, a Wife fhould be always a reafon-
able and agreeable Companion, becaufe
{he cannot always be young. When the
Girls are Twelve yearsold, whichamong
them is the marriageable Age, their Ps-
rents or Guardians take them home, with
great expreflions of Gratitude to the
Profeffors, and feldom without Tears

2 of
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of the young Lady and her Compa-
nions.

I~ the Nurferies of Females of the
meaaer fort, the Children are inftru&ted
inall kinds of Works proper for their Sex,
and their feveral degrees: Thofe intend-
ed for Apprentices are difmiffed at Nine
years old, the reft are kept to Thirteen.

T ue meaner Families who have chil-
dren at thefe nurferies, are obliged, be-
fides their annual Penfion, which is as
low as poffible, to return to the Steward
of the Nurfery a fmall monthly fhare
of their Gettings, to be a Portion for
the child ; and therefore all Parents are
limited in their Expences by the Law,
For the Lilliputians think nothing can
be more unjuft, than for people, in fub-
fervience to their own Appetites, to
bring Children into the World, and
leave the Burthen of fupporting them
on the Publick.  As to Perfons of qua-
lity, they give Security to appropriate a

certain
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certain Sum for each Child, fuitable to
their Condition ; and thefe Funds are
always managed with good Husbandry,
and the moft exa& Juftice.

Tue Cottagers and Labourers keep
their children at home, sheir Bufinefs be-
ing only to till and cultivate the Earth,
and therefore their Education is of little
confequence to the Publick ; but the Old
and Difeafed among them are fupported
by Hofpitals: For Begging is a Trade

unknown in this Kingdem.

Axp here it may perhaps divert the
curious Reader, to give fome account of
my Domefticks, and my manner of living
in this Countrey, during a Refidence of
Nine months and Thirteen days. Ha-
ving a Head mechanically turned, and
being likewife forced by neceflity, I had
made for myfelf a Table and Chair con-
wvenient enough, out of the largeft Trees
in the Royal Park. Two hundredSemp-
ftreffes were employed to make meShirts,

H 4 and
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and Linen for my Bed and Table, all of
the firongeft and coarfeft kind they could
get ; which, however, they were forced
to quilt together in feveral Folds, far
the thickeft was fome degrees finer than
Lawn. Their Linen is ufually Three
inches wide, and Three foot make a Picce.
The Sempfirefles took my meafure as I
lay on the ground, one ftanding at my
Neck, and another at my Mid-leg, with
a ftrong Cord extended, that each held
by the end, while the third meafured the
length of the Cord with a Rule of an
Inchlong. Thenthey meafured my Right
thumb, and defired no more ; for by a
mathematical computation, that twice
round the Thumb is once round the
Wrift, and {o on to the Neck and the
Wailt, and by the help of my old Shirt,
which T difplayed on the ground before
them for a Pattern, they fitted me ex-
altly. Three hundred Taylars were em-
ployed in the fame manner to make me
Clothes ; but they had another Congri.
vance for taking my meafure. I kneeled

down,
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down, and they raifed a Ladder from the
Ground to my Neck ; upon this Ladder
one of them mounted, and let fall a Plum-
line from my Collar to the Floor, which
juft anfwered the length of my Coat;
but my Waift and Arms I meafured my-
{felf. 'When my Clothes were finifhed,
which was done in my houfe (for the
largeft of theirs would not be able to
hold them) they looked like the Patch-
work made by the Ladies in England,
only that mine were all of a Colour.

I had Three hundred Cooks to drefs
my Victuals, in little convenient Huts
built about my houfe, where they and
their Familieslived,and prepared me Two
difhes a-piece. I took up Twenty Waiters
in my Hand, and placed them on the
Table, anHundred more attended below
on the Ground, fome with Difhes of
Meat, and fome with Barrels of Wine,
and other Liquors, {lung on their Shoul-
ders; all which the Waiters above drew
up as I'wanted, in a very ingenious man-

ner,
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ner, by certain Cords, as we draw the
Bucket up a Well in Enrgpe. A Difh
of their Meat was a good Mouthful, and
2 Barrel of their Liquor a reafonable
Draught. Their Mutton yields to ours,
but their Beef is excellent. T have had
a Sirloin fo large, that I have been for-
ced to make Three bits of it; but this is
rare. My Servants were aftonifhed to fee
me eat it Bones and all, as in our Coun-
trey we do the Leg of a Lark. Their
Geefe and Turkeys I ufually eat at a
Mouthful, and I muft confefs they far
exceed ours. Of their fmaller Fowl I
could take up Twenty or Thirty at the
end of my Knife.

ONE day his Imperial Majefty being
informed of my way of living, defired
that himfelf and his Royal Confort, with
the young Princes of the Blood of both
Sexes, might have the Happinefs (as he
was pleafed to call it) of dining with me-
They came accordingly, and I placed ’em
upon Chairs of State on my Table, juft

over-
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over-againft me, with their Guardsabout
them. ZF/imnap the Lord High Treafurer
attended there likewife, with his White
Staff ; and I obferved he often looked on
me with a four Countenance, which I
would not {feem to regard, but eat more
than ufual, in honour to my dear Coun-
trey, as well as to fill the Court with
admiration. I have {fome private Rea-
fons to believe, that this Vifit from his

Majefty gave Flimnap an opportunity of

doing me ill Offices to his Mafter. That
Minifter had always been my fecret E-
nemy, though he outwardly careffed me
more than was ufual to the Morofenefs
of his Nature. He reprefented to the
Emperor the low Condition of his Trea-
fury ; that he was forced to take up
Moneyat great Difcount; that Exchequer
Bills would not circulate under Nine per
Cent. below Par; that in fhort T had coft
his Majefty abOVe a Million and a half of
Sprugs (their greateft Gold Coin, about
the bignefs of a Spangle;) and upon the
whole, that it would be advifeable Iin
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the Emperor to take the firft fair occa.
fion of difmiffling me.

Iam here obliged to vindicate the Re-
putation of an excellent Lady, who was
an innocent Sufferer upon my account,
The Treafurer took a fancy to be jea-
lous of his Wife, from the Malice of
fome evil tongues, who informed him
that her Grace had taken a violent Af
feGtion for my Perfon, and the Court-
Scandal ran for fome time, that fhe once
came privately to my Lodging, This I
folemnly declare to be a moft infamous
Falfhood, without any grounds, farther
than that her Grace was pleafed to treat
me with all innocent marks of Freedom
and Friendfhip. I own fhe came often
to my houfe, but always publickly, nor
ever without Three more in the Coach,
who were ufually her Sifter and young
Daughter, and fome particular Acquain-
tance ; but this was common to many
other Ladies of the Court. And I ftill
appeal to my Servants round, whether

they
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they at any time faw a Coach at my
door without knowing what Perfons
were in it. On thofe occafions, when
a Servant had given me notice, my Cuf
tom was to go immediately to the door;
and after paying my refpells, to take
up the Coach and Two horfes very care-
fully in my hands (for if there were Six
horfes, the Poftillion always unharnefled
Four) and place them on a Table, where
1 had fixed 2 moveable Rim quite round,
of Five inches high,to prevent Accidents.
And I have often had Four Coaches and
horfes at once on my Table full of Com-
pany, while I fate in my Chair leaning
my Face towards them ; and when I was
engaged with one Sett, the Coachman
would gently drive the others roundmy
table. I have paffed many an afternoon
very agreeably in thefe Converfations.
But I defy the Treafurer, or his Two In-
formers (I will name them, and let ’em
make their beft of it) Cluftri/ and Drun-
Jo, to prove that any Perfon ever came
tome zncognito, except the Secretary Rel-

drefal,
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drefal, who was fent by exprefs Coms:
mand of his Imperial Majefty, as T have
before related. I {hould not have dwelt
{0 long upon this Particular, ifit had not
been a Point wherein the Reputation of
a great Lady 1s fo nearly concerned, to
fay nothing of my own ; though I had
then the Honour to be a Ne#dar, which
the Treafurer himfelf is not ; for all the
World knows he is only a Clumglum, a
Title inferiour by one degree, as that of
a Marquifs is to a Duke in England, al-
though I allow he preceded me in right
of his Poft. Thefe falfe Informations;
which I afterwards came to the know-
ledge of, by an accident not proper to
mention, made Flimnap the 'Treafurer
fhew his Lady for fome time an ill coun<
tenance, and me a worfe; and although
he was at laft undeceived and reconciled
to her, yet Iloft all credit with him, and
found my Intereft decline very faft with
the Emperor himfelf, who was indeed too
much governed by that Favourite:

| EFORE I proceed to give an

il account of my leaving this
Kingdom, it may be proper
to inform the Reader of a pri-
vate Intrigue which had been for Two
months forming againft me.

I had been hitherto all my life a ftran-
ger to- Courts, for which I was unqua-
lified by the Meannefs of my condition.
1 had mdeed heard and read enough of
the Difpofitions of great Princes and
Minifters; but never expetted to have

found

; y
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found fuch terrible effe@s of them id
fo remote a Countrey, governed, as I

thought by very different Maxims from
thofe in Europe.

WHEN I was juft preparing to pay
my attendance on the Emperor of Ble-
fufen, a confiderable Perfon at Court
(to whom T had been very ferviceable at
a time when he lay under the higheft
difpleafure of his Imperial Majefty) came
to my Houfe very privately at night in
a clofe Chair, and without fending his
Name, defired admittance: The Chair-
men were difmiffed ; T put the Chair,
with his Lordfhip in it, into my Coat-
pocket ; and giving orders toa trufty Ser=
vant to fay I was indifpofed and gone to
{leep, I faftened the Door of my houfe,
placed the Chair on the Table, according
ro my ufual cuftom, and fate down by
it. After the common Salutations were
over, obferving his Lordfhip’s counte-
nance full of concern; and enquiring

-into the reafon, he defired I would hear
him
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him with patience inamatter that highly
concerned my Honour and my Life. His
Speech was to the following eftet, for I
took notes of it as foon as he left me.

You are to know, faid he, that feve-
ral Committees of Council have been
lately called in the moft private manner
on your account : ‘And it is but Two
days fince his Majefty came to a full Re-
folution.

Y.ou ére very fenfible that Skyris Bol-
golam (Galber, or High Admiral) hath
been your morral Enemy almoft ever
fince your Arrival. His orlbmal Reafons
I know not, but his hatred is much en-
creafed ﬁnce your great Succefs againft
Blefufen, by which his Glory,as Admiral,
is obfcur’d. This Lord, in conjunétion
with Flimnap the High Treafurer, whofe
Enmity againft you is notorious on ac-
count of his Lady, Lzmtoc the General,
Lalcon the Chamberlain, and Balmuff
the Grand Jufticiary, have prepared Ar-

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ticles of Impeachment againft you, for
Treafon, and other Capital crimes.

T n1s Preface made me fo impatient,
being confcious of my own Merits and
Innocence, that I was going to interrupt;
when he entreated me to be filent, and
thus proceeded.

Ourt of Gratitude for the favours you
have done me, I procured Information
of the whole Proceedings, and a Copy
of the Articles, wherein I venture my
Head for your fervice.

WHEREA S, by a Statute made in

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Treafon :  Notwithftanding, the faid
Quinbas Flefirin, in open breach of the
faid Law, under colour of extinguifhing
the Fire kindled in the Apartment ofhis
Majefty’s dear Imperial Confort, did' ma-
licioufly;, traiteroufly, and devilifhly, by
difcharge of his Urine, put out the faid
Fire kindled in the faid "Apartment, ly-
ing and being within the Precinéts of the
faid Royal Palace, againft the Statute in
that cafe provided, s againft the Du.

ty, &e.

ARTICLE IL

Tuar the faid Quinbus Fleflrin ha-
ving brought the Imperial Fleetof Ble-
fufer into the Royal Port, and being
afterwards commanded by his Imperial
Majefty to feize all the other Ships ofthe
faid Empice of Blefufen, and reduce that
Empire toa Province, to be governed by
a Vice-Roy from hence, and to deftroy
and put ro death not only all the Big-
Endian Exiles, but likewife all the peo-
ple of that Empire, who would not im-
) mediately
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mediately forfakethe Big-EndianHerely:
He, the f{aid Fleflrin, like a falfe Traitor
againft his moft Aufpicious, Serene, Im-
perial Majefty, did petition to be excufed
from the faid Service, upon pretence of
unwillingnefs to force the Confciences,
or deftroy the Liberties and Lives of an
innocent people.

ARTICLE IIL
T u at, whereas certain Ambaffadors

arrived from the Court of Blefufeuto {ue
for Peace in his Majefty’s Court : He,

the faid Flefirin, did,like a falfe Traitor,
aid, abet, comfort, and divert the faid
Ambafladors, although he knew them to
be Servants to a Prince who was lately
an open Enemy to his Imperial Majefty,
and in open War againft his faid Majefty.

ARTICALE_IN:
Tuart the faid Quinbus Flefirin, con-
trary to the Duty of a faithful Subje&,

is now preparing to makea Voyageto the
Courtand Empire of Blefufecn, for which
he
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he hathreceived only verbal Licence from
his Imperial Majefty ; and under Colour
of the faid Licence, doth falfly and trai-
teroufly intend to take the faid Voyage,
and thereby to aid, comfort, and abet the
Emperor of Blefufin, {o late an Enemy,
and in open War with his Imperial Ma-
jefty aforefaid.

Tuere are {fome other Articles, but
thefe are the moft important, of which
I have read you an Abftradt.

I~ the feveral Debates upon this Tm-

peachment, it muft be confeffed, that his
Majefty gave many marks of his great
Lenity, often urging the Services you
had done him, and endeavouring to ex-
tenuate your Crimes. The Treafurer
and Admiral infifted, that you fhould be
put to the moft painful and ignominious
Death, by fetting fire on your Houfe at
night, and the General was to attend
with Twenty thoufand men armed with
poifoned Arrows to fhoot you on the

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Faceand Hands, Some of your Setvangs
were to have private orders to firew a
poifonous Juice on your Shirts, which
would foon make you tear your own
Elefb, and die in the utmoft: Torture.
The General came into the fame opini-
on, fo that for a long time there was a
Majority againft you. But his Majefty
refolving, if poflible, to fpare your Life,
at laft brought off the Chamberlain.

Urox this Incident, Reldre/al Pring
cipal Secretary for private Affairs, who
alwaysapproved him(elfyourtrueFriend,
was commanded by the Emperor to de-
liver his Opinian, which he according-
ly did ; and therein juftified the good
~ Thoughts you have of him, He allowed
your Crimes to be great,.but that ftill
there was room.for Mercy, the moft
commendable Virtue in a Prince, and for
which hisMajefty was {ojuftly celebrated,
He faid the Frieadfhip between you and
him was fo well knewn to the World,
that perhaps the moft honourable Board

might
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might think him partial : However, in
obedience to the Command he had re-
ceived, he would freely offer his ‘Senti-
ments. ‘That if his Majefty, in confi-
deration of your Services, and purfuant
to his own merciful Difpofition, would
pleafe to fpare your Life, and only give
order to put out both your Eyes, he hum-
bly conceived that by this expedient,
Juftice might in fome meafure be fatif-
fied, and all the World would applaud
the Lenity of the Emperor, as well as the
fair and generous Proceedings of thofe
who have the Honour to be his Coun-
fellors. That the lofs of your Eyes
would be no impediment to your bodily
frrength, by which youmight ftill be ufe-
ful to his Majefty. That Blindnefs is an
addition to'Courage, by concealing Dan-
gers from us; that the Pear you had for
your Eyes was the greateft Difficulty in
bringing over the Enemy’s Fleet, and
it would be fufficient for you to fee by
the Eyes of the Minifters, fince the

greateft Princes do no more.
Ig4 THIS
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THis Propofal was received with the
utmoft Difapprobation by the whole
Board. Bolgolam, the Admiral, could
not preferve his temper ; but rifing up in
Fury, faid, he wondered how the Secre-
tary durft prefume to give his opinion for
preferving the Life of a Traitor : That
theServices you had performed, were, by
all true Reafons of State, the great Ag-
gravationof your Crimes; that you, who
were able to extinguifh the Fire, by dif-
charge of Urine in her Majefty’s Apart-
ment (which he mentioned with horror)
might, at another time, raife an Inunda-
tion by the fame means, to drown the
whole Palace; and the fame Strength
which enabled you to bring over the E-
nemy’s Fleet, might ferve, upon the firft
Difcontent, to carry it back : That he had,
good Reafons to think you were a Big-
Endian in your heart; and as Treafon
begins in the Heart before it appears in
Overt-A&s, {o he accufled youasa Traitor
onthat account,and therefare infifted you
fhould be put to death, ~ THE
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T ne Treafurer was of the fame opi-
nion ; he fhewed to what ftreights his
Majefty’s Revenue was reduced by the
charge of maintaining you, which would
foon grow infupportable : That the Se-
cretary’s Expedient of putting out your
Eyes was fo far from being a Remedy a-
againft this Bvil, it would probably en-
creafe it, as it is manifet from the com-
mon pratice of blinding fome kind of
Fowl, after which they fed the fafter, and
grew fooner fat : That his facred Majefty,
and the Council, who are your Judges,
were in their own Confciences fully con-
vinced of your Guilt, which was a fuf-
ficient Argument to condemn you to
death, without the formal Proofs re-
quired by the ftrict Letter of the Law.

BuT his Imperial Majefty fully deter-
mined againft capital Punithment, was
gracioully pleafed to fay, that fince the
Council thought the lofs of your Eyes
too eafy a Cenfure, fome other may be

inflicted
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infliGted hereafter. And your Friend the
Secretary humbly defiring to be heard
again, in anfwer to what the Treafurer
had objeted concer ning the greatCharge
his Majefty was at in maintaining you,
faid, that his Excellency, who had the
fole difpofal of the Emperor’s Revenue,
might eafily provide againft that evil,
by gradually lefflening your Eftablifh-
ment ; by which, for want of fufficient
Food, you would grow weak and faint,
and lo{r= your Appetite, and confeq uently
decay and confume in a few months;
neither would the Stench of your Carcafs
be then {fo dangerous, when it fhould
become more than half diminifhed ; and
immediately upon your death, Five or
Six thoufand of his Majefty’s Subjets
might, in Two or Three days, cut your
Flefh from your Bones, take it away by
Cart-loads, and bury it in diftant parts
to prevent Infeftion, leaving the Skele-
ton as a Monument of Admiration to
Po&eriry.
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Tuus by the great Friendfhip of the
Secretary, the whole Affair was compro-
mifed. It was firi&ly enjoin’d, that the
Proje&t of ftarving you by degrees {hould
be kept a Secret, but the Sentence of put-
ting out your Eyes was entered on the
books; none diflenting except Bolgolam
the Admiral, who being a Creature of
the Emprefs, was perpetually inftigated
by her Majefty to infift upon your Death,
{he having born perpetual malice againft
you, on account of that infamous and
illegal method you took to extinguifh
the Fire in her Apartment.

I~ Three days your Friend the Secre-
tary will be direfted to come to your
houfe, and read before you the Articles
of Impeachment; and then to fighify the
great Lenity and Favour of his Majefty
and Council, whereby you are only con-
demned to the lofs of your Eyes, which
his Majefty doth not queftion you will
gxa.tﬂ.fully and humbly fubmit to ; and

Twenty
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Twenty of his Majefty’s Surgeons will
attend in order to fee the Operation well
performed, by difcharging very fharp-
pointed Arrows into the balls of your
Eyes, as you lie on the ground.

I leave to your Prudence what mea-
fures you will take ; and to avoid fufpi-
cion, I muft immediately return in as
private a manner as I came.

H 1s Lordfhip did fo, and I remained
alone, under many Doubts and Perplex-
ities of Mind.

It was a Cuftom introduced by this
Prince and his Miniftry (very different,
as I have been affured, from the Prattices
of former times) that after the Court had
decreed any cruel Execution, either to
gratify theMonarch’s Refentment, or the
Malice ofa Favourite, the Emperor made
a Speech to his whole Council, exprefling
his great Lenity and Tendernefs, as Qua-
lities known and confeffed by all the

World.
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World. This Speech was immediately
publifhed through the Kingdom; nor
did any thing terrify the people fo much
as thofe Encomiums on his Majefty’s
Mercy ; becaufe it wasobferv’d, that the
more thefe Praifes were enlarged and in-
{ifted on, the more inhumanwas the Pu-
nifhment, and the Sufferer more inno-
cent. And as to myfelf, I muft confefs,
having never been defigned fora Courtier
cither by my Birth or Education, I was fo
ill a Judge of things, that I could not
difcover the Lenity and Favour of this
Sentence, but conceived it (perhaps er-
roneoufly) rather to berigorousthan gen-
tle. Ifometimesthought of ftanding my
Tryal, for although I could not deny the
Fa&tsalledged in the feveral Articles, yet
I hoped they would admit of fome Exte-
nuations. But having in my Life perufed
many State-Tryals, whichIeverobferved
to terminate as the Judges thought fit
to direct, Idurft not rely on fo dangerous
a Decifion, in fo critical a Juncture, and
againft fuch powerful Enemies. Once I

” was
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was firongly bent upon Refiftance, for
while I had liberty, the whole Strength
of that Empire could hardly fubdue me,
and I might eafily with Stones pelt the
Metropolis to pieces; but Ifoon rejetted
that Proje&t with Horror, by remenibring
theOath I had made to the Emperor, the
Favours T received from him, and the

high Title of Nardac he conferred upon
me. Neither had I fo foon learned ths
Gratitude of Courtiers, to perfuade my
felf that his Majefty’s prefent Severities
quitted me of all paft Obligations.

