ARCHIVES FLOOD UPDATE AND WEB PAGE 

 

Flood recovery work continues at the Alaska State Archives, which remains closed until 

further notice and at the Alaska State Library, which will reopen on Monday, August 31
st
. 

The Library will continue to process damaged materials in its Information Services 

section and so part of the space will remain off limits to the public. But other library 

services will be restored. 

 

At this point in time all damaged materials have been identified and a number of 

damaged boxes were put into frozen storage to suspend further water damage. These 

boxes will be retrieved and treated in batches until all the boxes have been evaluated, 

dried and returned to the State Archives. An article describing our progress through 

August 26
th
 was published in the Juneau Empire in an article titled, “Quick action, luck 

save waterlogged archives.”

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1968 KENNEDY SITKA VIDEO VIEWED NATIONWIDE 

 

The Division of Libraries, Archives and Museums joins the nation in offering its 

condolences to the people of Massachusetts and to the Kennedy family on the occasion of 

the death of Senator Ted Kennedy this week. 

 

Last January the Alaska State Library Historical Collections discovered a 1968 speech by 

Senator Kennedy to the Alaska Democratic Party convention held in Sitka that year. A 

note on the original video tape case simply read “Ted Kennedy Sitka” without any further 

information.  The video was digitized and placed on the Alaska Digital Archives 

(http://vilda.alaska.edu). The speech is believed to have been delivered about a week or 

two after the assassination of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. You may see the speech for