A T laft I fixed upon a Refolution, for
which it is probable I may incur fome
Cenfure, and not unjuftly; for I confefs
I owe thepreferving mineEyes, and con-
fequently my Liberty, to my own great
Rafthnefs and want of Experience: be=
caufe if T had then known the nature of

Princes and Minifters, which Ihave fince
obferved in many other Courts,and their

Methods of treating Criminals lefs ob-
noxious than myfelf; T fhould withgreat
alas
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alacrity andreadinefs havefubmitted to fo
eafy a punifhment. But hurry’d on by
the Precipitancy of Youth, and having
his Imperial Majefty’s Licence to pay my
attendance upon the Emperor of Blefufc
en, 1 took this Opportunity, before the
Threedays were elapfed, to {fénd a Letter
to my Friendthe Secretary, fignifying my
Refolution of fetting out that morning
for Blefufeu purfuant to the leave I had
got ; and without waiting for an anfwer,
1 went to that fide of the Ifland where
our Fleet lay: I feized a large Man of
War, ty’da Cable to the Prow, and lift-
ing up the Anchors, I ftript myfelf, put
my Cloaths (together withmy Coverlet,
which I broughtunder my Arm) intothe
Veflel, and drawing it after me between
wading and: {wimming, arvived at the
Royal Portof Blfufen, where thePeople
had long expetted me; they lent me two
Guides to direét me to the Capital City,
which is of the fame name. I held them
in my hands till T came within Two Hun-
dred Yards oftheGate,and defir’dthem to

4 (ignify
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fignify my Arrival to one ofthe Secretas
ries, and let him know, I there waited
his Ma}e&y s Commands: I had an An-
fwer in about an hour, that his Majefty,
attended by the Royal Famlly, and great
Officers of the Court, was coming out to
receive me. Iadvanced anHundred yardss
The Emperor and his trainalighted from
their Horfes, the Emprefs and Ladies
from their Coaches, and Idid not perceive
they were in any Fuﬂht or Concern. I
lay on the Ground to kifs his Majefty’s
and the Emprefs’s Hand. I told his Ma-
jefty that Twas comeaccording to my Pro-
mife, and with the Licence of the Empe-
ror ray Mafter, to have the Honour of
feeing fo Mighty aMonarch,and to offer
him any Service in my power, confiftent
with my Duty to my own Prince; not
mentioning a word of my Difgrace, be-
caufe I had hitherto no regular Informa-
tion of it, and might fuppofe myfelf
wholly ignorant of any fuch Defign;
neither could I reafonably conceive that
the Emperor would difcover the Secret
while
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while I was out of his power: Wherein,
however, itfoonappeared I wasdeceived.

I fhall not trouble the teader with the
particularaccount of my reception at this
Court, which was fuitable to the Gene-
rofity of fo great a Prince ; nor of the
Difficulties I was in for want of a Houfe
and Bed, being forced tolieontheground,
wrapt up in my Coverlet.
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The Author, by a lucky Aecident, finds
Means to leave Blefulcu ; and, after
fome Difficulties, returns fafe to his
native Countrey.

==11 HR EE days after my arrival,

@{ walking out of curiofity to

4l the North-Eaft Coaft of the

= I{land, Iobferved, about Half

a league off, in the fea, fomewhat that
looked like a Boat overturned. I pulled
off my Shoes and Stockings, and wading
Two or Three hundred yards, I found
the Obje& to approach nearer by force
of the Tide, and then plainly faw it to
be a real Boat, which I fuppofed might,
by fome Tempeft, have been driven from
a Ship ; whereupon I returned immedi-
ately towards the Ciey,and tlefired hisIm-
perial
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perial Majefty to lend me Twenty of tife
talleft Veflels he had left after the lofs of
his Fleet, and Three thoufand Seamen
underthe Command of the Vice-Admiral,
This Fleet failed round, while I went
back the fhorteft wayto the Coaft where
I firft difcovered the Boat ; I found the
Tide had driven it ftill nearer. The Sea-
men wete all provided with Cordage,
which I had beforehand twifted to a fuf-
ficient ftrength. When the Ships came
up, I fript myfelf, and waded till T came
within an Hundred yards of the Boat, af
ter which I was forced to fwim till I got
up to it. The Seamen threw me the end
of the Cord, which I faftned to'a Hole in
the fore-part of the Boat, and the other
end to a Man of War: ButI found all my
labour to little purpofe; for being out of
my depth, I was not able to work. 1In
this neceflity,I was forced to fwim behind,
and pufh the Boat forwards as often as I
could, with one of my hands ; and the
Tide favouring me, Iadvanced fofar, that
1 could juft hold up my Chin and feel the

K 2 Ground.
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Ground. Irefted Two or Three minutes,
and then gave the Boat another fhove,
and o on till the Sea wds no higher than
my Arm-pits ; and now the moft labori-
ous part being over, I took out my other
Cables which were ftowed in one of the
Ships, and faft ning them firft to the Boat,
and then te Nine of the Veflels which
attended me; the Wind being favourable,
the Seamen towed, and I fhoved till we
arrived within Forty yards of the Shore,
and waiting till the Tide was out, I got
dry to the Boat, and by the affiftance of
Twothoufand men, with Ropes and En-
- gines, I made a fhift to turn it on its
bottom, and found it was but little da-
maged.

I fhall not trouble the reader with the
difficulties I was under by the help: of
certain Paddles, which coft me Ten days
. making, to get my Boat to the Royal
Port of Blefufiu, where a mighty con=
courfe of people appeared upon- my ar-
gival, full of wonder at the fight of fo

prodi-
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prodigious a Veflel. I told the Emperor
that my good fortune had thrown this
Boat in my way, to carry me to fome
place from whence I might return into
my native Countrey, and begged his
Majelty’s orders for getting Materials to
fit it up, together with his Licence to
depart ; which, after fomekind expoftu-
lations, he was pleafed to grant.

1 did very much wonder, in all this
time, not to have heard of any Exprefs
relating to me from our Emperor to the
Court of Blefufeu. But I was after-
wards given privately to underftand, that
his Imperial Majefty, never imagining
T had the leaft notice of his Defigns, be-
lieved I was only gone to Blefufiu in
performance of my Promife, according
to the Licence he had given me, which
was well known at our Court, and would
return in afew days when that Ceremony
was ended. But he was at laft in painat
my long abfence ; and, after confulting
with the Treafurer, and the reft of that

K 3 C:l‘oals
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Cabal, a Perfon of Quality wasdifpatched
with the copy of the Articles againft me.
This Envoy had Inftru&ions to reprefent
to the Monarch of Blefufiu, the great
Lenity of his Mafter, who was content
topunifhme no further than with the lofs
of mine Eyes; that T had fled from Juftice,
and if I did not return in Two hours, I
fhould be deprived of my Title of Nar-
dac, and declared a Traitor, The Envoy
further added, that in order to maintain
the Peace and Amity between both Em-
pires,hisMafter expetted, that hisBrother
of Blefufen would give orders to have
me f{ent back to Lillt}ur, bound Hand
and Foot, to be punifhed as a Traitor.

T uE Emperor of Blefufeu having ta-
ken Three days to confult, returned an
Anfwer confifting of many Civilities and
Excufes. He faid, that as for fending
me bound, his Brother knew it was im-
poffile ; that although I had deprived
him of his Fleet, yet he owed great Ob-
ligations to me for many good Offices I

§ had
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had done him in making the Peace. That
however boththeirMajefties would foon
be made éafy ; for I 'had found a prodi-
gious Veflel on the Shore, able to carry
me on the Sea, which he had given of-
der to fit up with my own Affiftance
and Direion, and ‘he hoped in a few
weeks both Empires would be freed from
{o infupportable an Incumbrance.

Witn this Anfwer the Envoy re-
curned to Lilliput, and the Monarch of
Blefufeu related to me all that had paft,
offering me at the fame time (but un-
der the ftriceft Confidence) his gracious
Proteftion, if I would continue in his
Service; wherein although Ibeli eved him
fincere, yet I refolved never more to put
any confidence in Princes or Minifters,
where 1 could poffibly avoid it; and
therefore, with all due acknowledgments
for his favourable Intentions, I humbly
begged to be excufed. 1 told him, that
fince Fortune, whether good or evil, had
shrown a Veflel in my way, I was re-

K 4 {olved
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folved to venture myfelf in  the Ocean,
rather than be an occafion of difference
between two fuch mighty Monarchs.
Neither did I find the Emperor at all
difpleafed ; and I difcovered by a certain
Accident, that he was very glad of my
Refolution, and fo were moft of his Mi-.
nifters.

THESE confiderations moved me to
haften my departure fomewhat fooner
than I intended; to which the Court im-
patient to have me gone, very readily

contributed. Five hundred Workmen
were employed to make two Sails to
my Boat, according to my direions, by
quilting Thirteen fold of their ftrongeft
Linen together. I was at the pains of
making Ropes and Cables, by twifting
Ten, Twenty or Thirty of the thickeft
and ftrongeft oftheirs. A greatSronethat
Thappened to find, after a long fearch, by
the Sea-fhore, ferved me for an Anchor.
I had the Tallow of Three hundred CoOws
for greafing my Boat, and other ufes.

T was
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I was at incredible pains in cutting down
fome of the largeft Timber Trees for Oars
and Mafts, wherein T was, however,
much aflifted by his Majefty’s Ship-Car-
penters, who helped me in {moothing
them, after I had done the rough work.

I~ about a month, when all was pre-
pared, Ifent to receive his Majefty’s Com-
mands, and to take my leave. The Em-
peror and Royal Family came out ofthe
Palace; I lay down on my Face to kifs
his Hand, which hevery gracioufly gave
me; fo did the Emprefs, and young
Princefs of the Blood. His Majefty pre-
fented me with Fifty purfes of Two hun-
dred Sprugs a-piece, together with his
Pi&ure at full length, which T put im-
mediately into one of my Gloves, to keep
it from being hurt. The Ceremonies at
my Departure were too many to trouble
the reader with at this time.

I ftored the Boat with the carcafles of
an Hundred oxen, and Three hundred
{heep,
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fheep, with Bread and Drink propor-
tionable, and as much Meat ready dref-
fed as Four Hundred cooks could pro-
vide. I took with me Six cows and Two
bulls alive,with as many yews and rams,
intending to carry them into my own
country, and propagate the breed. Aad
to feed them on board, I had a good bundle
of Hay, and a bag of €Corn. I would
gladly have taken a Dozen of the natives,
but this was a thing the Emperor would
by no means permit; and befides a dili-
gent fearch into my Pockets, his Majefty
engaged my Honour not to carry away
any of his Subje(ts, although with their
own confent and defire.

Havine thus prepared all things as
wellas Iwas able, Ifet fail onthe Twenty-
fourth day of Seprember 1701, at Six in
the morning; and when I had gone a-
bout Four leaguestothe Northward, the
Wind being at South-Eaft, at Six in the
evening, I defcryed a fmall I{land about
Halfa league to the North—Weﬁ I ad-

vanced
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vanced forward, and caft anchor on the
Lee-fide of the Ifland, which feemed to
be uninhabited. I thentook fome refrefh-
ment, and went tomy reft. I{lept well,
and I conje@ure at leaft Six hours, for I
found the day broke in Two hours after
I awaked. It wasa clear night. T eat my
breakfaft before the Sun was up; and
heaving anchor, the Wind being favour-
able, I fteered the fame coutfe that Ihad
done the day before, wherein I was di-
refted by my Pocket-Compafs. My in-
tention was to reach, if poflible, one of
thofe Iflands, which I had reafon to be-
licve lay to the North-Eaft of 7an “Die-
men’s Land. 1 difcovered nothing all that
day; but upon the next, about Three in
the afternoon, when I had, by my com-
putation,made Twenty four leagues from
Blefufiu,1defcryed aSail fteering to the
South-Eaft ; my courfe was due Eaft. I
hailed her, but could get no anfwer; yet
I found I gained upon her, for the Wind
flackned. I made all the fail T could,
and in Half an hour fhe {pied me, then

: hung
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hung out her Antient, and difcharged a
Gun. It is not eafy to exprefs the joy
1 wasinuponthe unexpe&ted hopeofonce
more feeing my beloved Countrey, and
the dear Pledges I had left in it. TheShip
flackned her Sails, and I came up with
her between Five and Six in the evening;
September 26, but my heart leapt with-
in me to fee her Eunglifh Colours. I
put my Cows and Sheep into my Coat-
Pockets, and got on board with all my
little Cargo of Provifions. The Veffel
wasan Englifh Merchant-Man, returning

from Fapan by the North and South
Seas ;, the Captain, Mr. Fobn Biddle of

Deptford, a very civil Man, and an ex-
cellent Sailor. We were now in the
Latitude of30 Degrees South,there were
about Fifty men in the fhip; and here I
met an old Comrade of mine, one Peter
Williams, who gave me a good charac-
ter to the Captain: This Gentleman
treated me with kindnefs, and defired I
would let him know what place I came
from laft, and whither I was bound;

' which
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which Idid in few words, but hethought
Iwas raving, andthat the dangers I un-
derwent had difturbed my head; where-
upon I took my black Cattle and Sheep
out of my Pocket, which, after great
aftonifhment, clearly convinced him. of
my Veracity. I then fhewed him the
Gold given me by the Emperor of Ble-
fufen,together with his Majefty’s Picture
at full length, and fome other Rarities
of that countrey. Igave him Two Purfes
of Two hundred Sprugs each, and pro-
mifed, when we arrived in England, to
make him a Prefent of a Cow and a
Ship big with young.

T fhall not trouble the reader with 2
particular account of this voyage, which
was very profperous for the moft part.
We arrived in the Downrs on the 13th
of April 1702. .1 had only-one misfor-
tune, that the Rats on board carried a-
way one of my Sheep; I found her
Bones in a hole, picked clean from the

| ﬂ(.’ﬂ].
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fleh. The reft of my Cattle T got fafe
on fhore, and fet them a grazing in a
Bowling-Green at Greenwich, where the
Finenefs of the Grafs made them feed
very heartily,though I had always feared
the contrary: neither could I poffibly
have preferved them in fo long a Voyage,
if the Captain had not allowed me fome
of his beft Bisket, which rubbed to Pow-
der, and mingled with Water, was their
conftant food. The fhort time I cons
tinued in England, 1 made a confide-
rable profit by fhewing my Cattle to
many Perfons of Quality, and others:
And before I began my fecond Voyage,
I fold them for Six Hundred pounds,
Since my laft return, I find the breed
is confiderably increafed, efpecially the
Sheep; which I hope will prove much
to the advantage of the Woollen Ma-
nufalture, by the Finenefs of the Flee-
ces.

I ftayed
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1 ftayed but Two months with my

Wife and Family; for my infatiable De-

fire of feeing foreign Countries would
fuffer me to continue no longer. T left
Fifteen Hundred pounds with my Wife,

and fixed her in a good houfe at Red-

| 7if.. My remaining Stock I carried
with me, part in Money, and part in
Goods, in hopes to improve my for-
tunes. My eldeft Uncle Fobn had left

me an Eftate in Land, near Epping, of
about Thirty pounds a Year; and Thad

a long Leafe of the Black Bull in Kez-
ter-Lane, which yielded me as much
more: fo that T was not in any danger

of leaving my Family upon the Parifh.

My Son Fobuny, named {o after his

| Uncle, was at the Grammar-School, and
! a towardly Child. My Daughter Betty
(who is now well married, and has chil-
[ dren) was then at her Needle-work.
I took leave of my Wife, and Boy and

Girl, with tears on both fides, and went
on

SR -
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on board the Zdventure , a Merchant-
Ship of Three hundred Tons, bound for
Surat, Captain Jobn Nicholas of Le:
verpoo/ Commander. But my Account
of this Voyage muft be referred to the
Second Part of my Travels:

The End of the Firf} Part.
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fhipping in the Downs on the 2025 Day of
June 1722, in the Adventure, Captain
Jobn Nicholas a Cornifp Man Com-
mander, bound for Surar. Wehad avery
profperous Gale till we arrived at the
Cape of Good-hope, where we landed for
frefh Water, but difcovering a Leak we
unfhippedour Goods,and winter’d there;
for the Captain falling fick of an Ague,
we could not leave the Cape till the end
of March. We then fet fail, and had
agood Voyage till wepafled the Szreighs s
of Madagafear; but having got North-
ward of that Ifland, and to about five
Degrees South Latitude, the Winds
which ‘in thofe Seas are obferved to
blow a' conftant ‘equal Gale between
the North and Weft from the beginning
of December to the beginning of May,
on the 19¢h of April began to blow
with much greater Violence, and more
Welterly than ufual, continuing fo for
‘L'wenty days together, during which
time we were driven a little to the Eaft
of the Mz/ucca Tllands, and about Three

- Degrees
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Degrees Northward of the Line, as our
Captain found byan obfervation he took
the Second of May, at which time the
Wind ceafed, and it was a perfett Calm,
whereat T was not a little rejoyced. But
he, being a Man well experienc’d in the
Navigation of thofe Seas, bid us all pre-
pare againft a Storm, which accordingly
happen’d the day following: For a
Southern Wind, ~called the Southern
Monfoon, began to fetin,

Finpine it was like to overblow,
we took in our Sprit-fail, and ftood by
to hand the Fore-fail; but making foul
Weather , we look’d the Guns were all
faft, and handed the Mizen. The Ship
lay very broad off, fo we thought it bet-
ter fpooning before the Sea, than trying
or hurlling. 'We reeft the Fore-fail and
fet him, we hawl’d aft the Fore-fheet;
the Helm was hard a Weather. The
Ship wore bravely. We belay'd the Fore-
down-hall ; but the Sail was fplit,and we
haw!’d down the Yard, and got the Sail

into
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into the fhip, and unbound all tlie things
clear of it. It was a very fierce Storm;;
the Sea broke fltrange and dangerous:
We hawld off upon the Lanniard of
the Whipftaff, and helped the Man at
Helm. We would not get down our
Top-Matft, but let all ftand, becaufe (he
fcudded before the Sea very well, and we
knew that the Top-Maft being aloft, the
Ship was the wholefomer, and made bet.
ter way through the Sea, feeing we had
Sea-room. When the Storm was over, we
fet Fore-fail and Main-fail, and brought
the Ship to: Then we fet the Mizen,
Maintop-fail, and the Foretop-fail. Our
Courfe was Eaft North-eaft, the Wind
wasat South-weft. Wegot theStar-board
Tacks aboard, we caft off our Weather-
braces, and Lifts; we fer in the Lee-
braces, and haw!’d forward by the Wea-
ther-bowlings, and hawl’d them tight,
and belayed them, and hawled over the
Mizen-Tack to Windward, and kept
her full and by as near as fhe would
Iye.

DuriNng
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Durinc this ftorm, which was fol-
lowed byaftrong Wind Weft-fouth-weft,
we were carried by my computation a-
bout Five hundred leagues to theEaft, fo
that the oldeft Sailor on board could not
tell in what part of the world we were.
Our Provifions held out well, our Ship
was ftaunch, and our Crew all in good
health ; but we lay in the utmoft diftrefs
for Water. 'We thought it beft to hold
on the fame courfe rather than turn more
Northerly, which might have brought
us to the North-weft parts of Great Tar-
tary, and into the Frozen Sea.

O~ the 16th Day of Fawe, 1703, 2 |
Boy on the Top-maft difcovered Land.
On the 17th we came in full view of |
a great Tland or Continent (for we
knew not whether) on the South fide
whereof was a fmall Neck of Land jut-
ting out into the Sea, and a Creek too
fhallow to hold a Ship of above One
hundred tuns. We caft anchor within a
League of this creck, and our Captain

1 fent
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fent a Dozen of hismen wellarmed in the
Long-boat, with Veflels for Water if any
could be found. T defired his leave to
go with them, that I might fee the coun-
trey, and make what difcoveries I could.
When we came to land, we faw no Ri-
ver or Spring, nor any fign of Inhabitants.
Our men therefore wander’d on the fhore
to find out fome frefh Water near the fea,
and I walked alone about a Mile on
the other fide, where I obferved the
countrey all barren and rocky. I now
began to be weary, and, {eeing nothing
to entertain my curiofity, I returned
gently down towards the Creek ; and,
the Sea being full in my view, I faw
our men already got into the Boat, and
rowing for life to the Ship. I was go-
ing to hollow after them, although it
had been to. little purpofe, when I ob-
ferveda huge Creaturewalkingafter thém
in the {ea, as faft as he could: He waded
not much deeper than his knees, and
took prodigious ftrides : But our men
had the ftart of him Half a league, and

the
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the Sea thereabouts being full of {harp-
pointed Rocks, the Monfter was not
able to overtake the Boat. 'This'T was
afterwards told, for I durft not ftay to {ee
the ifue of that adventure ; but ran as
f1t as T could the way I firft went; and
¢hen climbed up a fteep Hill which gave
me fome profpe& of the countrey. 1
found it fully cultivated; but that which
Gt furprized me was the length of the
Grafs, which in thofe grounds that feem-
ed to be kept for Hay, was above Twen-
ty foot high.

I fell into a high Road, for foI took
it to be, though it ferved to the inhabi-
rantsonlyasa foot Path thraugha Field of
barley. Herel walked on for fome time,
but could fee little on either fide, it be-
ing now near Harveft, and the Corn ris
fing at leaft Forty foot. 1 was an Hour
walking to this end of the field, which
was fenced inwithaHedgeofat lealt One
hundred and twenty foot high, and the
Trees o lofty that Tcould make no com-

putation
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putation of their Altitude. There was
a Stile to pafs from this field into the
next. It had Four fteps, and a Stone to
crofs over when you came to the upper-
moft. Tt was impoffible for me to climb
this ftile, becaufe every Step was Six foot
high, and the upper Stone above Twenty.
I was endeavouring to find fome Gap in
the hedge, when I difcovered one of
the Inhabitants in the next field advan-
cing towards the ftile, of the fame fize
with him whom I faw in the fea purfu-
ing our Boat. He appeared as tall as an
ordinary Spire-fteeple, and took about
Ten yards at every firide, as near as I
could guefs. T was ftruck with the ut.
moft fear and aftonifhment, and ran to
hide myfelf in the corn, from whence
I faw him at the top of the ftile, look-
© ing back into the next field on the right
hand, and heard him call ina voice ma-
nydegrees louder than a Speaking Trum-
pet; but the Noife was fo high in the
air, that at firft I certainly thought it
was Thunder. Whereupon Seven Mon-

fters
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fters like himfelf came towards him with
Reaping-hooks in their hands, each Hook
about the largenefs of Six Scythes. Thefe
people were not fo well clad as the firlt,
whofe fervants or labourers they feemed
to be. For, upon fome words be fpoke,
they went to reap the corn in the field
whereI lay. Ikept from them at as great
a diftance as I could, but was forced to
move with extreme difficulty, for the
Stalks of the corn were fometimes not a-
bovea Foot diftant, fo that I could hardly
fqueeze my body betwixt them. How-
ever, I made a fhift to go forward till 1
came toa part of the field where the corn
had been laid by the Rain and Wind.
Here it was impoflible for me to advance
a ftep; for the Stalks were fo interwoven
that I could not creep thorough, and the
Beards of the fallen Ears fo ftrong and
pointed that they pierced through my
clothes into my flefh. At the fame
time I heard the Reapers not above an
Hundred yards behind me. Being quite
difpirited with toil, and wholly over-

come
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come by grief and defpair, T lay down
between Two Ridges, and heartily
wifhed T might there end my days. I
bemoaned my defolate Widow, and Fa-
therlefs Children. T lamented my own
folly and wilfulnefs in attempting a Se-
cond Voyage againft the advice of all
my friends and relations. 1In this terrible
agitation of mind I could not forbear
thinking of Lilliputr, whofe Inhabitants
looked upon me as the greateft Prodigy
that ever appeared in the world ; where
T was able to draw an Imperial Fleet in
my hand, and perform thofe other ati-
ons which will be recorded for ever in
the Chronicles of that Empire, while
Pofterity fhall hardly believe them, al-
though attefted by Millions. T refle¢ted
what a mortification it muft prove to
me to appear as inconfiderable in this
nation as one fingle Li/liputian would
be among us. But, this I conceived was
to be the lealt of my misfortunes: For,
as human Creatures are obferved to be
more favage and cruel in proportion to

their

10
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their Bulk, what could I expett but to
be 2 Morfel in the mouth of the firft
among thefe enormous Barbarians that
fhould happen to feize me? Undoubt-
edly Philofophers are in the right when
they tell us, that nothing is great or little
otherwife than by Comparifon. It might
have pleafed fortune to let the Li//ipi-
tians find fome nation, where the peo-
ple were as Diminutive with refpect to
them, as they were to me. And who
knowsbut that even this prodigious Race
of Mortals might be equally overmatch-

ed in fome diftant part of the world,
whereof we have yet no difcovery ?

gcareD and confounded as T was, I
could not forbear going on with thefe
refletions, when one of the reapers ap-
proaching withinTen yards of theRidge
where I lay, made me apprehend that
with the next ftep T fhould be fquafbed
to death under his Foot, or cut in Two
with his Reaping-hook. And therefore
when he was again about to move, I

Vor L M fcreamed
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fcreamed as loud as fear could make me.
W hereupon the huge Creature trod fhort,
and looking round about under him for
fome time, at laft efpied me asI lay on the
ground. He confidered a while with the
caution of one who endeavours to lay.
hold on afmall dangerousanimal in {uch
a manner that it fhould not be able either
to {cratch or to bite him, as I myfeif have
fometimes done with a Weafe! in Eng-
land. At length he ventured to take me
up behind by the Middle between his
Fore-finger and Thumb, and brought me
within Three yards-of his eyes, that he
might behold my fhape more perfettly.
I gueffed his meaning, and my good for-
tune gave me {o much Prefence of mind,
that I refolved not to ftruggle in theleaft
as he held me in the Air above Sixty foot
from the ground, although he grievoully
pinched my fides, for fear I fhould flip
through his fingers. All T ventured was
to raife mine eyes towards the Sun, and
place my hands together in a fupplica-
ting pofture, and to {peak fome words

in
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in an humble melancholy tone, fuitable
to the condition I then was in: For
T apprehended every moment that he
would dafh me againft the ground, as
we ufually do any little hateful Animal
which we have a mind to deftroy. But
my good ftar would have it, that he
appeared pleafed with my voice and ge-
ftures, and began to look upon me asa
Curiofity, much wondering to hear me
pronounce articulatewords, although he
could not underftand them. In the
mean time I was not able to forbear
groaning and fhedding tears, and turn-
ing my Head towards my Sides, letting
him know, as well as T could, how cru-
elly T was huart by the Preflure of his
Thumb and Finger. He feemed to ap-
prehend my meaning ; for, lifting up
the Lappet of his Coat, he put me gently
into it, and immediately ran along with
me to his Mafter, who was a fubftantial
Farmer, and the fame perfon I had firft
{een in the field.

M 2 THE
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Tux Farmer having (as I fuppofed by
their talk) received fuch an account of
me as his fervant could give him, took a
piece of a fmall Straw, about the fize of
a Walking-ftaff, and therewith lifred up
the Lappets of my Coat; which it feems
he thought to be fome kind of covering
that nature had given me. He blew
my Hairs afide to take a better view of
my Face. He called his hinds about him,
and asked them (as I afterwards learned)
whether they had ever feen in the fields
any little Creature that refembled me.
He then placed me foftly on the ground
upon all four, but T got immediately up,
and walked flowly backwards and for-
wards, to let thofe people fee I had no
intent to run away. They all fate down
in a Circle about me, the better to ob-
ferve my motions. I pulled off my hat,
and made a low Bow towards the farmer,
I fell on my Knees, and lifted up my
Handsand Eyes, and fpoke feveral words,
as loud as T could : I took a Purfe of
Gold out of my pocket, and humbly

refented
¢ P
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refented it to him. He reccived it on
the Palm of his Hand, then applied it
clofe to his eye, to fee what it was, and
afterwards turned it feveral times with
the point of a Pin (which he took out
of his Sleeve) but could make nothing
of it. Whereupon I made a fign that
he fhould place his Hand on the ground.
I took the Purfe, and opening it, poured
all the Gold into his Palm. There were
Six Spanifb pieces of Four Piftoles each,
befides Twenty or Thirty {maller Coins.
I faw him wet the Tip of his Little fin-
ger upon his Tongue, and take up one
of my largeft Pieces, and then another,
but he feemed to be wholly ignorant
what they were. He made me a fign to
put them again into my Purfe, and the
Purfe again into my pocket, which after
offering to him feveral times, I thought
it beft to do.

Tre Farmer by this time was con-
vinced I muft be a Rational creature.
He {poke often to me, but the Sound of

M 3 his
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his yoice pierced my ecars like that of
a Water-Mill, yet his words were ar-
ticulate enough. ' T anfwered as loud as
I could in feveral Languages, and he
often laid his ear within Two yards of
me, but all in vain, for we were wholly
unintelligible to each other. He then {ent
his Servants to their work, and raking
his Handkerchief .out of his Pocket ,
he doubled and fpread it on his left
Hand, which he placed flat op the
ground with the palm upwards, making
me a fign to ftep into it, as I could eafily
do, for it was notabove a Foot in thick-
nefs. I thought it my part to obe 4
and for fear of falling , laid my felf at
length upon the Handkerchief, with the
remainder of which he lapped me up to
the Head for further fecurity, and in this
manner carried me home to his houfe.
There he called his Wife, and fhewed
me to her ; but fhe fcreamed and rap
back, as Women in England do at the
fight of a Toad or a Spider. However,
when fhe had a while feen my behayiour,

and
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and how well I obferved: the figns' her
Husband made, fhe was foon reconciled,
and by degrees grew extremely tender
of me.

It was about Twelve at noon, and 2
fervant brought in Dinner. It was only
One fubftantial difh of Meat (fit for the
plain condition of an Husband-man)
in a Difh of about Four and twenty
foot Diameter. The company were
¢the Farmer and his Wife, Three Chil-
dren, and an old Grandmother : When
they were fat down, the Farmer placed
me at fome diftance from him on the
Table, which was Thirty foot high
from the floor. "I was in a terrible
fright, and kept as far as 1 could from
the Edge for fear of falling. "The Wife
minced a bit of Meat, then crumbled
fome Bread on a trencher, and placed
it before me. I made her a low Bow,
took out my Knife and Fork, and fell
to eat, which gave them exceeding
delight. 'The Miftrefs fent her Maid

M 4 for
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for a fmall Dram-cup, which held about
Three gallons, and filled it with drink,
I took up the veflel with much difficulty
in both hands, and in a moft refpeét ful
manner drank to her Ladyfhip’s Health,
exprefling the words as loud as I could
in Englifb, which made the company
laugh fo heartily, that I was almoft
deafned with the noife. This liquor
tafted like a fmall Cyder, and was not
unpleafant. Then the Mafter made me
a {ign to come to his trencher fide ;
but as T walked on the Table, being in
great furprize all the time, as the indul-
gent reader will ealily conceive and ex-
cufe, I happened to ftumble againft 3
Cruft, and fell flat on my face, but re.
ceived no hurt. I got up immediately,
and obferving the good people to be in
much concern, I took my Hat (which I
held under my arm out of good man-
ners) and-waving it over my head, made
Three Huzza’s to fhew I had got no
mifchief by my fall. But advancing for-
wardstoward my Mafter (asI fhall hence.

forth
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forth call him) his youngeft Son who
fate next him, an arch Boy of about ten
Yearsold, took me up by the Legs, and
held me fo high in the Air, that I trem-
bled every limb; but his Father fnatch-
ed me from him, and at the fame time
gave him fuch a Box on the left Ear, as
would have felled an European Troop
of Horfe to the earth, ordering him to
be taken from the table. But, being
afraid the Boy might owe me a fpight,
and well remembring how mifchievous
all Children among us naturally are to
Sparrows, Rabbets, young Kittens, and
Puppy Dogs, I fell on my knees, and
pointing to the boy, made my Mafter to
underftand, as well as I could, that Ide-
fired his fon might be pardoned. The
Father ‘complied, and the lad took his
featagain; whereupon T went to him and
kiffed his hand, which my Mafter took,
and made him ftroak me gentlywith it.

I~ the midft of dinner my Miftrefs’s
favourite Cat leapt into her lap. I
heard
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heard a Noife behind me like that of 2
Dozen Stocking-Weavers at work; and
turning my Head I found it proceeded
from the purring of this Animal; who
feemed to be Three times larger than an
Ox, as I computed by the View of her
Head, and one of her Paws,; while her
Miftrefs was feeding and ftroaking her.
The Fiercenefs of this Creature’s Coun.
tenance altogether difcompofed me;
though I fleod at the further end of the
Table,above Fifty foot off, and although
my Miftrefs held her faft for fear f(he
might give a fpring, and feize me in
her talons.. But it happened there was
no danger; for the Cat took not the
leaft notice of me when my Mafter
placed me within Three yards of her.
And as I have been always told, and
found true by experience in my travels,
that flying, or difcovering Fear before a
fierce animal, is a certain way to make
it purfue or attack you; fo Irefolved in
this dangerous junéture to fhew no man-
ner of concern. I walked with Intre-

pidity
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pidity Five or Six times before the very
Head of the Cat, and came within half
a Yard of her ;: whereupon fhe drew her
felf back, as if fhe were more afraid of
me: I had lefs apprehenfion concerning
the Dogs, whereof Three or' Four came
into the room, as it is ufual in Farmers
houfes; one of which was a Maftiff
equal in bulk to Four Elephants, and a
Grey-hound fomewhat taller than the
Maftif;, but not fo large.

Waren dinner was almoft done, the
Nurfe came in with a Child of a'Year
old in herarms, who immediately fpy’d
me, and began a {quall that you might
have heard from London-Bridge to Chel-
fea, after the ulual Oratory of infants,
to get me for a Play-thing; - The Mo~
ther out of pure indulgence took me
up, and put me towards the Child, who
prefently feized me by the Middle, and
got my Head in his Mouth, where 1
~ roared fo loud that the Urchin was
frighted, and let me drop; and I {hould

infal-
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infallibly have broke my neck if the
Mother had not held her Apron
under me. The Nurfe, to quiet her
babe, made ufe of a Rattle, which was
a kind of hollow Veffel filled with great
ftones, and faftned by a Cable to the
Child’s waft: But all in vain, fo that
{he was forced toapply thelaft remedy by
giving it fuck. I muft confefs no Ob-
ject ever difgufted me fo much as the
fight of her monftrous Breaft, which T
cannot tell what to compare with, fo
as to give the curious reader an Idea of
its Bulk, Shape and Colour. It ftood
prominent Six foot, and could not be
lefs than Sixteen in circumference. The
Nipple was about half the bignefs of
my Head, and the Hew both of that and
the Dug fo varified with Spots, Pimples
and Freckles, that nothing could appear
more naufeous: For I had a near fight
of her, fhe fitting down the more con-
veniently to give {uck, and I ftanding on
the table. This made me refle& upon
the fair skins of our Englifh Ladies, who

appear
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appear fo beautiful to us, only becaufe
they are of our own fize, and their De-
fe&s not to be feen but through a Mag-
nifying-Glafs, where we find by experi-
ment that the f{mootheft and whiteft
skins look rough and coarfe, and ill
coloured.

I remember when I was at Liliput,
the Complexions of thofe diminutive
people appeared to me the Faireft in the
world, and talking upon this fubje&
with a perfon of Léarning there, who

was an intimate friend of mine, he faid
that my Face appeared much fairer and
fmoother when he looked on me from
the ground, than it did upon a nearer
view when I took him up in my hand,
and brought him clofe, which he confef-
fed was at firft a very thocking fight. He
faid he could difcover great Holes in my
skin, that the Stumps of my beard were
Ten times ftronger than the Briftles of 2
Boar, and my Complexion made up of
feveral colours altogether difagreeable :

Although
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although I muft beg leave to fay for my
felf, that Tam as fair as moft of my Sex
and Countrey, and very little funburne
by all my travels. On'the other fide,
difcourfing of the Ladies in that Em-
peror’s Court, he ufed to tell me, one
had freckles, another too wide a mouth,
2 third too large a nofe, nothing of
which I was able to diftinguifh. T con.
fefs this refle€tion was obvious enough;
which however T could not forbear, left
the Reader might think thofe vaft Crea-
tures wereaCtually deformed: ForImuft
do them juftice to fay they are a comely
Race of people; and particularly the
Features of my Mafter’s Countenance,
although he were but a Farmer, when ¥
beheld him from the height of Sixty
foot, appeared very well proportioned.

WHEN dinner was done, my Mafter
went out to his labourers, and as I could
difcover by his voice and gefture, gave
his Wife a firi& charge to take care of
me. I was very much tired and difpofed

to
6
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to fleep, which my Miftrefs perceiving,
fhe put me on herown bed, and covered
me with a clean white Handkerchief,
but larger and coarfer than the Main-fail
of a Man of War.

I flept about Two hours, and dreamed
I was at home with my Wife and Chil-
dren,which aggravated myforrows when
I awaked and found my felf alone in a
vaft room, between Two and Three hun-
dred foot wide, and above Two hundred
_high, lying in a bed Twenty yards

wide. My Miftrefs was gone about her
houfhold affairs, and had locked me in.
The bed was eight yards from the floor,
Some natural Neceflities required me to
et down; I durft not prefume to call,
and if I had, it would have been in vain
with fuch a Voice as mine at fo great a
diftance from the room where I lay to
the kitchen where the Family kept. While
Twas under thefe circumf{tances,two Rats
crept up the curtains, and ran fmelling
backwardsand forwards onthe bed.Oneof
them
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them came up almoft to my Face, where-
upon 1 rofe in a fright, and drew out
my Hanger to defend myfelf Thefe
horrible Animals had the boldnels
to attack me on both fides, and one
of them held his Fore-feet at my Col-
Jar; but I had the good fortune to
rip up his belly before he could do me
any mifchief. He fell down at my
feet, and the other feeing the fate of
his Comrade, made his efcape, but not
without one good Wound oni the Back,
which T gave him as he fled, and made
the blood run trickling from him. After
this exploit T walked gently to and fro
on the bed, to recover my Breath and
~ Lofs of Spirits. Thefe Creatures were
of the fize of a large Maftiff, but in.
finitely more nimble and fierce, fo that
if T had taken off my Belt before T
went to fleep, I muft have infallibly
been torn to pieces and devoured. I
meafured the tail of the dead Rat, and
found it to be Two yards long wanting
an Inch; but it went againft my ftomach

to
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to drag the Carcafs off the bed, where
it Jay ftill bleeding ; I obferved it had yet
fome Life, but \Vlth a ftrong {lath crofs
the neck I thoroughly difpatched it

Soon after my Miftrefs came int6
the room, who fecing me all bloody;
ran and took me up in her hand: I
pointed to the dead Rer, fmiling and
making other figns tothew I was not hurt;
whereat fhe was extremely rejoyced, cal-
ling the Maid to take up the dead Rat
with a pair of tongs, and throw it out
of the window. Then fhe fet me on a
table where I {hewed her my Hanger all
bloody, and wiping it on the Lappet of
my Coat, returned it to the Scabbard.
Iwas preffed to do more than one thing,
which another could not do for me, and
therefore endeavoured to make my Mif-.
trefs underftand that I defired to be fet
down on the floor; which after fhe had
done, my Bafhfulnefs would not fuffer
me to expres myfelf farther than by
pointing to the door, and bowing feve-

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ral times. 'The good Woman with mucly
difficulty at laft perceived what I would
be at, and taking me up again in her
hand, walked into the Garden where fhe
fet me down. I went on one fide about
Two hundred yards, and beckoning to
her not to look or to follow me, I hid
myfelf between Two Leaves of Sorrel,
and there difcharged the neceffities of
nature.

¥ hope the gentle reader will excule
me from dwelling on thefe and the like
Particulars, which however infignificant
they may appear to grovelling vulgar
minds, yet will certainly help a Philo-
fopher to enlarge his thoughts and ima-
gination, and apply them to the Benefit
of Publick as well as Private life, which
was my fole defign in prefenting this
and other accounts of my Travels to the
world ; wherein I have been chiefly ftu-
dious of Truth, without affe&ing any or-
naments of Learning or of Style. "But
the whole Scene of this voyage made fo
ftrong
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ftrong an Impréffion on my mind, and
is fo deeply fixed in my memory, that,
in committing it to Paper, I did not o-
mit one mtaterial circumftance : How-
ever upon a firiét review, I blotted out
feveral Paflages of lefs moment which
were in my firft* Copy, for fear of being
cenfured as tedious and trifling, whereof
Travellers are often, perhaps not without
juftice, accufed.

Particulars of bis Fourney.

Byl Y Miftrefs had a Daughter of
) Y74 8l Nine years old, achild of for-
%gﬂ&g ward Parts for her age, very
=522 dextrous at her Needle, and
skilful in drefling her Baby. Her Mother
and fhe contrived to fit up the Baby’s
Cradle for me againft night: The Cra-
dle was put into a fmall Drawer of a
Cabinet, and thie Drawer placed upon a
hanging Shelf for fear of the Razs. This
was my Bed all the time I ftay’d with
thofe people, though made more conve-
nient by degrees, as Ibegan to learn their
Language, and make my wants known.
Thisyoung Girl was fo handy, that afrer

- I had
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I had once or twice pulled off my cloaths
before her, fhe was able to drefs and un- -
drefs me, though I never gave her that
trouble when fhe would let me do
either myfelf. She made me Seven fhirts,
and fome other Linen of as fine Cloth
as could be got, which indeed was coar-
fer than Sackcloth ; and thefe fhe con.
ftantly wafhed for me with her own
hands. She was likewife my School-
miftres to teach me the language:
When I pointed to any thing, fhe told
me the name of it in her own tongue,
{o that in a few days I was able to call
for whatever I had a mind to. She was
very good natur’d, and not above Forty
foot high, being little for her age. She
gave me the name of Grildrig, which
the Family took up, and afterwards the
whole Kingdom. The Word imports
what the Latins call Nanunculus, the Ita-
lians Homunceletino, and the Englifb
Mannikin. To her I chiefly owe my
Prefervation in that countrey : We ne-
ver parted while I was there; T called her

N 3 my
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my Glumdalclireh, or little Nurfe: And
I fhould be guilty of great Ingratitude
if T omitted this honourable mention of
her Careand Affe&ion towards me,which
I heartily wifh it lay in my power to re.
quite as [he deferves, inftead of being the
innocent but unhappy Inftrument of her
Difgrace, as I have too much reafon to
fear.

It now began to be known and talked
of in the neighbourhood, that my Ma-
fter had found a firange Animal in the
kield about the bignefs of a Splacknuck,

but exattly fhaped in every part like a
human creature ; which it likewife imi-
tated in all its a&tions ; feemed to fpeak
in a little language of its own, had al-
ready learned feveral words of theirs,
went eret upon Two legs, was tame
and gentle, would come when it was cal-
led, do whatever it was bid, had the -
neft Limbs in the world, and a Complex-
ion fairer than a Nobleman’s Daughter
of Threeyearsold, Another Farmer who

lived
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fived hard by, and was a particular friend
of my Mafter, came on 2 vifit on pur-
pofe to enquire into the Truth of this
ftory. T'was immediately produced, and
placed upon a Table, where I walked as
1 was commanded, drew my Hanger, put
it up again, made my reverence to my
Mafter's Gueft, asked him in his own
language how he did, and told him he
was welcome, juft asmy little Nurfe had
inftructed me. This Man, who was old
and dim-fighted, put on his Spe&tacles to
behold me better, at which I could not
forbear laughing very heartily, for his
Eyes appeared like the Full-Moon fhin-
ing into a chamber at Two windows.
Our people, who difcovered the caufe of
my Mirth, bore me company in Laugh-
ing, at which the old Fellow was fool
enough to be angry and out of counte-
nance. He had the charatter of a great
Mifer, and, to my misfortune, he well
deferved it by the curfed advice he gave
my Mafter to fhew me as 2 Sight upon
a Market-Day in the next town, which

N 4 was
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was Half an hour’s riding, about Two
and twenty miles from our houfe, Iguef-
fed there was fome mifchjef contriving,
whenTobferved myMafterand his Friend
whifpering long together, fometimes
pointing at me; and my Fears made me
fanfy that T overheard and underftood
fome of their words, But, the next
morning Glumdalclitch my little Nurfe
told me thewhole matter, which fhe had
cunningly picked out from her Mother.
The poor Girl laid me on her bofom,
and fell a weeping with fhame and grief.
She apprehended fome mifchief would
happen to me from rude vulgar folks,
who might {queeze me to death or break
one of my Limbs by taking me in their
hands.  She had alfo obferved how mo-,
deft T was in my nature, how nicely T re-
garded my Honour, and what an Indig-
nity Ifhould concejve it to be expofed for
Moneyasapublick Spectacleto themean-
¢ft of the people. She faid, her Papaand
AMammahadpromifed thatGrildrigihould
be hers, but now fhe found they meant

to
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to ferve her as they did laft year, when
they pretended to give her a Lamb, and
yet, as foon as it was fat, fold it to a
butcher. For my own part, I may truly
affirm that T was lefs concerned than my
Nurfe. I had a ftrong hope which ne-
ver left me, that T fhould one day re-
cover my Liberty; and as to the Igno-
miny of being carried about for a Mon-
fter, I confidered my felf to be a perfe&
Stranger in the Countrey, and that fuch
a Misfortune could never be charged
upon me as a Reproach if ever I fhould
return to Eungland; fince the King of
Great Britain himfelf, in my condition,
muft have undergone the {fame Diftrefs.

My Mafter, purfuant to the advice of
his Friend, carried me in a Box the next
Market-day to the neighbouring Town,
and took along with him his littledaugh-
ter my Nurfe upon a Pillion behind
him. The Box was clofe on every fide,
with a little Door for me to go in and
out, and a few Gimlet-holes to let in

Alr,
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Air.  The Girl had been fo careful to
put the Quilt of her baby’s bed into it,
for me to lye down on. However, T
was terribly fhaken and difcompofed in
this journegy, though it were but of Half
an hour. For the Horfe went about
Forty foot at every ftep, and trotted {o
high, that the Agitation wasequatto the
rifing and falling of a Ship in a great -
ftorm; but much more frequent: Qur
Yourney wasfomewhat further than from
London to St. Albans. My Mafteralight-
ed at an Inn which he ufed to frequent;
and after confulting a while with the
Inn-keeper,; and making fome neceffary
Preparations, he hired the Grultrud, or
Cryer to give notice through the town
of a ftrange Creature to be feen at the
fign of the Green Eagle not fo big as a
Splacnuck (an Animal in that Countrey
very finely fhaped , about Six foot long)
and in every part of the body refembling
an human creature, could fpeak feveral
words, and perform an hundred divert-
ing tricks.

Twas
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1 was placed upon a Tabl® in the
largeft room of the Inn, which might
be near Three hundred foot fquare. My
little Nurfe ftood on a low Stool clofe
to the table, to take care of me, and di-
reét what I fhould do. My Mafter, to
avoid a croud, would fuffer only Thirty
People at a time to fee me. T walked
about on_the table as the Girl command-
ed; fhe asked me Queftions as far as {he
knew my Underftanding of the language
reached, and I anfwered them as loud as
I could. I turned about feveral times
to the company, paid my humble re-
{peQts, faid they were welcome,and ufed
fome other fpeeches I had been taught.
1 took up a Thimble filled with liquor,
which Glumdalclitch had given' me for
a Cup, and drank their health: T drew
out my Hanger, and flourifhed with it
after the manner of Fencers in England.
My Nurfe gave me part of a Straw
which Iexercifed asa Pike, having learn-
ed the art in my youth. T was that
day fhewn to Twelve Sets of company,

and
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and as often forced to go over again
with the fame Fopperies, till T was
half dead with wearinefs and vexation.
For, thofe who had feen me made fuch
wonderful Reports, that the peoplewere
ready to break down the Doors to come
in. My Mafter for his own Intereft
would not futfer any one to touch me
except my Nurfe; and, to prevent dan-
ger, Benches were fet round the Table
atfuch a diftance as put me out of every
body’s reach. However, an unlucky
School-boy aimed a hazel Nut dire&ly
at my head, which very narrowly mif-
fed me; otherwife, it came with fo much
yiolence that it would have infallibly
knocked out my brains, for it was almof}
aslarge asafinall Pumpion: ButIhad the
fatisfaCtion to fee the young Rogue well
beaten, and turned out of the room.

My Matfter gave publick notice, that
he would fhew me again the next Mar-
ket-day, and in the mean time he pre-
pared a more convenient Vehicleforme,
which he had reafon enough to do; for

I was
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1 was fo tired withmy firft Journey,and
with entertaining company for Eight
hours together, that I could hardly ftand
upon my legs, or fpeak a word. It
was at leaft Three days before Irecover-
ed my ftrength; and that T might have
no reft at home, all the neighbouring
Gentlemen froman Hundred milesround,
hearing of my fame, came to fee me at
my Mafter’sown houfe. There could not
be fewer than Thirty perfons with their
Wives and Children (for the Countrey
was very populous;) and my Mafter de-
manded the rate ofa full room when-
ever he fhewed me at home, although
it were only to a fingle family.  So that
for fome time 1 had but little eafe every
day of the week (except /' ednefday ,
which is their Sabbath) although T were
not carried to their town.

M ¢ Mafter finding how profitable I
was like to be, refolved to carry me to
the moft confiderable Cities of the king-
dom. Having therefore provided himfelf

with
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with all things neceffary for a long jour-
ney, and fettled his affairs at home, he
took leave of his Wife; and upon the
17¢h of Auguft 1703, about Two months
after my arrival, we fet out for the Me.
tropdlis, firuated near the middle of that
Empire, and about Three thoufand miles
diftance from our houfe: My Mafter
made his Daughter Glumdalclitch ride
behind him. She carried me on her
Lap in a Box tyed about her Waft. The
Girl had lined it on all fides with the
fofteft Cloth fhe could get, well quilted
underneath, furnifhed it with her Baby’s
bed, provided me with Linen and other
Neceflaries,and made every thing as cons
venient as fhe could. We had no other
company but a Boy of the houfe, who
rodeafter us with the Luggage.

My Matfter’s Defign was to fhew me
in all the towns by the way, and to ftep
out of the road for Fifty or an Hundred
miles, to any Village or Perfon of Quali-
ty’shoufe where he might expe& cuftom.

W e made eafy journies of notabove Seven
or Bightfcore miles a Day : For Glum-
dalelitch, on purpofe te {pare me, com-
plained fhe was tired with the trotting of
the Horfe. She often took me out of
my Box at my own defire, to give me
Air, and fhew me the Countrey, but al-
ways held me faft by 2 Leading-ftring.
We paffed over Five orSix Rivers many
degrees broader and deeper than the Nile
or the Ganges; and there was hardly a
Rivulet fo {mall as the Thames at Lon-
don-Bridge. We were Ten Weeks in
our Journey,and Iwasfhewn in Eighteen
large Towns befides many Villages and
privategFamilies.

O the 26th Day of Oétober, we ar-
rived at the Metropolis, called in their
language Lorbruigrud, or Pride of the
Vniverfe. My Mafter took a lodging
in the principal Street of the City, not
far from the Royal Palace, and put out
Bills in the ufual form, containing an

exalt Defcription of my Perfon and Parts-
He
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He hired a large room between Three
and Four hundred foot wide. He pro-
vided a Table $ixty foot in diameter,
upon which I was to 4& my part, and
palifadoed round Three foot from the
Edge; and as many high, to prevent my
falling over. T was fhewn Ten times a
day to the Wonder and Satisfaltion of
all people. T could now fpeak the lan-
guage tolerably well,and perfe@ly under:
ftood every word that was fpoken to
me. Befides, I had learned their Alpha-
bet, and could make a fhift to explain a
Sentence here and there; for Glumdal-
¢litch had been my Inftru@er while we
were at home, and at leifure hours du-
ring our Journey. She carried A little
Book in her pocket, not much larger
than a Saunfon’s Atlas; it was a common
Treatife for the ufe of young Girls, giv-
ing a-fhort account of their Religion;
out of this.fhe taught me my Lettersy
and interpreted the Words.

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The Author fent for to Court. The Queen

S22 HE frequent Labours I under-
N g‘s went every day made in a few
GO wecksa veryconfiderablechange
in my health: The more my Mafter got
by me, the more unfatiable he grew.Thad
quite loft my Stomach, and was almoft
reduced to a Skeleton. The Farmer ob-
ferved it, and concluding I foon muit
dye, refolved to make as good a hand
of me as he could. While he was thus
VoL I 0 reafoning

e
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reafoning and refolving with himfelf, 3
Slardral, or Gentleman Ufher came from
Court, c>mmanding my Mafter to carry
meimmediately thither for the Diverfion
of the Queen and her Ladies. Some of
the latter hadalready beento fee me, and
reported {trange things of my Beauty,
Bchaviour, and good Senfe. Her Maje.
{ty and thofe who attended herwere be-
yond Meafure delighted with my De-
meanor. I fell on my knees, and begged
the honour of kiffing her Imperial Foot;
but this Gracious Princefs held out her
little Finger towards me (after I was fet
on a Table) which I embraced in both
my Arms, and put the tip of it, with the
urmolt refpe®, to my Lip. She made
me fome general queftions about my
Countrey and my Travels, which I an-
fwerd asdiftinétlyand in as few words as
Ycould. She asked'whether I would be
Content to live at Court. I bowed down
to the hoard of the Table, and humbly
anfwered, that T was my Mafter’s Slave,
but if I were at my own difpofal, I
fhould
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fhould be proud to devote my Life to
her Majefty’s Service. She then asked
my Mafter whether he were willing to
{ell me at a good price. He, who ap-
prehended I could not live a Month,
was ready enough to part with me, and
demanded a Thoufand pieces of Gold,
which were ordered him on the {pot,
each piece being about the bignefs of
Eight hundred Moydores; but,allowing
for the proportion of all things between
that Countrey and Europe, and the high
price of Gold among them, was hardly
{fo great a fum as a Thoufand Guineas
would be in Ezngland. 1 then faid to
the Queen, finceIwas now her Majefty’s
moft humble Creature and Vaffal, I muft
beg the favour, that Glumdalclitch, who
had always tended me with fomuch care
and kindnefs, and underftood to do it {a
well, might be admitted into her fer-
vice, and continue to be my Nurfe and
Inftru@or. Her Majelty agreed to my
Petition, and eafily got the Farmer’s con-
fent, who was glad enough to have his

O 2 Daughter
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Daughter preferred at Court; and the
poor Girl herfelf was not able to hide
her Joy : My late Mafter withdrew, bid-
ing me farewell, and faying he had lefc
me in a good Servnce to which T re-
plyed not a word, nly making him 2
flight bow.

Tue Queen obferved my coldnefs,
and when the Farmer was gone out of
the Apartment, asked me the reafon. I
made bold to tell her Majefty that I
owed no other obligation to my late

Mafter, than his not dafhing out the
brains ofa poor harmlefs Creature found
by chance in his field; which Obligati-
on was amply recompenced by the gain
he had made infhewingme through half
the Kingdom, and the price he had now
fold me for. That the Life I had fince
led, was laborious enough to kill an Ani-
mal of ten times my ftrength. That my
Health was much impaired by the con-
tinual drudgery of entertaining the Rab-
ble every hour of the day, and that ifmy

3 Mafter
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Mafter hadnot thought my lifein danger,
her Majefty,perhaps, would nothavegot
fo cheap a bargain. But as I'was out ofall
fear of being ill treated under the pro-
te@ion of fo great and good an Emprefs,
the Ornament of Nature, the Darling
of the World, the Delight of her Subjetts,
the Pheenix of the Creation; fo, T hoped
my late Mafter’s a pprehenfionswould ap-
pear to begroundlefs, for I already found
my Spirits to revive by the Influence of
her moft Auguft Prefence.

Tais was the fum of my Speech,
delivered with great Improprietics and
Heflitation; the latter part was altoge-
ther framed in the Style peculiar to that
people, whereof T learned fome Phrales
from Glumdalclitch, while fhe was cary-
ing me to Court.

Tue Queen giving great allowance
for my Defetivenefs in {peaking, was
however furprifed at {fo much Wit ard
good Senfe in {0 diminutive an Animal.

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She took me in her own hands, and
carried me to the King, who was then
retired to his Cabinet. His Majefty, a
Prince of much Gravity, and auftere
Countenance, not well obferving my
fhape at firft view, asked the Queen
after a cold manner, how long it was
fince fhe grew fond of a Splacnuck 2 for
fuch it feems he took me to be, as Ilay
upon my breait in her Majefty’s Right
hand. But this Princefls, who hath an
infinite deal of Wit and Humour, fet
me gently on my feet upon the fcrutore,
and commanded me to give His Majefty
an account of myfelf, which I did in
a very few words ; and Glumdalclitch,
who attended at the Cabinet door, and
could not endure I fhould be out of her
fight, being admitted, confirmed all that
had pafled from my Arrival at her Fa-
ther’s Houfe.

T'nE King, although he be as learned

But,
when he heard my Voice, and found
what I delivered to be regularand ratio-
nal, he could not conceal his Aftonifh-
ment. He .was by no, means fatisfied
with the relation I. gave him of the
manner I came into his Kingdom', but
thought it-a Story concerted between
Glumdalclitch and her Father, who had
taught me 2. Sett of words to make me
fell at a higher price. . Upon this imagi-
nation he put feveral other Queftions to
me, and ftill received rational Anfwers,
no otherwife defective than bya foreign
Accent, and an imperfect Knowledge in
the language, with fome ruftick Phrafes
which 1 had learned at the Farmer’s
houfe, and did not fuit the polite Style
of a Court.

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His Majefty fent for Three great
Scholars who were then in their weekly
waiting (according to the cuftom in
that countrey.): Thefe Gentlemen, after
they had a while examined my Shape
with much nicety, were of different
opinions concerning me. They all a-
greed, that T could not be produced ac-
cording to the regular laws of Nature,
becaufe T was not framed with a capa-
city of preferving my life, either by
Swiftnefs, or climbing of Trees, or dig-
ging Holes in the Earth. They obfer-
ved by my Teeth, which they viewed
with great Exa@nefs , that T was a car-
nivorous Animal ; yet moft Quadrupeds
being an Overmatch for me, and Field-
Mice, with fome others, too nimble,
they could not imagine how I fhould be
able to fupport myfelf, unlefs T fed
Upon Snails and other Infefts, which
they offered by many learned argu-
ments to ¢vince that I could not pof-
fibly do. One of thefe Virtuofi feemed

to
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to think that I might be an Embry, or
abortive Birth. But this opinion was
rejefted by the other Two, who obfer-
ved my limbs to be perfect and finifhed,
and that T had lived feveral years, as it
was manifefted from myBeard,theStumps
whereof they plainly difcovered through
a Magnifying-Glafs.

were all in Proportion, and where by
confequence I might be as able to de-
fend myfelf, and to find {uftenance, as
any of his Majefty’s Subjefts could do
here ; which I took for a full Anfwer to
thofe Gentlemens Arguments.

The King, who had a much better Un-
derftanding, difmiffing his learned Men,
fent for the Farmer, who by good for-
tune was not yet gone out of town -
Having therefore firft examined him pri-
vately, and then confronted him withme
and the young Girl, his Majefty began
to think that what we told him might

poffibly
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poffibly be true. He defired the Queen
to order that a particular care {hould
be taken of me, and was of opinion,
that Glumdalclirch fhould ftill continue
in her office of tending me, becaufe he
obferved we had a great affeGtion for
each other., A convenient Apartment
was provided for her at Court; fhe had
a fort of Governefs appointed to take
care of her education, a Maid to drefs
her, and T'wo other fervants for menial
offices ; but, the care of me was wholly
appropriated to herfelf. The Queen
commanded her own Cabinet-maker to
contrive a Box that might {erve me for
a Bed-chamber, after the Model that
Glumdalcliteh and 1 fhould agree upon.
This Man was a moft ingenious Artilt,
and according to my direltions, in Three
weeks finifhed for me a wooden Cham-
ber of Sixteen foot fquare, and Twelve
high, with Safh Windows, a Door, and
Two Clofets, likea Lozdon Bed-chamber.
"The Board that made the Cieling was to
be lifted up and down by Two Hinges,

to
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to put in a Bed ready furnifhed by her
Majefty’s Upholfterer, which Glumdal-
clitch took out every day to air, made
it with her own hands, and letting it
down at night, locked up the Roof over
me. A nice Workman, who was fa-
mous for little curiofities, undertook to
make me Two Chairs, with Backs and
Frames, ofa Subftance not unlike Ivory,
and Two Tables, witha Cabinet to put
my things in. The Room was quilted
on all fides, as well as the Floor and
the Cieling, to prevent any Accident
from the Carelefnefs of thofe who car-
ried me, and to break the Force of a
Jolt when T went in a Coach. I de-
fired a Lock for my Door to prevent
Rats and Mice from coming in: The
Smith after feveral Attempts made the
fmalleft that was ever feen among them,
for I have known a larger at the Gate
of a Gentleman’s houfe in England.
I made a fhift to keep the Key in a
Pocket of my own, fearing Glumdal-
clizeh might lofe it. The Queen like-

wife
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wife ordered the thinneft Silks that could
be gotten, to make me Cloaths, not
much thicker than an Englifb Blanket,
very cumberfome till T was accuftomed

¢to them. They were after the fafhion

of the Kingdom, partly refembling the
Perfian, and partly the Chinefe, and are
a very grave decent Habit.

Tue Queen became fo fond of my
company, that fhe could not dine with-
out me. I had a Table placed upon the
fame at which her Majefty eat, juft at
her Left elbow, and a Chair to fit on.
Glumdalclitch {tood upon a Stool on the
Floor, near my Table, to affift and take
care of me. I had an entire Set of Sil-
ver Difhes and Plates, and other Necef-
faries, which in proportion to thofe of
the Queen, were not much bigger than
what T have feen of the fame kind in 2
London Toy-fhop, for the furniture of
a Baby-houfe : Thefe my little Nurfe
kept in her pocket in a Silver Box, and

gave me at meals as I wanted them, al-
ways
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ways cleaning them herfelf  No Per-
fon dined with the Queen but the Two
Princefles Royal, the elder Sizteen years
old, and the younger at that time Thir- ,
teen and a month. Her Majefty ufed to
put a bit of meat upon one of my difhes,
out of which ¥ carved for myfelf ; and
her diverfion was to fee me eat in Mini-
ature. For the Queen (who had indeed
but a weak ftomach) took up at one
mouthful, as much as a dozen Englifh
Farmers could eat at a meal, which to
me was for fome time a very naufeous
fight. She would craunch the Wing of
a Tark, bones and all, between her
tecth, “although it were Nine times as
large as that of a full grown Turkey ;
and put a bit of Bread in Rer mouth,,
as big as Two Twelvepenny Loaves.
She drank out of a golden Cup, above
a Hogfhead at a draught. Her Knives
were twice as long as a Scythe fet firajt
upon the handle ; the Spoons, Forks,
and other Inftruments wereall in the fame

proportion. T remember when Glum-
dalclitch
6
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daleliteh carried me out of curiofity to
fee fome of the Tables at Court, where
Ten or a Dozen of thefe enormous
Knives and Forks were lifted up toge-
ther, Tthought T had never till then be-
held fo terriblea fight.

It is the cuftom that every #ednef-
day (which, as I have before obferved,
was their Sabbath) the King and Queen,
with the Royal Iffue of both fexes,
dine together in the apartment of his
Majefty, to whom I was now become a
great Favourite; and at thefe Times my
little Chair and Table were placed at
his Left hand before one of the Salt-
fellers. This Prince took a pleafure in
converfing with me, enquiring into the
Manners, Religion, Laws, Government,
and Learning of Europe, wherein 1§
gave him the beft account I was able.
His Apprehenfion was fo clear, and his
Judgment fo exal, that he made very
wife Reflexions and Obfervations upon
all T faid. But, T confefs, that after I

had
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had been a little too copious in talking
of my own beloved Countrey, of our
Trade, and Wars by Sea and Land, of
our Schifms in Religion, and Partres in
the State; the Prejudices of his educa-
tion prevailed fo far, that he could not
forbear taking me up in his Right hand,
and ftroaking me gently with the other,
after an hearty Fit of laughing, asked me
whether Iwere a Whig or a Tory. Then
turning to his Firft Minifter, who waited
behind him with a White ftaff, near as
tall as the Main-maft of the Royal §o-
werain ; he obferved how contemptible
a Thing was human Grandeur, which
could be mimicked by fuch diminutive
infects as I: And yet, faid he, I dare
engage, thefe Creatures have their Titles
and Diftin&tions of Honour, they con-
trive little Nefts and Burrows, that they
call Houfes and Cities ; they make a
figure in Dres and Equipage; they
love, they fight, they difpute, they
cheat, they betray. And thus he con-
tinued on, while my colour came and

went
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went feveral times with indignation to
hear our noble Countrey, the Miftrefs
of Artsand Arms, theScourge of France;
the Arbitrefs of Europe, the Seat of Vir-
tue, Piety, Honour, and Truth, the Pride
and Envy of the World, fo contemptu-
oufly treated.

BuT, as I was not in a condition to
refent Injuries, {0, upon mature thoughts,
I began to doubt whether I were injured
or no. For, after having been accuftom-
ed feveral months to the fight and con-
verfe of this people, and obferved every
obje& upon which I caft mine eyes to
be of proportionable Magnitude, the
Horror I had firft conceived from their
Bulk and Afpe& was fo fir worn off,
that if I had then beheld a company
of Englifb Lords and Ladies in their
Finery and Birth-day Cloaths; afting
their feveral Parts in the moft courtly
manner of Strutting, and Bowing, and
Prating; to fay the truth, Ifhould have
been ftrongly tempted to laugh as much

Vou. L P at
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at them as this King and his Grandees
did at me. Neither indeed could 1 for-
bear fmiling at myfelf, when the Queen
ufed to place me upon her hand towards
a Looking-glafs, by which both our
Perfons appeared before me in full view
together ; and there could nothing be-
more ridiculous than the Cornpari{'on:
So that I really began to imagine my-
felf dwindled many degrees below my
u{fual fize.

NorHiNG angred and mortified me

fo much as the Queen’s Dwarf, who
being of the loweft ftature that was ever
in that countrey (for I verily think he
was not full Thirty foot high) became
infolent at {eeing a Creature {o much
beneath him, that he would always affect
to fwagger and look big as he pafled by
me in the Queen’s Antichamber, while
I was ftanding on fome Table talking
with the Lords or Ladies of the Court,
and he feldom failed of a fmall word
or two upon my Littlene(s ; againft

which
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which I could only revenge myfelf by
calling him Brother, challenging him t6
wreftle, and fuch Repartees as are ufual
in the mouths of Conrr Pages. ' One day
at dinner this malicious little Cubb was
fo nettled with fomething T had faid o
him, that raifing himf{clf upon the Frame
of her Majefty’s Chair, he took me up
by the middle, as I was fitting down, not
thinking any harm, and let me drop into
a large Silver Bowl of Cream, and then
ran away-as faft as he could. I fell over
head and ears, and if I had not been a
good {fwimmer, it might have gone very
hard with me ; for Glumdalclitch in
that inftant happened to be at the other
end of the room, and the Queen was
in fuch a Fright that fhe wanted Pre-
fence of mind to affift me. But my little
Nurfe ran to my relief, and took me out,
after T had fwallowed above a Quart of
Cream. I was put to bed ; however I
received no other damage than the lofs
of a Suit of Cloaths, which was utterly
fpoiled. The Dwarf was foundly whip-

P ped,
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ped, and as a furcher Punifhment, forced’
to drink up the Bowl of cream, into
which he had thrown me; neither was
he ever reftored to favour : For, foon
after the Queen beftowed him to a Lady
of high Quality, fo that I faw him no
more, to my very great fatisfaion ; for
I could not tell to what extremity fuch
a malicious Urchin might have carried
his refentment.

He had before ferved me a fcurvy
trick, which fet the Queen a laughing,

although at the fame time {he were hear-
tily vexed, and would have immediately
cafhiered him, if I had not been fo ge-
nerous as to intercede. Her Majefty had
taken a Marrow-bone upon her Plate,
and after knocking out the Marrow,
placed the Bone again in the Difh ereft
as it {ftood before ; the Dwarf watching
his opportunity,while Glumdalclitchwas
gone to the fide-board, mounted upon
the Stool fhe ftoodon to take care of me
at meals, took me up in both hands, and

fqueezing

The King-
dom is much peftered with Flies in fum-
mer, and thefe odious Infells, each of
them as big as a Dunflable Lark, hardly
gave me any reft while I fat at dinner,
with their continual humming and buz-
zing about mine ears. They would
fometimes alight upon my victuals, and

P3 leave
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leavetheirloathfomeExcrement orSpawn
behind, which to me was very vifible,
though not to the Natives of that coun-
trey, whofe large Opticks were not fo
acute’as mine in viewing fmaller ObjeQs.
Sometimes they would fix ‘upon my
Nofe or Forehead, where they ftung me
to the quick, {melling very offenfively,
and I could eafily trace that vifcous mat-
ter, which our Naturalifts tell us enables
thofe Creatures to walk with their fect
upwards upon a cieling. Thad much ado
to defend myfelf againft thefe deteftable
Animals, and could not forbear farting
when they came on my face. Tt was
the common pra&ice of the Dwarf to
catch a number of thefe Infe&@s in his
hand, as School-boys do among us, and
let them out fuddenly under my nofe on
purpofe to frighten me, and divert the
Queen. My Remedy was to cut them
in pieces with my Knife as they flew in
the air, wherein my Dexterity was much
admired,

I re.
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T remember one morning when Glum-
dalcliteh had fer me in my box upen a
Window, as fhe ufually did in fair days
to give me air (for I durft not venture
to let the Box be hung ona Nail out of
the Window, as we do with Cages in
England) after I had lifted up one of
my Safhes, and fat down at my table to
eat a piece of Sweet Cake for my Break-
faft, above Twenty Wafps, allured by the
{mell, came flying into the room, hum-
ming louder than the Drones of as many
Bagpipes. Someof them {eized my Cake,
and carried it piece-meal away, others
flew about my Head and Face, confound-
ing me with the noife, and putting me
. in the utmoft terror of their Stings.
However I had the Courage to rife and
draw my Hanger, and attack them in the
air. 1 difpatched Four of them, but the
reft got away, and I prefently fhut my
Window. Thefe Creatures wereas large
asPartridges, I took out theirStings,found
them an Inch and a Half long, and as

P 4 {harp
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fharp as Needles. I carefully preferved
them all, and having fince fhewn them
with fome other curiofities in feveral
parts of Exrgpe ; upon my return to Eng-
land 1 gave Three of them to Grefbam
College, and kept the Fourth for myfelf,

CHAP 1V.

The Countrey defcribed. A Propofal for
corretting modern Maps. The King's
Palace, and fome Account of the Me-
tropolis. The Author’s way of tra-
velling. The chief Temple defiribed.

& N OW intend to give the reader
@ afhortDefcription ofthis couns
f5ey trey, as far as I travelled in it,

whichwas not above Twothoufand mlles
raund Lorbrulgrud the Metropolis. For,

the Queen, whom I always attended, ne-
ver went further when fhe accompamed
the King in his Progrefles, and there ftaid
till his Majefty returned from viewing
his Frontiers. The whole Extent of this
Prince’s dominions reaching about Six
thoufand milesin Length,and from Three
to Five in Breadth. From whence I can-
notbut conclude that our Geographers of
Lurope are in a great error, by fuppofing
nothing
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nothing but Sea between Faparn and
California;, for it was ever my opinion,
that there muft be a balance of earth to
counterpoife the great Continent of Zar-
zary ; and therefore they ought to cor-
rett their Maps and Charts, by joining
this vaft Tra& of Land to the North-weft
parts of Admerica, wherein I {hall be rea-
dy:to lend them my affiftance.

T e Kingdom is a Peninfula, termi-
nated to the North-eaft by a Ridge of
Mountains Thirty miles high,which are
altogether impaffable by reafon of the
Volcanoes upon the tops. Neither do
the moft Learned know what fort of
mortals inhabit beyond thofe mountains,
or whether they be inhabited at all.
On the Three other fides it is bounded
by the Ocean. There is not one Sea-
port in the whole Kingdom, and thofe
Parts of the Coafts into which the Rivers
iffue are fo full of pointed Rocks, and
the Sea generally fo rough, that there is
no venturing with the {fmalleft of their

Boats,
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Boats, fo that thefe people are wholly
excluded from any Commerce with the
reft of the world. But the large Rivers
are full of Vellels, and abound with ex-
cellent Fifh, for they feldom get any
from the Sea, becaufe the Sea-fifh are of
the fame fize with thofe in Europe, and
confequently not worth catching ; where-
by it is manifeft, that Nature inthe Pro-
duétion of Plants and Animals of fo ex-
traordinary a bulk is wholly confined to
this Continent, of which I leave the
reafons to be determined by Philofo-
phers. However, now and then they
take a Whale that happens to be dafh-
ed againft the Rocks, which the common
people feed on heartily. Thefe Whales
1 have known fo large that a Man could
hardly carry oneupon his Shoulders; and
fometimes for curiofity they are brought
in Hampers to Lorbrulgrud: 1 {aw one
of them in a Difh at the King’s Table,
which paffed for a Rarity, but I did not
obferve he was fond of it; for I think
indeed the Bignefs difgufted him, al-

though
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though I have feen one fomewhat larger
in Greenland.

THe Country is well inhabited, for
it contains Fifty one Cities, near an Hun-
dred walled Towns, and a great num-
ber of Villages. To fatisfy my curious
reader, it may be fufficient to defcribe
Lorbrulgrud. This City ftands upon al-
moft Two equal Parts on each fide the
River that paffes through. It contains
above Eighty thoufand Houfes,and about
Six hundred thoufand Inhabitants. It is
in length Three Glongluns (which make
about Fifty four Englifh Miles) and Two
and a half in breadth, as T meafured it
myfelf in the Royal Map made by the
King’s Order, which was laid on the
ground on putpofe for me, and extend-
ed an Hundred Feet; I paced the Dia-
meter and Circumference feveral times
barefoot, and computing by the Scale,
meafured it pretty exaltly.

THE King:’s Palace is no regular Edi-
fice,
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fice, but an heap of Buildings about Se-
ven miles round: The chief Rooms are
generally Two hundred and Forty foot
high, and broad and long in proporti-
on. A Coach was allowed to Glumdal-
clitch and me, wherein her Governefs
frequently took her out to fee the town,
or go among the fhops; and I was al-
ways of the party, carried in my Box;
although the Girl at my own defire would
often take me out, and hold me in her
hand, that I might more conveniently
view the Houfes and the People as we
pafled along the Streets. I reckoned our
Coach to be about a Square of #eft-
minfler-Hall, but not altogether {o high;
however, I cannot be very exact. One
day the Governefs ordered our Coach-
man to ftop at feveral Shops, wherc the
Beggars, watching their opportunity,
croudedtothefidesofthe Coach,and gave
me the moft horrible Spetacles thatever
an Engli/b Eye beheld. There was a
Woman with a Cancer in her Breaft,
fwelled to a monftrous fize, full of holes,

in

3
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in Two or Three of which I could haye
eafily crept, and covered my whole body.
There was a fellow with a Wen in his
Neck, larger than Five Woolpacks, and
another with a couple of wooden Legs,
each about T'wenty foot high. But, the
moft hateful Sight of all was the Lice
crawling on their clothes. I could fee di-
ftinétly the Limbs of thefe vermin with
my naked eye, much better than thofe of
an Buropean Loufe thro>-a Microfcope,
and their Snouts with which they root-
ed like Swine. They were the firft T had
ever beheld, and I fhould have been curi-

ousenough to diffect one of them, if Thad
proper Inftruments (which I unluckily
left behind me in the Ship) although in-
deed the Sight was o naufeous, that it
perfeltly turned my ftomach.

Besipe the large Box in which I was
ufually carried, the Queen ordered a
{maller one to be made for me, of about
Twelve foot fquare,and Ten high, for the

convenience of travelling, becaufe the
other
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other was fomewhat too large for Glum-
dalelitch’s Lap, and cumberfome in the
Coach; it was made by the fame Artift,
whom I dire&ted in the whole contri-
vance. ‘This travelling Clofet was an
exa& Square with 2 Window in'the mid-
dle ' of Three of the Squares, and each
Window was latticed with Iron Wire on
¢he outfide, to prevent accidents in long
journies. On the fourth fide, which had
no Window, two firong Staples were
fixed, through which the Perfon thatcar-
ried me, when I had a mind to be on
horfeback, put in a Leathern Belt, and
buckled it about his Wafte. This was
always the office of fome grave trufty
Servant in whom I could confide, whe-
ther I attended the King and Queen in
their Progreffes, or were difpofed to fee
the Gardens, or pay a vifit to fome great
Lady or Minifter of State in the Court,
when G lumdalclitch happened to be out
of order: For I foon began to be known
and efteemed among thegreateft Officers,
I fuppofe more upon account of their

Majefty’s
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Majefty’s Favour than any Merit of my
own. In journies, when T was weary
of the Coach, a Servant on horfeback
would buckle my Box, and place it on
a Cufhion before him; and there T had
a full Profpet of the Countrey on'Three
Sides from my Three Windows. I had
in this Clofet a Field-bed and a Ham-
mock hung from the Cieling, Two Chairs
and a Table, neatly {crewed to the Floor,
to prevent being tofled about by the A-
gitation of the Horfe or the Coach. And
having been long ufed to Sea-Voyages,
thofe Motions,although fometimes very

violent, did not much difcompofe me.

WHENEVER I had a mind to fee the
Town, it was always in my Travelling-
Clofet, which Glumdalclitch held in her
Lap in a kind of open Sedan, after the fa-
thion of the countrey, born by Four Men,
andattended by TwoothersintheQueen’s
Livery. = The People who had often
heard of me, were very curious to croud
about the Sedan, and the Girl was com-

plaifant
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plaifant cnough to make the Bearers ftop,
and to take me in her hand that I might
be more conveniently {een.

I was very defirous to fee the chief
Temple, and particularly the Tower be-
longing to it, which is reckoned the
higheft in the Kingdom. Accordingly
one day my Nurfe carried me thither, but
I may trulyfayIcameback difappointed;
for, the height is not above Three thou-
fand foot, and reckoning from the Ground
to the higheft Pinnacletop; which allow-
ing for the difference between the fizeof
thofe people, and us in Eurgpe, is no
great matter for admiration, nor at all
equal in proportion, (if I rightly remem-
ber) to dalisbury Steeple. But, not to
detra&t, from a Nation to which durin
my life I {hall acknowledge my felf ex-
tremely obliged, it muft be allowed that
whatever this famous Tower wants in
Height is amply made up in Beauty and
Strength. For the Walls are near an Hun-
dred foot thick, built of hewn Stone,
VoL L QT whereof
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whereof each is about Forty foot fquare,
and adorned on all fides with Statues of
Gods and Emperors cut in Marble larger
than the Life, placed in their feveral Nich-
es. I meafured a Little finger which had
fallen down from one of thefe Statues,
and lay unperceived among fome rub-
bifh, and found it exaltly Four foot and
an inch in length. Glumdalclizeh wrap-
ped it up in a Handkerchief, and car-
ried it home in her Pocket to keep a-
mong other Trinkets, of which the Girl
was very fond, as Children at her age
ufually are.

TueKing’s Kitchen is indeed a noble
Building, vaulted at top, and about Six
hundred foot high. The great Oven is
not fo wide by Ten paces as the Cupola
at St. Paul’s: For 1 meafured the latter
on purpofe after my return. But if I
fhould deferibe the Kitchen-grate, the
prodigious Pots and Kettles, the joints
of Meat turning on the Spits, with ma-
ny other particulars, perhaps I {hould be

hardly

hardly believed ; at leaft a fevere Critick
would be apt to think I enlarged a little,
as Travellers are often {ufpeited to do.
To avoid which cenfure, I fear Thaverun
too much into the other extream ; and
that if this Treatife fhould happen to be
tranflated into the Language of Brob-
dingnag, (which is the general name of
that Kingdom) and tranfmitted thither,
the King and his People would have rea-
fon to complain thatI had done theman
injury by a falfe and diminutive Repre-
fentation.

H 1s Majefty feldom kemps above Six
hundred Horfes in his Stables : They
are generally from Fifty four to Sixty
foot high. But, when he goes abroad on
folemn days, he is attended for ftate by
a Militia Guard of five hundred Horfe,
which indeed I thought was the moft
fplendid Sight that could be ever beheld,
till I faw part of his Army in Battalia,
whereof I {hall find another occafion to
{peak.

I‘wah in that countrey, if my
h__‘#* Littlene{'s had not expofed me

to feveral ridiculous and troublefome
accidents ; fofie of which I fhall venture
to relate. Glumdaleliteh often carried

While fhe was
abfent and out of hearing, a fmall white
Spaniel belonging to one of the chiefGar-
diners, having got by accident into the
Garden, happened to rangenear the Place
where I lay. The Dog following the
Scent, came direé&tly up, and taking me
in his mouth ran ftrait to his Matker,
wagging his tail, and fet me gently on
the ground. By good fortune he had
been fo well taught, that I was carried
betwgen his Teeth without the leaft
hurt, or even tearing my clothes. But,
the poor Gardiner, who knew me well,
and had a great kindnefs for me, was in
a terrible fright. He gently took me
up in both his hands, and asked me how
1 did ; but I was fo amazed and out of
Breath, that I could not fpeak a word.
In a few minutes I came to my felf,
and he carried me fafe to my little Nurfe,
who by this time had returned to the
Place where fhe left me, and was in cruel
agonies when I did not appear, nor an-
fwer when fhe called ; fhe feverely repri=

Q 4 manded
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manded the Gardiner on account of his
Dog. But, the thing was hufhed up,
and never known at Court; for the Girl
was afraid of the Queen’s Anger, and
truly as to myfelf, I thought it would
not be for my reputation that fuch a
ftory fhould go about.

Ta1s Accident abfolutely determin-
ed Glumdalclitehnever to truft me abroad
for the future out of her fight. T had
been long afraid of this Refolutiongand
therefore concealed from her fome little
unlucky Adventures that happened in
thofe times when I was left by myfelf,
Once a Kite hovering over the Garden
made a ftoop at me, and ifI had not
refolutely drawn my Hanger, and run
under a thick Efpalier, he would have
certainly carried me away in his talons.
Another time walking to the top of a
frefh Mole-hill, I fell to my neck in the
hole through which that Animal had caft
up the earth, and coined fome Lye
not worth remembring, to excufe my-

felf
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felf for fpoiling my cloaths. I likewife
broke my Right fhin againft the {hell of
2 Snail, which I happened to ftumble
over, as I was walking alone, and think-
ing on poor England.

I cannot tell whether I were more
pleafed or mortified to obferve in thofe
folitary Walks, that the fmaller Birdsdid
not appear to beat all afraid of me, but
would hop about within a Yard diftance,
looking for worms, and other food with
as much Indifference and Security as if

no creature at all were near them. T
remember, a Thrufh had the confidence
to fnatch out of my hand with his Bill
a piece of Cake that Glumdalclitch had
juft given me for my breakfaft. When
I attempted to catch any of thefe Birds,
they would boldly turn againft me, en-
deavouring to pick my fingers, which 1
durft not venture within their reach;
and then they would turn back uncon-
cerned to hunt for Worms or Snails, as
they did before. But, one day I took

a thick
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a thick Cudgel, and threw it withall my
ftrength fo luckily at a Linnet, that I
knocked him down, and feizing him by
the neck with both my hands, ran with
him in triumph to my Nurfe. How-
ever, the Bird, who had only been ftun-
ned, recovering himfelf, gave me fo ma-
ny Boxes with his Wings on both fides
of my head and Body, though I held him
at Arm’s length, and was out of the reach
of his Claws, that I was Twenty times
thinking to let him go. But I was foon
relieved by one of our Servants, who
wrung, off the Bird’s Neck, and I had him
next day for dinner by the Queen’s com-
mand. This Linnet, asnear as I can re-
member, {eemed to be fomewhat larger
than an Enrgli/h Swan.

T ue Maids of Honour often invited
Glumdalclitch to their apartments, and
defired fhe would bring me along with
her, on purpofe to have the pleafure of
feeing and touching me. They would
often firip me naked from top to toe,

' and
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and layme at full length in their Bofoms;
wherewith T was much difgufted ; be-
caufe, to fay the truth, a very offenfive
Smell came from their skins; which I do
not mention or intend to the difadvan-
tage of thofe excellent Ladies, for whom
I have all 'manner of refpet; but, 1
conceive that my Senfe was more acute
in proportion to my Littlenefs, and that
thofe illuftrious Perfons were no more
difagreeable to their Lovers, or to each
other, than People of the fame Quality
are with us in England. And, after all,
I found their natural Smell was much
more fupportable than when they ufed
Perfumes, under which I immediately
fwooned away. 1 cannot forget that
an intimate Friend of mine in Lil/iput
took the freedom in a warm day, when
1 had ufeda good deal of Exercife, to com.
plain ofa ftrong Smellabout me,although
I am as little faulty that way as moft
of my Sex : But I fuppofe his faculty of
Smelling was as nice with regard to me,
as mine was to that of this people. Up-

on
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on this point, I cannot forbear doing
juftice to the Queen my Miftrefs, and
Glumdalclitch my Nurfe, whofe Perfons
were as fweet as thofe of any Lady in
England.

Tuar which gave me moft uneafi-
nefs among thefe Maids of Honour,
when my Nurfecarried me to vifit them,
was to fee them ufe me without any
manner of ceremony, like a Creature
who had no fort of confequence. For,
they would ftrip themfelves to the skin,
and put on their Smocks in my prefence,
while T was placed on their Toylet di-
rectly before their naked Bodies, which,
I am fure, to me was very far from be-
ing a tempting Sight, or from giving me
any other emotions than thofe of Hor-
ror and Difguft. Their Skins appeared
fo coarfe and uneven, fo varioufly
coloured when I faw them  near,
with a Mole here and there as
broad as a Trencher, and Hairs hanging
from it thicker than Pack-threads; to

fay
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{fay nothing further concerning the reft
of their Perfons. Neither did they at
all fcruple while T was by to difcharge
what they had drunk, to the quantity
of at leaft Two Hogfheads, in a Veflel
that held above Three Tuns. The hand«
fomeft among thefe Maids of Honour,
a pleafant frolickfome Girl of Sixteen,
would fometimes fet me aftride upon
one of her Nipples, with many other
tricks, wherein the Reader will excufe
me for not being over particular. But,
I was fo much difpleafed, that I entreat-
ed Glumdalclitch to contrive fome ex-

cufe for not feeing that young Lady any
more.

ONE day, a young Gentleman who .
was Nephew to my Nutfe’s Governefs,
came and preffed them both to fee an
Execution. It was of a Man who had
murdered one of that Gentleman’s in-
timate acquaintance. Glumdalclitchwas
prevailed on to be of the company, very
much againft her inclination, for fhe was

: natus
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naturally tender-hearted : And, as for
myfelf, although I abhorred fuch kind
of fpetacles, yet my curiofity tempted
me to {eefomething that T thought muft
be extraordinary. The MalefaiGor was
fixed in a Chair upon a Scaffold erefted
for the purpofe, and his Head cut off
at a blow with a Sword of about Forty
foot long. The Veins and Arteries
fpouted up fuch a prodigious quantity
of blood, and fo high in the air, that
the great Jesz dean at Verfuilles was
not equal for the time it lafted ; and the
Head when it fell on the Scaffold floor,
gave fuch a bounce, as made me ftare,
although Twere at leaft Half an Englifb
mile diftant.

THE Queen, who often ufed to heas
me talk of my Sea Voyages, and took all
occafions to divert. me when I was me-
lancholy ; asked me whether T under.
ftood how to handle a Sail or an Oar, and
whether alittle exercife of Rowi ngmight
not be convenient for my health. I

anfwered,
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anfwered, that I underftood both very
well. For although my proper Employ-
ment had been to be Surgeon or Doc-
tor to the Ship, yet often upon a pinch,
1 was forced to work like a common
Mariner. But, I could not fee how
this could be done in their countrey,
where the fmalleft Wherry was equal to
a Firft rate Man of War among us, and
fuch a Boat as I could manage would
never live in any of their Rivers: Her
Majefty faid, if I would contrive a Boat,
her own Joyner fhould make it, and fhe
would provide a place for me to fail in.
The Fellow was an ingenious Work-
man, and by my inftru&tions in Ten
days finifhed a Pleafure-boat with all its
Tackling, able conveniently to hold
Eight Europeans. When it was finifh-
ed, theQueen was o delighted, that fhe
yan with it in her Lap to the King, who
ordered it to be put in a Ciftern full of
Water, with me in it, by way of tryal,
where T could not manage my two Sculls
or little Oars for want of room. But,

the
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the Queen had before contrived ano-
ther Proje&t. She ordered the Joyner to
make a wooden Trough of Three hun-
dred foot long, Fifty broad, and Eight
deep ; which being well pitched to pre-
vent leaking, was placed on the floor
along the Wall, in an outer room of the
Palace. It had a Cock near the bottom
to let out the Water when it began to
grow ftale, and T'wo Servants could ea-
fily £ill it in Halfan hour. Here I often
ufed to row for my own diverfion, as
well as that of the Queen and her Ladies,
who thought themfelves well entertain-
. ed with my skill and agility. Some-
times I would put up my Sail, and then
my bufinefs was only to fteer, while the
Ladies gave me a Gale with their Fans ;
and when they were weary, fome of the
Pages would blow my Sail forward with
their breath, while I fhewed my-Art by
fteering Starboard or Larboard as I plea-
fed. When I had done, Glumdalclizch
always carried back my Boat into her

Clofet, and hung it on a Nail to dry.
In
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In this exercife I once met an acci-
dent which had like to have coft me my
life. For, oneofthe Pages having putmy
Boat into the Trough, the Governefs
who attended Glumdalclitch, very of-
ficioufly lifted gne up to place me in the
Boat, but T happened to' {lip through her
Fingers, and fhould have infallibly fil-
len down Forty foot upon the Floor, if
by the luckieft chance in the world, I
had not been ftopp’d by a Corking-pin
that ftuck in the good Gentlewoman’s
Stomacher; the Head of the Pin paffed
between my Shirt and the Waft-band of
my Breeches, and thus I was held by the
middle in the air till Glumdalelitch ran
to my reliefi

ANOTHER time, one of the Ser-
vants, whofe Offfite it was to fill my
Trough every Third day with frefhWa-
ter, ‘was {o carelefs to let a huge Frog °
(not perceiving it) {lip out of his Pail.
The Frog lay concealed till I was put

Vor. L R into
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into my Boat, but then feeing a refting
Place, climbed up, and made it lean {o
much on one fide, that I was forced to
balance it with all my weight on the
other, to prevent overturning. When
the Frog was got in, it hopped at once
Half the length of the Boat, and then
over my Head, backwards and forwards,
dawbing my Face and Clothes with its
odious Slime. The largenefs of its Fea-
tures made it appear the moft deformed
Animal that can be conceived. How-
ever, I defired Glumdalclitch to let me

deal with it alone. I banged it a good
while with one of my Sculls, and at laft
forced it to leap out of the Boat.

Bur, the greateft Danger I ever un-
derwent in that kingdom, was from a
Monkey, who belonged to one of the
Clerks of the Kitchen. Glumdaleliteh
had locked me up in her Clofet, while
fhe went fomewhere upon bufinefs or a
vifit. The Weather being very warm,
the Clofet Window was left open, as

well
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well as the Windows and the Door of
my bigger Box, in which I ufually liv-
ed, becaufe of its Largenefs and Conve-
niency. ~As I fat quietly meditating
at my table, I heard fomething bounce
in at the Clofet Window, and skip a-
bout from one fide to the other; where-
at although I was much alarmed, yet
I ventured to look out, but ftirred
not from my feat; and then I faw this
frolickfome Animal, frisking and leap-
ing up and down till at laft he came to
my Box, which he feemed to view with
great pleafure and curiofity, peeping in
at the door and every window. I re-
treated to the farther corner of my
Room, or Box, but the Monkey look-
ing in at every fide, put me into {uch
a fright, that I wanted prefence of Mind
to conceal myfelf under the Bed, asX
might eafily have done. After fome
time fpent in peeping, grinning, and
chattering, he at laft efpyed me, and
reaching one of his paws in at the

door, asa Cat does when fhe plays with
R 2 a Moufe,
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a Moufe, although T often fhifted place
to avoid him, he at length caught hold
of the Lappet of my Coat (which being
made of that Countrey Cloth, was very
thick and ftrong) and dragged me out.
He took me up in his right Fore-foot
and held me as a Nurfe does a Child
fhe is going to fuckle, juft as T have feen
the fame fort of Creature do with a
Kitten in Ewurope: And when I offered
to ftruggle, he fqueezed me fo hard, that
1 thought it more prudent to fubmit. I
have good reafon to believe that he took
me for a young one of his own Species, by
his often ftroaking my Face very gently
with his other paw. In thefe Diverfi-
ons he was interrupted by a Noife at
the Clofet Door, as if fome body were
opening it; whereupon he fuddenly
leaped up to the Window at which he
had come in, and thence upon the Leads
and Gutters, walking upon Three Legs,
.and holding me in the fourth, till he
clamber’d up to a Roof that was next to
ours. Lheard Glumdalclitch give a fhreek

at
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at the moment he was carrying me out,
The poor Girl wasalmoft diftratted: That
quarter of the Palace wasall inan uproars;
the Servants ran for Ladders; the Mon-
key was feen by hundreds in the Court
fitting upon the ridge of a Building,
holding me like a Baby in one of his
Fore-paws, and feeding me with the o-
ther, by cramming into my mouth fome
ViGuals he had {queezed out of the Bag
on one fide of his Chaps, and patting
me when I would not eat; whereat
many of the Rabble below could not
forbear laughing; neither do I think
they juftly ought to be blamed, for with-
out queftion the Sight was ridiculous e-
nough to every body but my felf. Some
of the people threw up Stones, hoping
to drive the Monkey down; but this was
ftrictly forbidden, or elfe very probably
my Brains had been dafhed out.

Tue Ladders were now applied, and
mounted by feveral Men,whichthe Mon-
key obferving, and finding himfelf al-

S moft
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moft encompaffed; not being able to
make {peed enough with his Three legs,
letmedrop on a ridge Tyle, and made his
efcape. Here T fat for fome time Three
hundred Yards from the ground, expe@-
ing every moment to be blown down
by the Wind, or to fall by my own Gid-
dinefs, and come tumbling over and over
from the Ridge to the Eeves. But an
honeft Lad, one of my Nurfe’s Footmen,
climbed up, and putting ‘me into his
Breeches Pocket, brought me down fafe.

T'was almoft choaked with the filthy
ftuff the Monkey had crammed down
my throat; but, my dear little Nurfe
picked it out of my mouth with a
fmall Needle, and then I fll a vomit-
ing, which gave me great relief, Yet
T was fo weak and bruifed in the fides
with the Squegzes given me by this odi-
ous Animal, that T was forced to keep
my bed a Fortnight. The King, Queen
and 21l the Court fent every day to en-
quire after my health, and her Majefty

made
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made me feveral Vifits during my fick-
nefs. ‘The Monkey was killed, and an
Order made that no fuch Animal fhould
be kept about the Palace.

waex T attended the King after my
Recovery, to return him thanks for his
fivours, he was pleafed to rally me 2
good deal upon this ‘Adventure, He¢
~cked me what my Thoughts and Spe-
culations were while T lay in the Mon-
key’s Paw, how I liked the Victuals he
ave mie, his manner of Feeding, and
whether the frefh Air on the Roof had
{harpned my Stomach. He defired t0
know what I ‘would have done upon
fuch an occafion in my own Countrey-
1 told his Majefty, that in Eurcpe W€
fiad no Monkeys, except fuch as were
brought for Curiofities from other places,
and fo fmall, that I could deal with'a
dozen of them togethers if they pre-
fumed to attack me. And as for that
monftrous Animal with W hom T was {0
fately engaged, (it was indeed as large
R 4 as
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as.an Elephant) if my Fears had {uffer.
€d me to think fo far as to make ufe
ofmy Hanger (looking fiercetyand clap-
ping my Hand upon the Hilt as T {poke)
when he poked his Paw into my Cham-
ber, perhapsT thould have given himfuch
a Wound, aswould have made him glad
to withdraw it with more haft than he
put it in. This I delivered in a firm
tone, like a perfon who was jealous left
his Couragefhould be called in queftion.
However, my Speech produced nothing
elfe befides a loud Laughter, which all
the Refpedt dueto his Ma jelty from thofe
about him'could not make them cop-
tain. This made me refle how vain
an attempt it is for a man to endeavour
doing himfelf Honour among thofe who
are out of all degree of Equality or
Comparifon with him. And yet I have
feen the Moral of my own Behaviour
very frequent in Englind fince my re-
turn, where a little contemptible Var-
let, without the leaft Title to Birth, Per-
fon, Wit, or common Senfe, {hall pre-
fume
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fume to look with Importance, and put
himfelf upon a foot with the greateft
"Perfons of the kingdom.y

I was every day furnifhing the court
with fome ridiculous Story ; and G/um-
dalcliteh, although fhe loved me to ex-
cefs, yet was arch enough to inform the
Queen, whenever I committed any fol-
ly that fhe thought would be diverting
to her Majefty. TheGirl who had been
out of order, was carried by her Gover-
nefs to take the air about an Hour’s
diftance, or Thirty miles from town.
They alighted out of the Coach near a
{mall Foot-path in a Field, and Glum-
dalclitch fetting down my Travelling
box, I went out ofit to walk. There was
a Cow-dung in the path, and I muft
needs try my adtivity by attempting to
leap over it. I took a Run, but unfor-
tunately jumped fhort, and found myfelf
jult in the middle up to my knees. I
waded through with fome difficulty, and
one of the Footmen wiped me as clean

as
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as he could with his Handkerchief ; for
I was filthily bemired, and my Nurfe
confined me to my Box till we returned
home ; where the Queen was foon in-
formed of what had paffed, and the
Pootmen f{pread 1t about the Court, {o
that all the Mirth, for fome days, was
at my expence.
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Several Contrivances of the Author to
pleafé the King and Queen.

&K USED to attend the King's
@% Levee once or twice a week,
Fr _,jE and had often feen him under
~ the Barber’s hand, which in-
deed was at firft very terrible to behold.
For, theRazor was almoft twice as long
as an ordinary Scythe. His Majefty ac-
cording to the cuftom of the countrey
was only fhaved twice a week. T once
prevailed on the Barber to give me fome
of the Suds or Lather, out of which I
picked Forty or Fifty of the ftrongeft
Stumps of hair. T then took a piece of
fine
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fine Wood, and cut it like the back of
a Comb, making feveral Holes in it at
equal diftance with as finall a Needle as
I could get from Glumdalclitch. 1 fixed
in the Stumps fo artificially, fcraping and
floping them with my- Knife towards
the points, that I made a very tolerable
Comb ; which was a feafonable {upply,
my own being fo much broken in the
teeth, that it was almoft ufelefs: Nei-
ther did I know any Artift in that coun-
trey {o nice and exa&, as would under-
take to make me another,

Axp this puts me in mind of an
Amufement wherein I fpent many of
my leifure hours. T defired the Queen’s
Woman to fave for me the Combings
of her Majefty’s Hair, whereof in time
1 got a good quantity, and confulting
with my Friend the Cabinet-maker, who
had received general orders to do little
jobbs for me; I direGed him to make
Two Chair-frames, no larger than thofe

I bhad in my Box, and then to bore little
Holes
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Holes with a fine Awl round thofe parts
where I defigned the Backs and Scats ;
through thefe holes T wove the ftrongeft
Hairs I could pick out, juft after the
manner of Cane-chairs in FEngland.
When they were finifhed, I made a
prefent of them to her Majefty, who
kept them in her Cabinet, and ufed to
fhew them for Curiofities, as indeed
they were the wonder of every one that
beheld them. The Queen would have
had me fit upon one of thefe Chairs,
but I ablolutely refufed to obey her,
protefting T would rather die a thoufand
deaths than place a difhonourable part
of my body on thofe precious Hairs
that once adorned her Majefty’s Head.
Of thefe Hairs (as I had always a Me-
chanical Genius) 1 likewife made a neat
little Purfe about Five foot long, with
her Majefty’s Name decyphered in Gold
Letters, which 1 gave to Glumdalelitch,
by the Queen’s confent. To fay the
truth, it was more for Shew than Ufe,
being not of ftrength to bear the weight

of
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of the larger Coins, and therefore fhe
kept nothing in it, but fome little Toys
that girls are fond of.

Tne King, who delighted in Mufick,
had frequent Conforts at court, to which
1 was fometimes carried, and fet in my
Box on a table to hear them: But, the
Noife was fo great, that I could hardly
diftinguifh the Tunes. I am confident
that all the Drums and Trumpets of a
Royal Army, beating and founding to-
gether juft at your ears, could not equal
it. My praltice was to have my Box
removed from the places where the Per-
formers fat, as far as I could, then to fhut
the Doors and Windows of it, and draw
the Window-curtains ; after which j
found their Mufick not difagreeable.

I had learned in my youth to play a
little upon the Spinet. Glumdalelitch
kept one in her chamber, and a Mafter
attended Twice a week to teach her : I
call it a Spinet, becaufe it fomewhat re-
fembled that Inftrument, and was play’d

upon
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upon in the famé manner. A fancy
came into my head that I would enter-
tain the King and Queen with an Eng-
Zifp Tune upon this Inftrument. But
this appeared extremely difficult : For,
the Spinet was near Sixty foot long, each
Key being almoft a Foot wide, fo that,
with my Arms extended, I could not
reach to above Five keys, and to prefs
them down required a good fmart firoak
with my fit, which would be too great
a labour, and to no purpofe. The
Method I contrived was this; I pre-
pared Two round Sticks about the
bignefs of common Cudgels, they were
thicker at one end than the other, and
I covered the thicker ends with a piece
of a Moufe’s Skin, that by rapping on
them, I might neicher damage the tops
of the Keys, nor interrupt the Sound.
Before the Spinet a Bench was placed
about Four foot below the Keys, and I
was put upon the Bench : I ran fide-
ling upon it that way and this, as faft as
I could, banging the proper Keys with

my
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my TwoSticks, and made a fhift to play
a Jigg, to the great fatisfaGion of both
their Majefties : But, it was the moft
violent Exercife I ever underwent, and
yet I could not ftrike above Sixteen Keys,
nor, confequently, play the Bafs and
Treble together, as other Artifts do;
which was a great difadvantage to my
performance.

T e King, who as I before obferved,
was a Prince of excellent underftanding,
would frequently order that I fhould be
brought in my Box, and fet upon the
table in his Clofet. He would then
command me to bring one of my Chairs
out of the Box, and fit down within
Three yards diftance upon the top of the
cabinet, which brought me almoft to a
level with his face. In this manner I
had feveral converfations with him. I
one day took the freedom to tell his
Majefty, that the Contempt he difcover-
~ ed towards Ewrope, and the reft of the
world, did not feem an{werable to thofe

excellent
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excellent Qualities of the Mind he was
Mafter of. That, Reafon did not ex-
tend itfelf with the bulk of the Body :
On the contrary, we obferved in our
countrey that the Talleft perfons were
ufually leaft provided with it. That a-
mong other Animals, Bees and Ants had
the reputation of more Induftry, Art,
and Sagacity than ma \ny of the larger
kinds. = And that, as incon ﬁdcmblc as
he took me to be, I hoped I might live

to do his Majefty fome fignal fervice.
The King heard me with attention, and
began to conceive a much better opi-
nion of me than he had ever before.
He defired I would give him as exat
an account of the Govemment of Eng-
Jand as 1 poflibly could ; becaufe, as fond
as Princes commonly are of their own
Cuftoms (for fo he conje&tured of othet
Monarchs by my former difcourfes) he
fhould be glad to hear of any thing that
might deferve imitation.

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Reader, how often T then wifhed for the
tongue of Demofthenes or Cicero, that
might have enabled me to celebrate the
Praifes of my own dear native Coun-
trey in a Stile equal to its Merits and
Felicity. '

I began my difcourfe by informing
his Majefty that our Dominions con-
~ fifted of Two Iflands, which compofed
Three mighty Kingdoms under one So.
vereign, befides our Plantations in A-
merica. 1 dwelt long upon the Ferti-
lity of our Soil, and the 'Temperature
of our Climate. T then fpoke at large
upon the Conftitution of an Englifb
Parliament, partly made up of an illuf
trious Body called the Houfe of Peers,
Perfons of the nobleft Blood, and of
the moft ancient and ample Patrimonies.
I defcribed that extraordinary Care al-
ways taken of their Education in Arts
and Arms, to quality them for being
Counfellors born to the King and King-
dom, to have a fhare in the Legiflature,

to
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to be Members of the higheft Court of
Judicature from whence there could be
no Appeal ; and to be Champions al-
ways ready for the defence of their Prince
and Countrey by their Valour, Condu:
and Fidelity. That thefe were the Or-
nament and Bulwark of the kingdom,
worthy Followers of their moft renown-
ed Anceftors, whofe Honour had been
the Reward of their Virtue, from which
their Pofterity were never once known
to degenerate. To thefe''were joined
feveral holy Perfons, as part of that Af-
fembly, under the Titleof Bithops, whofe
peculiar bufinefs it is, to take care of
Religion, and of thofe who mftruét the
people therein. Thefe were fearched and
fought out through the whole Nation,
by the Prince and his wifeft Counfellors,
among fuch of the Priefthood as were
moft defervedly diftinguithed by theSan-
&ity of their Lives, and the Depth of
their Erudition ; who were indeed the
fpiritual Fathers of the Clergy and the
People..

Sz THAT
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Tuart, the other part of the Patlia-
ment confifted of an Aflembly called the
Houfe of Commons, who were all prin-
cipal Gentlemen, freely picked and cul-
led out by the people themfelves, for
their great Abilities, and Love of their
Countrey, to reprefent the Wifdom of
the whole Nation. And, thefe Two
Bodies make up the moft auguft Affem-
bly in Europe, to whom, in conjunétion
with the Prince, the whole Legiflature
is committed.

I then defcended to the Courts of
Juftice, over which the Judges, thofe
venerable Sages and Interpreters of the
Law, prefided, for determining the dif-
puted Rights and Properties of Men, as
well as for the Punifhment of Vice, and
Protection of Innocence. I mentioned
the prudent Management of our Trea-
fury ; the Valour and Atchievements of
our Forces by Sea and Land. Icomputed
the Number of our People, by reckoning

how

how many Millions there might be of
cach Religious Se&, or Political Party
among us. I did not omit even our
Sports and Paftimes, or any other Par-
ticular which I thought might redound
to the Honour of my Countrey. And,
1 finithed all with a brief hiftorical ac-
count of Affairs and Events in England
for about an Hundred years paft.

Turs Converfation was not ended
under Five Audiences, each of feveral
hours, ‘and the King heard the whole

with great attention, frequently taking
Notes of what I fpoke, as well as Me-
morandums of feveral Queftions he in-
tended to ask me.

wuen I had put an end to thefe
long difcourfes, his Majefty in a Sixth
Audience confulting his notes, propo-
fed many Doubts, Querics, and Objec-
tions, upon every Article. He asked,
what Methods were ufed to cultivate
the Minds and Bodies of our young No-
S 3 bility,
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bility; and in what kind of Bufinefs they
commonly fpent the firft and teachable
part of their Lives ? What Courfe was
taken to fupply that Alfembly when any
noble Family became extinét ? What
Qualifications were neceflary in thofe
who were to be created new Lords ?
Whether the Humour of the Prince, a
Sum of Money to a Coutt-Lady, or a
Prime Minifter, or a Defign of {trength-
ning a Party oppofite to the publick In-
tereft, ever happened to be motives in
thofe Advancements? What Share of
Knowledge thefe Lords had in the Laws
of their Countrey, and how they came
by it, fo as to enable them to decide the
Properties of their Fellow-fubje&s in the
laft Refort ? Whether they were always
{o free from Avarice, Partialities, orWant,
that a Bribe, or fome other finifter View,
could have no place among them? Whe-
ther thofe holy Lords I fpoke of were
always promoted to that Rank upon
account of their Knowledge in religious
Matters, and the Sanétity of their Lives,

had
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had never been Compliers with the times
while they were common Priefts, or {la-
vifh proftitute Chaplains to fome Noble-
man, whofe Opinions they continued {er-
vilely to follow after they were admitted
into that Affembly ?

H & then defired to know what Arts
were practifed in eleCting thofe whom
I called Commoners: Whether, a
Stranger with a ftrong Purfe might nog
influence the vu'gar Voters to chufe him
before their own Laadlord, or the moft
confiderable Gentleman in rhe Neigh-
bourhood ? How it came to pals, that
People were fo violently bent upo.: et
ting into this Aflembly, which I allow-
ed to be a great Trouble and Expence,
often to the Ruin of their Families, with-
out any Salary or Penfion? Becaufe this
appeared fuch an exalted ftrain of Vir-
tue and publick Spirit, that his Majefty
feemed to doubt it might poflibly not
be always fincere: And he defired to
know whether fuch zealous Gentlemen

S 4 could
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could haveany views of refunding them-
felves for the Charges and Trouble they
were at, by facrificing the publick Good
to the Defigns ‘of a weak 'and vicious
Prince in conjun&ion with a corrupted
Miniftry. He multiplied his Queftions,
and fifted me thoroughly upon every
part of this Head, propofing number-
lefs' Enquiries and Obje&tions, which T
think it not prudent or convenient to
repeat.

Urox what I faid in relation to our
Courts of Juftice, his Majefty defired
to be fatisfied in feveral poijnts: And,
this I was the better able to do, having
been formerly almoft ruined by a long
Suit in Chancery, which was decreed
for me with Cofts. He asked, What
Time was ufually fpent in determining
between Right and Wrong, and what
degree of Expence. Whether Advocates
and Orators had liberty to ‘plead in
Caufes manifeftly known to be unjuft,
vexatious, or oppreflive. Whether Party

in
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in Religion or Politicks were obferved
to be of any weight in the Scale of
Juftice. Whether thofe pleading Orators
were perfons educated in the general
Knowledge of Equity, or only in pro-
vincial, national, and other local Cuf-
toms. Whether they or their Judges had
any part in penning thofe Laws which
they affumed the Liberty of interpreting
and gloffing upon at their pleafure. Whe-
ther they had ever at different times
pleaded for and againft the fame Caufe,
and cited Precedents to prove contrary
Opinions. Whether they were a rich or
a poor Corporation. Whether they re-
ceived any pecuniary Reward for plead-
ing or delivering their opinions. And
particularly whether they were ever ad-
mitted as Members in the lower Senate,

He fell next upon the Management
ofour Treafury; and faid, he thought my
Memory had failed me, becaufeI compu-
ted ourTaxesatabout Five or Sixmillions

a year, and when I came to mention the
Iffues,
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Hlues, he found theyfometimes amount-
ed to more than double; for, the notes
he had taken were very particular in this
point, becaufe he hoped, as he told me,
that the Knowledge of our Conduét
might be nfeful to him, and he could not
be deceived in his Calculations. But, if
what I told him were true, he was ftill at a
lofs how a Kingdom could run out of
its Eftate like a private Perfon. He ask-
ed me, who were our Creditors? and,
wherewe fhould find money to pay them?
He wondred to hear me talk of fuch
chargeable and extenfive Wars; that,
certainly we muft be a quarrelfome Peo-
ple, or liveamong very bad Neighbours,
and that ou’ Generals muft needs be
richer than our Kings. He asked what
bufinefs we had out of our own Iflands,
unlefs upon the Scoreof Trade or Treaty,
or to defend the Coafts with our Fleet.
Above all; he was amazed to hear me
talk of a mercenary ftanding Army in
the midft of Peace, and among a Free
People. He faid if we were governed

by
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by our own Confent in the perfons of
our Reprefentatives, he could not ima-
gine of whom we were afraid, or a-
gainft whom we were to fight, and
would hear my Opinion, whether a pri-
vate Man’s Houfe might not better be
defended by himfelf, his Children, and
Family, than by half a dozen Rafcals
picked up at a venture in the Streets,
for fmall ‘Wages, who might get an
Hundred times more by Cuttmg their
Throats.

- He laughed at my odd kind of A-
rithmetick (as he was pleafed to call it)
in reckoning the Numbers, of our peo-
ple by a Computation drawn from the
feveral Sefts among us in Religion and
Politicks. He faid, he knew no rea-
fon, why thofe who entertain Opinions
prcmdmal to the Publick, fhould be
obliged to Change, or fhould not be
obliged to conceal them. And as it
was Tyranny in any Government to re-
quire the firft, fo it was Weaknefs not

to
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to enforce the fecond: For, a Man
may be allowed to keep Poifons in his
clofet, but not to vend them about for
Cordials.

H e obferved, that among the Diver-
fions of our Nobility and Gentry, T
had mentioned~Gaming. ~ He defired
to know at what '‘Age this entertain-
ment was ufually taken up, and when
it was laid down. How much of 'their
Time it employed, whether it ever went
fo high as to affett their Fortunes. Whe-
ther mean vicious People by their Dex-
terity in that Art might not arrive at
areat Riches, and fometimes keep our
very Nobles in Dependance, as well as
habituate them to vile Companions,
wholly take them from the Improve-
ment of their minds, and force them
by the Lofles they have received, -to
learn and praétife that infamous Dexte-
rity updn others.

He was perfe&tly aftonifhed with the
hifto-
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hiftorical Account I gave him of our
Affairs during the laft Century, proteft-
ing it was only an heap of Confpiracies,
Rebellions, Murders, Maflacrees, Revo-
Jutions, Banifhments, the very worft Ef
feGs that Avarice, Fa&tion, Hypocrify,
Perfidioufnefs, Cruelty, Rage, Madnefs,
Hatred, Envy, Luft, Malice, or Ambi-
tion could produce.

Hi1s Majefty in another Audience
was at the pains to recapitulate the
Sum. of all I had {poken, compared the
Queftions he made with the Anfwers 1
had given;then taking meinto hishands,
and ftroaking me gently, delivered him-
felf in thefe words, which I fhall never
forget, not the manner he fpoke them
in. My little Friend Grildrig, you have
made a moft admirable Panegyrick upon
your Countrey : You have clearly prov-
ed that Ignorance, Idlencfsand Vice may
be fometimes the only Ingredients for
qualifying a Legiflator ; that Laws are
beft explained, interpreted, and applied

by
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by thofe whofe Intereft and Abilities lye
in perverting, confounding, and eluding
them. I obferve among you fome Lines
of an Inftitution, which in its Original
might have been tolerable, but thefe half
erafed, and the reft wholly blurred and
blotted by Corruptions. It doth not
appear from all you have faid, how any
one Virtue is required towards the
procurement of any one Station among
you, much lefs that Men are ennobled
on account of their Virtue, that Priefts
are advanced for their Piety or Learn-
ing, Soldiers for their Conduét or Va-
lour, Judges for their Integrity, Senators
for the Love of their Counatrey, or
Counfellors for their Wifdom. As for
yourfelf (continued the King) who have
{pent the greateft part of your life in
travelling, I am well difpofed to hope
you may hitherto have efcaped many
Vices of your Countrey. But, by what1
have gathered from your own relation;
and the Anfwers I have with much pains
wringed and extorted from you, I cannot

but
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but conclude the Bulk of your Natives,
to be the moft pernicious Race of little
odious Vermin that Nature ever fuffer-
ed to crawl wpon the Surface of the
Earth.




CHAP VI

The Author’s Love of his Countrey. He
makes a Propofal of much advantage
2o the King, which is rejected. The
King's great Ignorance in Politicks.
The Learning of that Countrey very
amperfect and confined. The Laws,
and military Affairs, and Parties in
the State.

peFeeel dred me from concealing this

part of my ftory. It was in vain to difco-
ver my Refentments, which were always
turned into ridicule ; and I was forced to
reft with patience while my noble and
moftbeloved Countrey was {o injurioufly
treated. T am heartily forry as any of
my readers can poflibly be, that fuch
an occalion was given: But this Prince

' happen-
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happened to be fo curious and inquifi
tive upon every Particular, that it could
not confift either with Gratitude or good
Manners to refufe giving him what fa-
tisfaction I was able. Yet thus much I
may be allowed to fay in my own vin-
dication, that I artfully eluded many
of his Queftions, and gaveto every point
a more favourable Turn by many. de-
grees than the firiGnefs of Truth would
allow. For, I have always born that
laudable Partiality to my own Countrey,
which Dionyfius Halicarnaffenfis with
fo much juftice recommends to an Hif-
torian. I would hide the Frailties and
Deformities of my Political Mother,and
place her Virtues and Beauties in the
moft advantageous light. This was my
fincere endeavour in thofe many difcour-
fes T had with that Monarch, although it
unfortunately failed of Succefs.

Bur, great allowances {hould be giv-
en to a King who lives wholly fecluded
from the reft of the world, and muft

Vo L 4 3 therefore
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thereforebealtogetherunacquaintedwith

the Manners and Cuftoms that moft pre-

vail in other Nations: The want of
which Knowledge will ever produce ma-
ny Prejudices, and a certain Narrownefs

of Thinking, from which we and the
politer Countries of Zurope are wholly
exempted. And it would be hard in-
deed, if fo remote a Prince’s Notions of
Virtue and Vice were to be offered as a
Standard for all Mankind.

T o confirm what I have now faid,
and further to fhew the miferable Effe¢ts
of a confined Education, 1 fhall here in-
fert a Paflage which will hardly obtain
Belief. In hopes to ingratiate myfelf
farther into his Majefty’s favour, I told
him of an Invention difcovered between
Three and Four hundred Years ago, to
make a certain Powder, into an heap
of which the fmalleft fpark of Fire fal-
ling, would kindle the whole in a Mo-
ment, although it were as big asaMoun-
tain, and make it all fly vp in the air
together,
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together, with a Noife and -Agitation
greater than Thunder. That, a proper
quantity of this Powder rammed into
an hollow Tube of Brafs or Iron, accor-
ding to its Bignefs, would drive a Ball of
Iron or Lead with fuch a Violence and
Speed as nothing was able to {uftain its
Force. That the largeft Balls thus dif-
charged, would not only deftroy whole
Ranks of an Army at once, but batter the
ftrongeft Walls to the ground, fink down
Ships with a Thoufand Men in each, to
the bottom of the Sea; and when link-
ed together by a Chain, would cut
through Maftsand Rigging, divide Hun-
dreds of Bodies in the middle, and lay all
wafte before them. That we often put
this Powder into large hollow Balls of
Iron, and difcharged them by an En-
gine into fome City we were befieging,
which would rip up the Pavements, tear
the Houfes to pieces, burft and throw
Splinters on every fide, dafhing out the
Brains of all who came near. That I
knew the Ingredients very well, which

T 2 were
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were cheap, and common ; Iunderftood
the manner of compounding them, and
could dire& his Workmen how to make
thofe Tubes of a Size proportionable to
all other things in his Majefty’s King-
dom,and the largeft need not to beabove
an Hundred foot long; Twentyor Thirty
of which Tubes charged with the proper
quantity of Powder and Balls, would bat-
ter down the Walls of the ftrongeft
Town in his Dominions in a few hours,
or deftroy the whole Metropolis, if ever
it fhould pretend to difpute his abfolute
Commeands. This I humbly offered to his
Majefty as a fmall Fribute of Acknow-
ledgment in return of fo many Marks
that I had receiv’d of his Royal Favour
and Proteltion.

Tue King was firuck with Horror at
the defcription I had given of thofe terri-
ble Engines, and the Propofal I had made.
He was amazed how fo impotent and
groveling an Infe& as I (thefe were his-
Expreffions) could entertain fuch inhu-

man
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man Ideas, and in fo familiar a manner
as to appear wholly unmoved at all the
Scenes of Blood and Defolation, which I
had painted as the common Effe@s of
thofe deftru&ive Machines, whereof he
faid, fome evil Genius, Enemy to Man-
kind, muft have been the firft Centriver.
As for himfelf, he protefted, that altho’
few things delighted him {o much asnew
Difcoveries in Art or in Nature, yet he
would rather lofe half his Kingdom than
be privy to fuch a Secret, which he
commanded me, as I valued my life, nc-

ver to mention any more.

A ftrange Efe& of narrow Principles
and fport Views ! that a Prince poffeflfed
of every Quality which procures Vene-
ration, Love and Efteem ; of ftrong Parts,
great W1fdom and plofound Learning,
cndued with admirable Talents for Go-
vernment, and almoft adored by his
Subjeds, fhould from a #ice unneceffary
Scruple, whereof in Enrope we can have
no conception, let flip an Opportunity

I put
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put. into hishands, that would havemade
him abfolute Mafter of the Lives, the Li-
berties, and the Fortunes of his People.
Neither do I fay this with the leaft In-
tention to detra& from the many Vir-
tues of that excellent King, whofe Cha-
racter I am fenfible will on this account
be very much leffened in the opinion of
an Englifh reader: But, I take this De-
fe&t among them to have rifen from their
Ignorance, they not having hitherto re-
duced Politicks into a Science, as the
more acute Wits of Ewrope have done.
For, I remember very well, in a Dif-
courfe one day with the King, when I
happened to fay there werefeveral Thou-
fand Books among us written upon the
Art of Government, it gave him (dire&-
ly contrary to my intention) a very
mean opinion of our Underftandings.
He profefled both to abominate and de-
{pife all Myfiery, Refinement, and In-
trigue, either in a Prince or a Minifter.
He could not tell what I meant by Se-
erets of State, where an Enemy or fome

S gl ' rival
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rival Nation were not in the Cafe. He
confined the Knowledge of governing
within very marrow Bounds; to com-
mon Senfe and Reafon, to Juftice and
Lenity, to the fpeedy Determination
of civil and criminal Caufes; with fome
other obvious Topicks which are not
worth confidering. And, he gave it for
his Opinion, that whoever could make
Two Ears of Corn, or Two Blades of
Grafs to grow upon a Spot of ground
where only one grew before, would de-
ferve bettet of Marikind, and do moreel-
fential Service to his Countrey than the
whole Race of Politicians put together.

Tue Learning of this people is very
defe&ive, confifting only in Morality,
Hiftory,PoetryandM athematicks,where-
in they muft be allowed to excel. But,
the laft of thefe is wholly applied to what
may be ufeful in life, to the improve-
ment of Agriculture and all mechanical
Arts; fo that among us it would be little
efteemed. And as to Ideas, Entities, Ab-

T 4 firadlions
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ftraltions and Tranfcendentals, I could
never drive the leaft Conception into
their heads.

N o Law of that Countrey muftexceed
in Words the number of Letters in their
Alphabet, which confifts only in Two
and twenty. But indeed, few of them
extend even to that Length. 'They are
exprefled in the moft plain and fimple
terms, wherein thofe People are not
mercurial enough to difcover above one
Interpretation. And to write a Com-
ment upon any Law is a capital Crime.
As to the Decifion of civil Caufes, or
Proceedings againft Criminals, their Pre-
cedents are fo few, that they have little
reafon to boaft of any extraordinary Skill
in either.

THEY have had the Art of Printing,
as well as the Chinefe, time out of
mind. But their Libraries are not very
large; for that of the King’s, which is
reckoned the biggeft, dothnotamount ta

above
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above a Thoufand Volumes, placed in a
Gallery of Twelve hundred foot long,
from whence I had liberty to borrow
what books I pleafed. The Queen’s
Joyner had contrived in one of Glum-
dalcliteh’s rooms a kind of wooden
Machine Five and twenty foot high,
formed like a ftanding Ladder, the Steps
were each Fifty foot long : It was indeed
a moveable pair of Stairs, the loweft end
laced at Ten foot diftance from the
Wall of the Chamber. The book I had
a mind to read was put up leaning a-
gainft the Wall. I firft mounted to the
upper Step of the Ladder, and turning
my face towards the Book, began at the
top of the Page, and fo walking to the
Right and Left about Eight or Ten paces
according to the Length of the lines, till
I had gotten a little below the level of
mine eyes, and then defcending gradu-
ally till I came to the bottom : After
~which I mounted again, and began the
other Page in the fame manner, and
{o turned over the leaf, which I could
cafily
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eafily do with both' my hands, for it was
as thick and {tiff as a Paft-board, and in
the largeft Folio’s not above Eighteen
or Twenty foot long,

Tue1r Stile is clear, mafculine, and
fmooth, but not florid, for they avoid
nothing more than multiplying unnecef-
fary Words, orufing varjous Expreflions.
I have perufed many of their Books,
efpecially thofe in Hiftory and Morali-
ty. Among the reft, I was muchdivert-
ed with a little old Treatife, which al-
ways lay in Glumdalclitel’s Bed-cham-
ber, and belonged to her Governefs, a
grave elderly Gentlewoman, who dealt
in Writings of Morality and Devotion.
The Book treats of the Weaknefs of
Human kind, and is in little efteem ex-
cept among the Women and the Vul-
gar. However, I was curious to fee
what an Author of that Countrey could
fay upon fuch a Subjeft. This Writer
went through all the ufual Topicks of
European Moralifts, fhewing how dimi-

nutiye,

nutive, contemptible, and helplefs an
Animal was Man in: his own nature ;
how unable to defend himfelf from the
Inclemencies of the. Air, or the Fury of
wild Beafts. How much he was excel-
led by one Creaturein Strength, by an-
other in Speed, by a third in Forefight,
by a fourth in Induftry. Headded, that
Nature was degenerated in thefe latter
declining Ages of the world, and could
now produce only {fmall abortive Births
in comparifon of thofe in ancient
times. He faid it was very realonable
to think, not only that the Species of
Men were originally much larger, but
alfo that there muft have been Giants in
former ages, which, as it is aflerted by
Hiftory and Tradition, {o it hath been
confirmed by huge Bones and Sculls ca-
{ually dug up in feveral parts of the
Kingdom, far exceeding the common
dwindled Race of Man in our days. He
argued, that the very Laws of Nature
abfolutely required we fhould have been
made in the beginning, of a fize morg
' large
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farge and robuft, not fo liable to Deftru.
- &ion from every little Accident of a Tile
falling from an Houfe, or a Stone caft
from the Hand of a Boy, or of being
drowned in a little Brook. From this
way of Reafoning the Author drew
feveral more Applications ufeful in the
Conduét of life, but needlefs here to
repeat. For my own part, I could not
avoid refleéting how univerfally this Ta-
lent was fpread of drawing Le&ures in
Morality, or indeed rather matter of
Difcontent and Repining from the Quar-
rels we raife with Nature. And, I be-
lieve upon a ftri& Enquiry, thofe Quar-
rels might be fhewn as ill-grounded a-
mong us, as they are among that People.

A s to their military Affairs, theyboaft
that the King’s Army confifts of an Hun-
dred and Seventy fix thoufand foot, and
Thirty two thoufand Horfe: If that may
be called an” Army which is made up
of Tradefmen in the feveral Cities, and
Farmers in the Countrey, whofe Com-

manders
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manders are only the Nobility and Gen-
try without Pay or Reward. They are
indeed perfet enough in their Exercifes,
and under very good Difcipline, where-
in I faw no great Merit ; for, how
{hould it be otherwife, where every Far-
mer is under the Command of his own
Landlord, and every Citizen under that
of the principal Men in his own City,
chofen after the manner of Vemice by
Ballot ?,

I have often feen the Militia of Loz-
brulgrud drawn out to Exercife in a
great Field near the City, of Twenty
miles {quare. They were in all not a-
bove Twenty five thoufand Foot, and Six
thoufand Horfe ; but it was impoffible
for me to compute their Number, con-
fidering the fpace of Ground they took
up. A Cavalier mountedona large Steed
might be about an Hundred foot high.
I have feen this whole Body of Horfe
upon a Word of Command draw their
Swords’ at onee, and brandifh them in

the
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the Air. Imagination can figure nothing
fo grand, fo furprifing, and fo aftonifh-
ing. It looked as if Ten thoufand Flafh-
es of Lightning were darting at the fame
time from every Quarter of the Sky.

Iwas curious to know how this Prince,
to whofe Dominion there is no accefs
from any other Countrey, came to think
of Armies, or to teach his People the
pra&ice of military Difcipline. But I
was foon informed, both by Conver-
fation, and reading their Hiftories. For,

in the Courfe of many ages they have
been troubled with the fame Difeafe to
which fo many other Governments are
{ubjett ; the Nobility often contending
for Power, the People for Liberty, and
the King for abfolute Dominion. All
which, however happily tempered
- by the Laws of the Kingdom, have
been fometimes violated by each of the
Three Parties, and have once or more
occafioned Civil Wars, the laft whereof
was happily put an end to by this Prince’s

Grandfather
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Grandfather by a general Compofition ;
and the Militia then fettled with com-
mon Confent hath been ever fince kept
in the ftri¢teft Duty.




CHAP VIIL

The King and Queen make a Progrefs
to the Frontiers. The Author attends
them. The manner in which be leaves
the Countrey very particularly related.
He returns to England.

As@t B AD always a ftrong impulfe
G that I fhould fometime recover
my Liberty, though it was
1mpoﬁible to conjefture by what means,
or to form any Proje&t with the leaft
hope of fucceeding. The Ship in which
I failed was the firft ever known to be
driven within fight of that Coaft, and
the King had given firié&t Orders, that if
at any time another appeared, it {hould
be taken afhore, and with all its Crew
and Paffengers brought in a Tumbril
to Lorbrulgrud. He was ftrongly bent
to get me a Woman of my own fize,

by
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by whom I might propagate the Breed
But I think T fhould rather have died
than undergone the Difgrace of leaving
a Pofterity to be kept in cages like tame
Canary Birds, and perhaps in time fold
about the kingdom to Perfons of Qua-
lity for Curiofities. I was indeed treat-
ed with much kindnefs ; T was the Fa-
vourite of a great King and Queen, and
the Deligh: of the whole Court, but it
was upon fuch a foot as ill became the
Dignity of Human kind. I could néver
forget thofe domeftick Pledges I had left
behind me. I wanted to be among Peo-
ple with whom I could converfe upon
even terms, and walk about the Streets
and Fields without fear of being trod
to death like a Frog or a young Puppy.
But, my Deliverance came {ooner than
I expected, and in a manner not very
common : The whole Story and Cir-
cumftances of which I fhall faithfully
relate.

I had now been Two years in this
Vor L U Countrey ;
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Countrey ; and, about the beginning of
the Third, Glumdalclitch and 1 attended
the King and Queen in a Progrefs to the
South Coaft of the Kingdom. 1 was
carried as ufual in my Travelling-Box,
which, as I have already defcribed, was
a very convenient Clofet of Twelve foot
wide. And, I had ordered a Hammock
to. be fixed by filken ropes from the
Four corners at the top, to break the
Jolts, when a Servant carried me before
him on horfeback, as I fometimes de-
fired, and would often fleep in my Ham-
mock while we were upon the roads
On the Roof of my Clofet, not direitly
. over the middle of the Hammock, I or« °
dered the Joyner to cut out a Hole of a
Foot fquare to give me air in hot wea-
ther as I flept, which Hole I fhut at
pleafure with a Board that drew back-
wards and forwards through a Groove.

WHEN we came to our Journey’s end,
the King thought proper to pafs a few
days at a Palace he hath near Flanjlafiic,

a City
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a City within Eighteen Eng/i/b miles
of the Sea-fide. Glumdalclitch and I
were much fatigued ; T'had gotten a
fmall Cold, but the poor Girl was fo
ill as to be confined to her chamber. 1
longed to fee the Ocean, which muft be
the only Scene of my Efcape, if ever it
fhould happen. T pretended to be worfe
than T really was, and defired leave to
take the frefh air of the Sea, with a
Page whom I was very fond of, and who
had fometimes been trufted with me. T
fhall never forget with what Unwilling<
nels Glumdalclitch confented, nor the
ftri Charge fhe gave the Page to be
careful of me, burfting at the fame time
into a flood of tears, as if {he had fome
foreboding of what was to happen. The
Boy took me out in my Box about Half
an hour’s walk from the Palace towards
the Rocks on the Sea-fhore. T ordered
him to fet me down, and lifting up one
of my Safhes, caft many a wiftful me-
lancholy look towards the Sea. I found
myfelf not very well, and told the Page
U2 that
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that I had a mind to take a nap in my
Hammock, which I hoped would do,me
good. I.got in, and the Boy fhut the
Window clofe down to keep out the
Cold. T foon fell afleep, and all I can
conjeture is, that while I{lept, the Page
thinking no danger could happen, went
among the Rocks to look for Birds-eggs,
having before obferved him  from my
window fearching about, and picking
up One or Two in the Clefts. Be that
as it will; I' found myfelf {uddenly a-
waked thh a violent Pull upon theRing
which was faftned at the top of my Box
for the conveniency of carriage: I felt
my Box raifed very high in theair, and
then born forward with prodigious {peed.
The firft Jolt:had like to have thaken me
out of my Hammock, but afterwards the
Motion was eafy enough. I called out
{feveral times as loud as I could raife
my voice,.but all to no purpofe. I look-
. ed towards my Windows, and could fee
! % 7% nothing but the Clouds zmd Sky. Iheard

a norfe juft over my head like the clap-

ping
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ping of Wings, and then began to per-
ceive the woful condition I was in;
that fome Eagle had got the Ring of my
Box in his Beak, with an intent to let
it fall on a Rock like a Tortoife in a
Shell, and then pick out my Body and
devour it. For the Sagacity and Smell
of this Bird enable him to difcover his
Quarry at a great diftance, though better
concealed than I could be within a Two
inch Board.

I~ alittle time T obferved the noife
and flutter ‘of Wings to encreafe very
faft, and my Box was toffed up and down:
like a Sign-poft in 2 windy day. I heard
feveral Bangs or Buffets, as I thought,
given to the Eagle (for fuch I'am cer-
tain it muft have been that held theRing
of my'Box in his Beak) and then all
on a {udden felt myfelf falling perpen-
dicularly' down for above a Minute, but’
with fuch'incredible Swiftnefs that T al-
moft loft my Breath, My Fall was ftopped
byaterribleSquafh,that foundedlouderto

U 3 mine
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mine ears than the Catara& of Niggara;,
after which I was quite in the dark for
another Minute, and then my Box began
to rife fo high that I could fee Light
from the tops of my Windows, I now
perceived that I was fallen into the Sea.
My Box, by the weight of my Body, the
Goods that were in, and the broad Plates
of Iron fixed for ftrength at the Four
corners of the top and bottom, floated
about Five foot deep in water. I did
then, and do now fuppofe that the Eagle
which flew away with my Box was pur-
{ued by Two or Three others, and forced
to let me drop while he was defending
himfelf againft the reft, who hoped to
fhare in the Prey. The Plates of Iron
faftned at the bottom of the Box (for
thofe were the ftrongeft) preferved the
Balance while it fell, and hindred it
from being broken on the furface of
the water. Every joint of it was well
grooved,. and the Door did not move
on Hinges, but up and down like a Safh,
which kept my Clofet fo tight that very

' little
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tittle Water came in. I got with much
difficulty out of my Hammock, having
firft ventured to draw back the Slip-
board on the Roof already mentioned,
contrived on purpofe to let in Air, for
want of which I found myfelf almoit
ftifled.

How often did 1 then wifh myfelf
with my dear Glumdalclitch, from whom
one fingle Hour had fo far divided me!
And I may fay with truth, that ia the
midt of my own misfortunes I could
not forbear lamenting my poor Nurfe,
the Grief fhe would fuffer for my lofs,
the Difpleafure of the Queen, and the
Ruin of her Fortune. Perhaps many Tra-
vellers have not been under greater Dif
ficulties and Diftrefs than I was at this
junéture, expeling every moment to fee
my Box dafhed in pieces, or at leaft over-
fet by the firft violent Blaft, or a rifing
Wave. A Breach in ene fingle Pane of
Glafs would have been immediate Death:
Nor could any thing have preferved the

U 4 Windows
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Windows but the ftrong Lettice Wires
placed on the outfide againft accidents
in travelling. I faw the Water ooze in
at feveral Crannies, although the Leaks
were not confiderable, and I endeavour-
ed to ftop them as well as T could. I
was not able to lift up the Roof of my
Clofet, which otherwife I certainly
fhould have done and fate on the top
of it, where I might at leaft preferve
myfelf fome hours longer than by being
fhut up, as I may call it, in the Hold,
Or, if I efcaped thefe Dangers for a day
or two, what could I expe@ buta mi-
ferable Death of Cold and Hunger ! I
was Four hours under thefe circumftan-
ces, expecting and indeed wifhing every
moment to be my laft,

I have already told the Reader, that
there were Two ftrong Staples fixed upon
that fide of my Box which had no Win-
dow,and into which theServant who ufed
to carry me on horfeback would put a lea-
thern Belt, and buckle it abeut his Wafte,

Being
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Being in this difconfolate ftate, I heard or
at leaft thought I heard fome kind of gra-
ting noife on that fide of my Box where
the Staples were fixed, and foon after I
began to fanfy that the Box was pulled,
or towed along in the Sea; for I now
and then felt a fort of tugging which
made the Waves rife near the tops of
my Windows, leaving me almoft in the
dark. This gave me fome faint hopes
of Relief, although I was not able to
imagine how it-could be brought about.
I ventured to unfcrew one of my Chairs,
which were always faftned tothe Floor;
and having 'made a hard fhift to fcrew
it down again dire@tly under the Slip-
ping-board that T had lately opened, T
mounted on the Chair, and putting my
mouth as near as I could to the hole,
I called for help in a loud voice, and
in all the languages I underftood. I
then faftned my Handkerchief to a Stick
T ufually carried, and thrufting it up the
Hole, waved it feveral times in the air,
that if any Boat' or fhip were near, the
Seamen
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Seamen might conje&ture fome unhappy
Mortal to be fhut up in this Box.

I found no effe from all T could do,
but plainly perceived my Clofet to be
moved along; and in the {pace of an
Hour or better, that fide of the Box
where the Staples were, and had ' no
Window, ftruck againft fomething that
was hard : Tapprehended it to be a Rock,
and found myfelftoffed more than ever.
I plainly heard a Noife upon the Cover
of my Clofet, like that of a Cable, and
the grating of it as it pafled through
the Ring. I then found myfelf hoift-
ed up by degrees at leaft Three Foot
higher than I was before. Whereupon,
I again thruft up my Stick and Hand.
kerchief, calling for help till I was al-
moft hoarfe. In return to which, I
heard a great Shout repeated Three
times, giving me fuch Tranfports of joy
as are not to be conceived but by thofe
who feel them. I now heard a tramp.
ling over my head, and fomebady cal.

ling
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ling through the Hole with a loud voice
in the Znglifb Tongue; if there be any
body below let them fpeak. 1 anfwer-
ed, I was an Luglifbman, drawn by ill
fortune into the greateft Calamity that
ever any creature underwent, and beg-
ged, by all .that is moving, to be de-
livered out of the Dungeon I was in.
The Voics replied, I was fafe, for my
Box was faftned to their Ship; and the
Carpentet fhould immediately come,
and faw an hole in the Cover, large e-
nough to pull me out. I anfwer’d, that
was needlefs, and would take up too
much time,-for there was no more to
be done, but, let one of the Crew put
his Finger into the Ring, and take the
Box out of the Sea into the Ship, and fo
into the Captain’s Cabbin. Some of
them upon heatring me talk fo wildly
thought I was mad; others laughed;
for indeed it never came into my head
that I wasnow got among People of my
own Stature and Strength. The Car-
penter came, and in a few minutes faw=-

ed
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ed a Paffage about Four foot fquare, then'
let down a' fmall Ladder, upon which
T mounted, ‘and from thence was taken
into the Ship in a very weak condi-
tion. ' t bis

TuE Sailors were all in amazement
and asked me a Thoufand ‘Queftions,
which I had no inclination to an{wer,
I was equally corfounded at the Sight
of o many Pigmies, for fuch I took
themto be,after having {6 longaccuftom-
ed mine eyes to the monftrous Qbje&s
I hadleft. But the Captain, Mr. Tho-
mas Wilcocks, an honeft worthy Shrop-
Jhireman, obferving Twas ready-to faint,’
took me into his Cabbin, gavemea Cor-
dial to comfort me, and made me z#rn
7z upon his own bed, advifing me to take
a little reft, of which T had great need.
Before T went to fleep I gave him to un-
derftand that I had {ome valuable Fur-
niture in my Box too good to be loft;
a fine Hammock, an handfome Field-
Bed, two Chairs, a Table and a Cabinet:

That
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That my Clofet was hung on all fides,
or rather quilted with Silk-and Cotton:
That if he would let one of the Crew
bring my Clofet into his Cabbin,I would
open it there before him, and thew him
my Goods. ‘The Captain ‘hearing me
utter thefe Abfurdities, concluded I was
raving: However, (I fuppofe to paci-
fy me) he promifed to give order as I
defired, and going upon Deck fent fome
of his men down into my Clofet, from
whence (as I afterwards found) they
drew up 2all my Goods, and ftripped off

~ the Quilting ; but the Chairs, Cabinet

and Bed-fted being fcrewed to the floor,
were much damaged by the Ignorance of
the Seamen, who tore them up by force.
Then they knocked ' off fome of the
Boards for the ufe of the Ship, and
when they had got all they had a mind
for, let the Hulk drop intothe Sea,which
by reafon of many Breaches made in the
bottom and fides, funk to rights. And
indeed ' I was glad not to have been 2
Speltator of the Havock they made; be-

caufe
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caufe I am confident it would have fen-
fibly touched me, by bringing former
Paflages into my mind, which T had ra-
ther forget.

Isvepr fome hours, but perpetual-
ly difturbed with Dreams of the Place
I had left, and the Dangers T had efca-
ped. However, upon waking T found my
felf much recovered. It was now about
Eight a clock at night, and the Captain
ordered Supper immediately, thinking I
had already fafted too long. ‘'He enter-
tained me with great kindnefs, obferv-
ing me not to look wildly, or-talk in-
confiftently ; and when we were left a-
lone, defired T would give him a rela-
tion of my Travels, and by what acci-
dent I came to be fet adrift in that mon-
ftrous wooden Cheft. He faid, that a-
bout Twelve a clock at noon, as he
was looking through his Glafs, he fpied
it at a diftance, and thought it was a
Sail, which he had a mind to make, be-
ing not much out of his courfe, in

hopes
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hopes of buying fome Bifcuit, his own
beginning to fall fhort. That wupon
coming nearer, and finding his ‘error,
he fent out his Long-boat to difcover
what I was; that his Men came back
in a fright, fwearing they had feen a
fwimming Houfe. That he laughed at
their Folly, and went himfelf in the
Boat, ordering his men to take a ftrong
Cable along with them. That the Wea-
ther being calm, he rowed round me
feveral times, obferved my Windows,
and thewire Lettices that defended them.
That he difcovered two Staples uponone
fide, which was all of Boards, with-
out any paflage for Light. He then com-
manded his men to row up to that fide,
and faftning a Cable to one of the Sta-
ples, ordered them to tow my Cheft (as
he called it) towards the Ships. When
it was there, he gave dire&tions to faften
another Cable to the Ring fixed in the
Cover, and to raife up my Cheft with
Pullies, which all the Sailors were not
able to do above T'wo or Three foot. He

faid,
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faid, they faw my Stick and Handker-
chief thruft out of the Hole, and con-
cluded, that fome unhappy Men muft be
fhut up in the Cavity. T asked whether
he or the Crew had feen any prodigi-
ous Birds in the Air about the time he
firft difcovered me. To which he an-
{wered, that difcourfing this matter with
the Sailors while I was afleep, one of
them faid, he had 0b/érved Three Eagles
flying towards the North, but remarked
nothing of their being larger than the
ufual Size, which I fuppofe muft beimpu-
ted to the great Height they were at ; and
could not guefs the reafon of my Que-
ftion. I then asked the Captain how far
he reckon’d we might be from Land ; he
faid, by the beft computation he could
make, we were at leaft an Hundred
Leagues. T aflured him, that he muft
be miftaken by almoft Half, for I had
not left the Countrey from whence I
came above Two hours before I dropt
into the Sea. Whereupon he began a-
gain to think that my brain was difturb-

ed,
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ed, of which he gave me a hint, and
advifed me to go to bed in a Cabbin he
had provided. I affured him I was well
refrefhed with his good Entertainment
and Company; and as much in my
fenfes as ever I was in my life. He
then grew ferious, and defired to ask me
freely whether I were not troubled in
mind by the Confcioufnefs of fome enor-
mous Crime, for which I was punifhed
at the Command of fome Prince, by ex~
pofing me in that Cheft; as great Cri-
minals in other Countries have been
forced to Sea in a leaky Veffel without
Provifions: For, although he fhould be
forry to have taken fo ill 4 man into his
8hip, yet he would engage his word to
fet me fife on fhore in the firft Port
where we arrived. He added, that his
Sufpicions were much increafed by fome
yery abfurd Speeches I had delivered at
firft to the Sailors; and afterwards to
himfelf, in relation to my Clofer or
Cheft, as well as by my odd Looks and
Behaviour while I was at {fupper.

Vou L X 1 beg-
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I begged his patience to hear me tell
my Story, which I faithfully did from the
laft time T left Zngland to the moment
he firft difcovered me. And, as Truth
always forceth its way into" rational
minds ; fo, this honeft worthy Gentle-
man, who had fome tinGure of Learn-
ing, and very good Senfe, was imme-
diately convinced of my Candor and Ve-
racity.  But further to confirmall I had
faid, I entreated him to give order that
my Cabinet fhould be brought, of which
I had the Key in my Pocket (for he
had already informed me how the Sea-
men diipofed of my Clofet) I opened
it in his prefence, and fhewed him the
{mall Colle&tion of Rarities T made in
the Countrey from whence I had been
{o ftrangely delivered. There was the
Comb I had contrived out of the Stumps
of the King’s Beard, and another of the
fame Material, but fixed into a paring
of her Majefty’s Thumb-nail, which
ferved for the Back. There was a col.
letion
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le&ion of Needles and Pins from a Foot
to Half a yard long. Four Wafp Stings,
like Joyner’s Tacks: Some Combings of
the Queen’s Hair: A gold Ring which
one day fhe made me a Prefent of in a
moft obliging manner, taking it from
her Little finger, and throwing it over
my Head like a Collar. "1 defired' the
Captain would pleafe to accept this
Ring in return of his Civilities, which
he abfolutely refufed. I fhewed him a
Corn that T had cut off with my own
hand from a maid of Honour’s Toe, it
was about the bignefs of a Kentifh Pip-
pin, and grown f{o hard, that when I
‘returned to England, 1 got it hollowed
into a Cup and fet in Silver. Taftly,
I defired him to fec the Breeches 1 had
then on, which were made of a Moufe’s
Skin.

I could force nothing on him but
a Footman’s Tooth, which I obferved
him to examine with great Curiofity,
and found he had 3 fancy for it. He

X 2 received
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received it with abundance of thanks,
more than fuch a Trifle could deferve,
It was drawn by an unskilful Surgeon in
a miftake from one of Glumdaiclitch’s
Men, who was afflied with the Tooth-
ach, but it was as found as any in his
head. I got it cleaned, and put it into
my Cabmet It was abour a Foot long,
and Four inches in Diameter.

T ue Captain was very well fatisfied
with this plain Relation I had given
him ; and faid, he hoped when we re-
turned to Eﬁglaud, I would oblige the
World by putting it in Paper, and mak-
ing it publick. My Anfwer was, that
I thought we were already over-ftocked
with Books of Travels : That nothing
could now pafs which was not extraor-
dinary, wherein I doubted fome Authors
lefs confulted Truth than their own
Vanity or Intereft, or the Diverfion of
ignorant Readers. r hat my Story could
contain little befides common Events,
without thofe ornamental Dcfcupt:ons
of
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of ftrange Plants, Trees,Birds, and other
Animals, or of the barbarous Cuftoms
and Idolatry of favage People, with
which moft Writers abound. However,
I thanked him for his good Oplmon,
and promifed to take the matter into
my thoughts.

He faid he wondered at one thing
very much, which was to hear me
fpeak fo loud, asking me whether the
King or Queen of that Countrey were
thick of hearing. I told him it was
what I had been ufed to for above
Two Years paft, and that I admired as
much at the Voices of him and his
men, who {eemed to me only to whif
per, and yet I could hear them well e-
nough. But, when I fpoke in that
Countley, it was like 2 man talking in
the Street to another looking out from
the top of a Steeple, unlefs when I was
placed on 3 Table, or held in any Per-
fon’s Hand. Itold him1I had likewife ob-
ferved another thing, that when Ifirft got
into
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into the Ship, and the Sailors ftood all
about me, I thought theywere themoft
tittle contemptible Creatures I had ever
beheld. For, indeed, while I was in
that Prince’s Countrey, I could never en-
dure to look in a Glafs after mine eyes
had been accuftomed to fuch prodigious
objetts, becaufe the comparifon gave
me fo defpicable a conceit of myfelf.
The Captain faid, that while we were
at fupper, he obferved me to look at
every thing with a fort of wonder,
and that I often feemed hardly able to
contain my laughter , which he knew
not well how to take, [but imputed it
to fome Diforder in my brain. I an-
{wered, it was very true, and I wonder-
ed how I could farbear, when I faw
his Difhes of the fize of a filver Three-
pence, a Leg of Pork hardly a Mouth-
ful, a Cup not fo big as a Nut-fhell:
and fo Iwent on, defcribing the reft of
his Houfhold-ftuff and Provifions after
the fame manner. For although the

Queen had ordered a little Equipage of
all
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all things neceflary for me while I'was in
her fervice, yet my Ideas were wholly
taken up with what I faw on every fide
of me, and I winked at my own Little-
nefs as People do at their own Faults.
‘The Captain underftood myRaillery very
well, and merrily replied with the old
Englifb Proverb, that he doubted mine
Eyes were bigger than my Belly, for he
did not obferve my Stomach fo good, al-
though I had fafted all day; and conti-
nuing in his mirth, protefted he would
have gladly given an Hundred Pounds to
have feen my Clofet in the Eagle’s Bill,
and afterwards in its Fall from fo great
an height into the Sea; which would
certainly have been a moft aftonifhing
obje&t, worthy to have the Defcription
of it tranfmitted to future ages: And
the Comparifon of Phaeton was {o ob-
vious, that he could not forbear applying
it, although I did not much admire the
Conceit.

T ue Captain having been at Tongnin,
was
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wasin histeturnto England driven Notth
eaftward to the Latitude of 44 Degrees;
and of Longitude 143. But meeting d
Trade Wind Two days after I came on
board him, we failed Southward a long
time,and coafting New-Holland keptour
Courfe Weft-fouth-weft; and then South-
fouth-weft till we doubled the Cape of
Good-hope. Our Voyage was very pro-
fperous, but T fhall not trouble the rea-
der with a Journal of it. 'The Captain
called in at One or ‘Two Ports and fent
in his Long-boat for Provifions and frefh
‘Water, but I never went out ofthe Ship
till we came into the Downs, which was
on the 3d Day of Fume 1706, about
Nine months after my Efcape. 1 offered

. to leave my Goods in fecurity for pay-

ment of my' Freight ; but the Captain
protefted he would not receive One Far-
thing. We took kind leave of each other,
and I made himpromife he would come
to fee me at my Houfe in Redriff. Thired
a Horfe and Guide for Five Shillings;

which T borrowed of the Captain.
1 A S
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As]I was; on the road, oblerving the
1ittlene(s of the Houfes, the Trees, the
Cattle and the People, I began to think
myfelf in Lzt/iputs) L was afraid of gram.
pling oneyery Traveller I met, and often
called aloud to have them fland out of
she way, {0 that/1 liad like to have got-
ten. Qne or, Twe broken Heads far my
Impertinence. 77 yo fiol had T hsbul

Waex 1 came to my own Houfle,
for which I was forced to enquire, one
of the: Servants opening the Door, Thent
down to.go in (likea Goofeun deraGate)
for, fear. of friking my Head. My, Wife
ran out to-embrace me, but, I ftooped
lower than her Knees, thinking{he could
othegwife, nexer, be able .to. reach my
Mouth.; My Daughter | kneeled to, ask
me. Blefing, bat I conld, not-fee-her till
fhe arofe, having been fo long ufed vo

{tand with my Head and Eyes eret to a-
bove Sixty foot; and then I went to t=K€
her np with One hand, by the Wate. I

Yor L Y fooked
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looked down upon the Servants and One
or Two Friends who were in the Houfe,
as_ if they had been Pigmies, and I2
Giant. I told ' my  Wife fhe had been too

thrifty, for Ifound fhe had ftarved her-

felf ‘and her Daughter to nothing., 1In
fhort, I behaved myfelf fo unaccounta-
bly, that they were all of the Captain’s
opinion when hefirft faw me, and con-
cluded I had loft my Wits. ‘This I men-
tion as an Inftance ofthe great Power of
Habit and Prejudice.

In a little time T and my Family and
Friends came to a right underftanding:
But my Wife protefted I fhould never go
to Sea any more; although my evil Defti-
ny {o ordered that fhe had not Power to
hinder me, as the ‘reader may know
heréafter. In the mean time I hére con-
clude the Second Part of my unfortunate
Voyages. e e
